Dr Goka SriDhar

Chief Editor

editor.deccanpost@gmail.com

Hyderabad’s

t
he strong bullish trend in the Indian
Stock Market in the last few weeks, has
taken a hit on 20th September after the

Reserve Bank of India has increased the Repo
rate and decreased the Marginal standing
facility. Market is now expecting the banking
deposit and lending interest rates to increase
in the short-term. The retail inflation
continues to be high in the recent times, which
is a major concern to the market now. Sensex
after gaining by about a record 3,000 points, in
the last one month, has turned weak on 20th
September raising concerns about the
immediate further bullish trend.  The
American markets continue to be strong, while
the foreign funds are reported to be strong
buyers in the Indian stock market in the last
few weeks. 

The interest rate sensitive sectors like the
Banking stocks, Real Estate and infrastructure
were subject to heavy selling pressure. But
however, in-case of any rollback of liquidity
tightening measures in the near term, then
these segments can witness a positive trend.
The software stocks however were relatively
seen steady due to the minor recovery of the
dollar.

Dollar after a correction trend in the last
few days from 68 levels to near 61, where it is
now seen taking support against the Rupee,
and could appreciate in the short-term.

However, many believe that Dollar could
move in a range bound level of 65 to 60 in the
short-term.  The leading base metals like the
Copper, Aluminum, Zinc, Lead and Nickel
have been in the declining trend in the last few

weeks, and seems to have found technical
support at current levels, as they are seen in a
consolidation mode. These metals can witness
a relief rally, in the MCX commodity for the
traders to be alert. 

Similarly, precious metal Gold after a
reaction from 34,000 levels, it is seen taking
support at 29,500 levels, in the commodity
market and could get into a short-term
uptrend.  Only in-case of any failure to sustain
at 29,000, then it indicates a short-term
weakness. Similarly Silver too, after a
correction from recent high of 59,000 levels,
it is seen taking a minor upward reversal at
49,000, and could possibly test the barrier of
55,000. Only failure at key support 49,000,
then it indicates a further extension of the
short-term downtrend. 

Technically, Sensex is now at the major
psychological level of 20,000, where a short-
term sideways and volatile trend is possible in
the short-term. Market has to remain firm
above this crucial level, to indicate a further
uptrend. But only in-case of any failure to
sustain above this key support, then it can slip
into a short-term correction for the short-term
investors to be cautious. The next major
trigger for the market is the next expected
macro-economic policies that are likely to be
announced. For the market to complete the
current correction trend and to get into further
ascending trend, there need to be further
economic reforms in the near term.

Note - Investors should be aware of risks 
in the stock market.

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Market cautious at 20,000 levels  
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It is news that the Congress President
Sonia Gandhi  nominated  Kiran Kumar
Reddy as  the Chief Minister of Andhra
Pradesh while allowing the then Chief
Minister Konijeti Rosaiah  to quit (Rosaiah
expressed his desire to quit citing poor
health.) was a matter of great confusion.
Since at that time, Kiran Reddy was a less
known politician although he was elected
to the state assembly for the fourth time.
Even after faithfully serving YS Rajashekar
Reddy during his stint as state Chief
Minister, Late YSR didn’t deem it necessary
to entrust him with ministerial
responsibilities and instead made him the
Speaker of the state assembly. 

Kiran Reddy came into focus for his
‘stroke of luck’ by not accompanying YSR
on his ill-fated journey on 2nd September,
2009. This streak of luck further enabled
him to emerge as the star player of the
“Seema and Andhra legislators” resignation
drama enacted on 10th December, 2009 to
protest against the decision of the Union
Government to begin the process of
formation of Telangana state.  Whether,
Congress party high command knew it or
was ignorant is another matter. But, when
the then Chief Minister Rosaiah was

preparing to quit; some one like Kiran
Reddy emerged as the dark(est) horse in
the stables. The ruling congress party was
already facing dissidence from YS Jagan
Mohan Reddy and the hard core loyalists
of YSR and KVP --- whose regular
nuisance compelled Rosaiah to plead for
his replacement. 

The search was on for someone who
could fit the bill which can meet the
challenge of the Jagan brigade. It
culminated in Kiran Reddy’s selection as
he fitted the three points criterion designed
by the think tank in Delhi.  A staunch
hereditary loyalist congress politician
hailing from Seemandhra Reddy
community --  a youngster who must be
immature and not hanker after money or
power — an idiot who doesn’t question the
‘commands’ and decisions of the party high
command especially its supreme leader
Sonia Gandhi Ji.  

Perhaps, with the selection of Kiran
Reddy, the congress leaders in Delhi were
mightily pleased with their choice since it
resulted in smooth transition unlike the
difficulties associated with Rosaiah’s formal
election as CLP leader after a prolonged
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suspense. The congress emissaries were
quite pleased with their choice as all those
die hard loyalists of Jagan openly  endorsed
Madam’s choice when it came in the sealed
cover.  Jagan nor his numerous supporters
dared question the manner in which Kiran
Reddy was nominated by the party
president. It was quite amusing then as to
“how the party think tank in Delhi assumed
that Kiran Reddy was acceptable to Jagan
Reddy; when Kiran was selected for the
very purpose of checkmating Jagan?

Thus, began our Kiran Reddy regime
nearly three years ago, quite confident or
rather quite over confidently as Jagan’s tacit
support was very much available in
abundance despite his well planned exit
from the party soon after the mission was
accomplished. Till a few months ago, the
party high command and its agents blindly
believed that Kiran Reddy was taking on
Jagan and his YSRCP. But it seems they
have become aware about the secret
understanding between these two
youngsters from neighboring districts in
the Seema region. 

Kiran dares party high command

Indian History is replete with many
surprises, but probably, no sensible
politician who becomes a Chief Minister
solely at the behest of the party high
command would jeopardize his future a la
Kiran Kumar Reddy. Being a Congress
Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh, he has
been openly working against the policy line
of his own party’s high command decision
to divide the state and form Telangana state.

The best example of his open defiance

of the Congress high command is his
blatant support to the Andhra Pradesh
Non-Gazzetted Officers (APNGOS) who
are on a strike since August 12th. When the
AP High Court heard a public interest
litigation challenging the strike of
APNGOs, the judges were shocked and
surprised as to how the state government
has irresponsibly not taken any steps to end
it by now.  The government counsel failed
to explain the steps taken by the
government to resolve the matter with

striking employees whose conduct is
causing disruption of normalcy in the 13
districts of the state and thus affecting the
common man who depends on the
government for many services. The
APNGOs went to the extent of asking ‘why
the HC was bothered about the strike’,

when the government was not concerned
about its implications. “It is the duty of the
state government to persuade us to call off
the strike, but the government is
comfortable, they why the court is worried?
asked the APNGOs counsel. The matter is
being heard by the Hon’ble High Court
and an order might come by Monday or so. 

But it is clear that the strike is
sponsored, funded and guided by none
other than Chief Minister Kiran Kumar

Reddy and his coterie of ministers from
Seemandhra region. They are openly
advising and encouraging the striking
employees and sharing the inside
information. On Friday, immediately after
the cabinet meeting was over, Primary
Education Minister Shailajanath was

approached by some striking Seemandhra
staff demanding his resignation.

Instead of criticizing them for
obstructing him or arguing that their strike
was not good for the people of their own
region, the minister complimented them
saying: “You are doing a good job. Please
continue your strike so that our central
party (Congress Party high command)
would understand the heat of anger that is
there in Seemandhra”. Similar are the
reactions of another minister Ganta
Srinivasa Rao and Kondru Murali Mohan
who too encouraged striking employees to
attack public properties and attack ministers
residences so that the heat of the agitation
would be conveyed to the Delhi bosses.
They have been doing this only in view of
the tacit support extended by the CM.

Friday’s rally named ‘Save Andhra
Pradesh’ held in Vijayawada proved to be a
dampener both literally and figuratively.
The speakers at the rally held under the
heavy drizzle turned rain, failed to explain
what their demands are or how they can
stall Telangana state. Their entire thrust is
on one single point – Hyderabad should
not go to Telangana alone. This is nothing
but an off-shoot of jealousy and bitterness.
These Seemandhra leaders have failed to
explain why there has been a demand for
separate Telangana since 1956, when
Andhra Pradesh was formed and why there
have been bouts of agitations time and
again erupting in Telangana region, if there
was no justification to the cause that has
witnessed suicides from hundreds of well
qualified youth urging the political parties
to carve out separate Telangana state. 
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These Seemandhra leaders are talking
about the loss of future jobs that may
come up in Hyderabad. But, they are
forgetting the fact that people of
Telangana have been struggling for
injustices they have been suffering due to
loss of ‘their quota of jobs’ in the city in
the last 50 years. Whose grievance is
justified, past and perpetual injustice
suffered or imagined false ‘future’
injustices likely to happen?

The answer is simple: The past
injustice is there to be seen. It is on
record. Whereas, the apprehensions of
future injustice or future insecurity as is
being alleged by Seemandhra leaders is
just a figment of their imaginary fears,
which cannot be linked to statehood of
Telangana or its growth model. Moreover,
no one is asking the Seemandhra people,
students, businessmen, employees or
even retired employees to leave
Hyderabad city. They can still live here as
long as they wish just like everyone’s
fundamental right to work and reside in
any place of India.

But, the Seemandhra leaders are not
willing to see this fact. They are just
unreasonably arguing and trying to
confuse people of Seemandhra by
pushing them into a fear psychosis about

being deprived of Hyderabad city to
people of Seemandhra. The outburst of
some Union Ministers belonging to
Andhra is appalling -- “If not me, you too
should not get it type” of childish jealousy,
that is dominating their minds. They are
not seeing the reality that Hyderabad is a
land locked city and surrounded on all
sides by hinter land of Telangana districts
– away by hundreds of kilometers of any
neighbouring state.

Expedite the process of State division

In fact the common people in
Seemandhra districts know this. They are
not opposing formation of Telangana
state. This was proved as the Seemandhra
people voted for Congress which had
entered into an alliance with TRS in 2004.
The then CM and TDP President
Chandrababu Naidu told the people in
Seemandhra that a vote for Congress is
vote for division of AP. But, the people did
not care. They brought back Congress to
power, though the UPA-1 included
formation of Telangana state in its
Common Minimum Program. Had the
UPA displayed wisdom and guts then,
Telangana State would have been a reality
and 10 years old by now. But, the UPA- I,
lost the opportunity and wasted time till
now.

Even now, the UPA-II spent a lot of
time and energies on formalities like
appointing a committee headed by Justice
Sri Krishna, and constituting two or three
committees, and holding several rounds
of all-party meetings and consultations on
the issue. In the meanwhile, around 800
innocent youth of the region had ended
their lives, in disgust and disappointment.

Well, things have come to a stage
where there are not many objections to
formation of Telangana. Almost all parties
have given their letters of support to the
new state formation and declared that
they would abide by the decision of the
central government which is empowered
under the Article 3 of the Constitution to
create new states.

When UPA allies and the Congress
Working Committee (CWC) resolved to
form Telangana state on July 30th, almost
all parties openly welcomed it. The BJP
demanded early introduction of the Bill,
while Chandrababu Naidu asked for Rs 2
or 3 lakh crores package to construct a
new capital for Seemandhra region.
Jagan’s YSRCP having lost all the good
will in Telangana on account of its deceit
was just interested in focusing in
Seemandhra region, so that Jagan could
well win a majority and become future

CM of Seemandhra State.

But, only Kiran Kumar Reddy started
the trouble. His open defiance and silent
strategies to provoke Ministers, MPs and
MLAs against the CWC decision sparked
off the agitations. Kiran not only signed a
memorandum against the CWC decision,
but also instigated the employees of
Seemandhra to go on a strike. Besides,
many of his actions are an indication of
his love for lawlessness. This kind of
anarchy was never seen anywhere in a
congress ruled state. It is surprising that
the congress has been tolerating all these
provocations.

This is an open declaration of war
against his party leadership. If Kiran is
continued in the CM’s post, he would
further vitiate the atmosphere. The only
way before Congress president Sonia
Gandhi is to sack him and impose
President’s Rule in Andhra Pradesh so that
normalcy can be restored overnight in the
13 districts of Seema and Andhra regions.
And take forward the process of bifurcation
of the state to give birth to Telangana state
with ten districts as was the case in 1956.
Otherwise, there would be further anarchy
and lawlessness. That is not good for AP, or
country.

rofessional Golfer and Arjuna
Awardee Gaganjeet Bhullar was in
Hyderabad for ‘The Westin Golf

Challenge’ and spoke to Deccan Post.

How did Golf come into your life?

My father was an avid Golfer and
therefore I started from a very young age. I
never had a second thought to do anything.

What is the present situation in India?

There are many practice clinics (junior
programs) for the young in the major Golf
courses in India. The youngsters do not
need membership of any club, but can have
access to get trained at a nominal annual
fee. Today, there are nearly about 35 Golf
courses under development stage in
various cities in India. We still lack in good
infrastructure as compared to international
Golf courses. But still things are developing
positively in India. 

How good are the opportunities for the
youth in India to take up this game?

We do not have many public driving
ranges in India. There are about 30,000
public driving ranges in America. We have
one public driving range at Noida under
the Municipality. There is a need for the
Government to bring in Golf course on
Government land and run it on No Profit

- No Loss basis. Therefore, as these
facilities increase, so will the opportunities
for the youth from all over India. 

What about the equipment needed to play
Golf?

The good thing about the equipment
is that the taxes on them have been
removed by the government of India, so we
have access to good quality equipment at
the right price.

Which major tournaments have seen your
success?

I have won the PGTI Players
Championship at Panchkula Golf Club,
Rambagh Golf Club and the Aamby Valley
Golf Club. Then it was T-11 at the Johnnie
Walker Cambodian Open. In 2009, I won
the Invitational. I also won the Professional
Golf Tour of India at the PGTI Players
Championship presented by Eagleton and
DLF Masters. 

In the year 2010, I set a new course
record at Suwan Golf and Country Club. I
received a special invitation to play in the
Japan PGA Championship due to his
consistent performances in India and Asia.
In January 2011, I won the inaugural
Gujarat Kensville Challenge to become the
first Indian player to win a tournament on

the Challenge Tour, the official
development tour organized by the Tour.
Then I won the Bangladesh Open on the
Professional Golf Tour of India and the
Aircel PGTI Players Championship. The
year 2012 saw me win the Yeangder
Tournament Players Championship and
the Venetian Macau Open.

What is your message to the youth?

There are many opportunities today.
Do not miss out on them. And remember,
there is only one winner who is
remembered. The second position does
not matter. Tiger Woods has totally
changed the way of the game. The way he
played under pressure. So has been Vijay
Singh from India who has made a mark on
the international circuit.  

What are your future plans?

I would be concentrating on getting
onto the PGA tournaments and also set up
a foundation to promote this sport. I am
the brand ambassador of the Ministry of
Thailand and would like to see that the
tourism potential of India will grow by
leaps and bounds because of Golf.

t
he Andhra Pradesh High Court’s
ruling on September 19th to reverse
its previous stay to recover

compensation paid to Muslim youth
falsely implicated in the Mecca Masjid
blasts case is a positive development. The
bench led by Chief Justice Kalyan Jyothi
Sengupta and Justice KC Bhanu has
rightly corrected its earlier judgment that
rubbed salt into the wounds of the
Muslim youth of Hyderabad.

The bench was primarily concerned
about the violation of norms with regard
to payment of compensation to victims
whoever was falsely implicated in
criminal cases. The bench
understandably differed with the practice
of the State government while paying the
compensation to 70 Muslim youth who
were subsequently acquitted in the case. 

But, as Hyderabad has become a
target of terror strikes for the last two
decades, the local Muslim youth have
become unnecessary suspects and targets
of the local police and other intelligence
agencies of late. As a result, whenever
there was a terror strike in the country,
the investigating agencies quickly began
rounding up local Muslim youth and
framed charges against them without
thorough investigation.

Noted lawyer late KG Kannabiran
once said that whenever there was a
terror attack, the first thing the police in
the country would do is to search for a
link with Muslim youth in the Old city
of Hyderabad. “How this is possible?

How many of the innocent Muslim
youth arrested so far had been convicted
so far?” he asked long ago.

The situation remains the same now.
When Mecca Masjid was jolted by blasts
on May 18th, 2007, police suspected the
Muslim youth in the city. The police
arrested dozens of innocent youth and
tortured them to find the culprits. This
would have continued, had the CBI and

the NIA not found evidence that there
was an involvement of Hindu groups too
in terror attacks in the country.

Only after the arrest of some Hindu
extremists like Swamy Aseemananda
who was found to be the mastermind of
Mecca Masjid blasts, the police realized
their mistake and released the arrested
youth and the courts too acquitted them
from the case. But, the long suffering

and two years confinement had made
their lives miserable. 

The State government took its own
time but finally paid a compensation of
Rs 3 lakh each to about 20 youth who
were tortured and Rs 50,000 each to
another 50 youth who were troubled by
the custodial interrogations. This money
was intended to ensure proper
rehabilitation to the youth who lost their
precious time and reputation in society. 

When compensation was paid two
years ago, the People’s Liberties
Monitoring Committee has questioned
if the government or police can heal the
mental agony caused to the youth
because of the torture and confinement.
Even now, most of these youth are called
to the police stations whenever there is
communal trouble in the city as if they
are on permanent watch list over the
suspected crimes.

The September 16th verdict of the
Hon’ble High Court, which was hearing
a public interest litigation petition filed
by a lawyer S Venkatesh Goud, first
suspended the payment of compensation
to the youth. But the bench quickly
realized that the Muslim youth too
should have been made a party to the
case and heard. This is a good
rectification on the part of the APHC.
This sets a good example which restores
confidence in our judicial system.
DECCAN POST welcomes this
correction.

AP High Court’s decision to ‘rectify’ is welcome
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Fifty Thousand Acres of Precious Lands
in Telangana to be taken for ITIR !! 

A
t a time when people of both regions
in the state of Andhra Pradesh are
witnessing bifurcation of present AP

state into new states of Telangana and
Seemandhra; already a murky war of sorts
is going on over the economic potential of
Hyderabad City that is all set to go to State
of Telangana as per the decision announced
by the Congress led UPA government.
People from both the regions are involved
in a tussle for safeguarding their respective
interests with respect to the growth
prospects of Hyderabad’s IT Industry and
other revenue yielding sources. 

Ending speculative discussions over
status of Hyderabad in view of statehood to
Telangana; biased ‘Seemandhra’ media
houses  have been airing   many misleading
stories on a regular basis to keep the
interests (vested or otherwise) alive. Amidst
this, the Union Govt. dropped another
bombshell as if to give a jolt to belligerent
forces in the state those are trying to bully
the congress high command over its
decision to form Telangana State. 

The Union Cabinet Committee on
economic affairs (CCEA) - New Delhi on
Friday-20/9/2013 cleared a two year old
pending proposal for setting up ITIR in
Hyderabad and Ranga Reddy districts of
proposed State of Telangana. The project is
designed to encompass the already
developed areas in RR district like
Cyberabad, Shamshabad, Uppal while
seeing to extend upto Maheshwaram and
Pocharam enveloping Hyderabad and RR
districts to make a judicious IT
development zone within the ORR (outer
ring road) of Hyderabad. 

As forethought…! ORR (RR, Medak)
has literally uprooted small and marginal
farmers mostly belonging to weaker
sections of T region displacing them
eternally with yet to reach meager
compensation (as compared to those in
Seemandhra). 

Even as on today, many such a gullible
are doing rounds of infamous, insensitive
HMDA while some are pursuing a costly
yet time consuming legal option…?! Even
CBI as last reportedly is engaged to unearth
such a scam involving IAS to satiate the
politico-business lobbies that have high
stakes in promotion of ORR.

In this context, the fact that such a
project-ITIR would consume a record
50,000 acres of precious land in and around
Hyderabad and RR districts has become
debatable and the bone of contention as
witnessed with ORR, Golf courses, Emaar
real estate, IT Hub allotments, SEZs, GMR
- Shamshabad Airport agonizing the
gullible, innocent small and marginal
farmers while displacing the rural, semi-
urban middle classes from their ancestral
holdings in and around Hyderabad, RR,
Medak, Mahaboobnagar and Nalgonda

districts in Telangana region..!?

Ironically, while all such dubiously
acquired areas improved with so called
cosmetic development (crying for basic
amenities as GHMC is just bothered to
extend boundaries for revenues and to
forestall claim of Telanganites..!), the
aborigines inhabitating and holding fort for
decades till the displacement were left
cursed as they were never made part of
such growth story..? UPA’s latest land
acquisition bill-2013 (LA-2013) would
have certainly assuaged feelings of all those
exploited with better compensation
alongside participation in real development
to enjoy the eternal benefits as due had it
been enacted earlier (2004-2009)..!

Would such a bill (LA-2013) hopefully
come to the rescue of those who are
expected to get displaced for this ITIR is to
be seen, while what accrues for Telangana
as such would also become a hot topic in
the times to come. People from Telangana
region would not allow parting off with
their treasure-rich natural resources- i.e.
land bank in and around 10 districts of T
for a song as witnessed in the past without
gaining a considerable say in earning
revenues, employment and other allied
activities like infrastructural development
for the project to take off while controlling
the execution lest the infamous rhetoric-
’that politico-business-media lobby from
Seemandhra have shed their sweat and
blood to ground the project’..! All the while
forgetting that precious lands in and around
Hyderabad (no other city in the world can
boast of such a land bank) - a whole and
sole property of Telanganites (as is made
evident in various agreements at the time
of merger in 1956) is made use of as a major
source for all such projects only to benefit
aborigines in the first place..!

ITIR is divided into three categories
firstly to evolve Cyberabad Development
Authority (CDA) involving Gachibowli
and Madhapur. Secondly, Hyderabad

Airport Development Authority (HADA)
involving Mamidipally, Ravirala, Aadibatla
and Maheshwaram. Thirdly, involving
Uppal and Pocharam on Warangal
Highway surrounding areas, for grounding
ITIR project. This project is to spread
within a range of 202 square kilometers
acquiring 50,000 acres of precious lands in
the above said regions. The ITIR project is
to be overseen by National Highways
Roads and Transport, Urban Development
and Railway departments. The above three
departments would explore the possibilities
of grounding the project in the first
instance. If grounded as on the paper and
as per preliminary estimates by CCEA it
would invite Rupees 2.19 lakhs of crores of

investments. In this IT and IT related
activities would cater to Rupees 1.18 lakhs
of crores and 1.01 lakhs of crores from
Electronics Hardware Industry..! Majority
of such investments are expected from
public (govt.) - private partnerships. ITIR
if conceived as per the plans of CCEA
would provide direct employment to 14.8
lakhs and indirectly to 55.9 lakhs - a big
employment bonanza post independence
in India..!? The project is expected to be
completed in two phases - the first phase to
be completed by 2018 and the second phase
in 2038 if everything goes as per the plans
and surely is a big ask…task? Hope all those
conceived would surely survive (in the
same ministries or depts...) to oversee such
a gigantic task in case of any obstacles..! In
the knowledge clusters-IT and IT related
industries would take shape alongside
industrial parks, revenue models
(SEZ),Free Trade Zones, Ware Houses,
special export zones to boost
developmental activities are also part of
such module. The said ITIR project is
cleared on the recommendations of the
state and a similar project is also on the anvil
for Vizag in proposed Seemandhra state as
proposals for such have already been sent
along with those of Hyderabad.

All this while there was a veiled threat
and criticism that because of T agitation, IT
and related sectors have shown no growth
and no major projects were conceived or
allotted. This myth seems to have blown
away with one such announcement-ITIR
by CCEA. This in itself is a reassured
strategy to Telangana region in the event of
bifurcation of state with major sops to
Seemandhra in giving a go ahead with
national status to Polavaram alongside state
cabinet’s (20/9/2013) largesse to grant more
than three hundred (300) crores for
expansion, land acquisition and
modernization of Vijayawada airport
alongside one thousand (1,000) crores for
developing cyclone prone areas in

Seemandhra coastal region. 

Not to forget the major benefit of a
new capital alongside strategic modern
infrastructural development to be accrued
in the event of bifurcation which would
certainly invite huge investments in
Seemandhra in public - private partnerships
in the future. 

While the aborigines of Telangana
region do certainly expect a meaningful
share by all means in the evolution of ITIR
project as they have to part with precious
50,000 acres of land-which is their right.
Whether this project would be completed
as planned or it would become another of
those like - hardware in HADA
Pahadishariff/Maheshwaram catering to
real estate interests of those infamous
lobbies is to be seen..! Many hope and wish
that Land Acquisition (LA-2013) would be
the yardstick for ITIR land acquisitions
which would make all the aborigines part
and parcel of the assured growth alongside
good compensation, likewise Telangana
region after becoming a separate state
would also get it’s due and proper share of
revenue to boost it’s development as it
would loose precious land to the extent of
50,000 acres…!? Equitable justice? DP

Amidst Hyderabad’s Precarious Position in view of State bifurcation; Union
Govt. announces Information Technology Investment Region around Hyderabad

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W
orldwide, one baby in a ten is born
premature: Every year, about 15
million (data from 2012) children

are born too early – 5,00,000 alone in
Europe.  Thus, preterm babies represent
the largest child patient group and their
number continues to increase, even as the
total number of births is steadily
decreasing. As these infants grow, they do
so with a higher risk of learning and
behavioral disabilities, cerebral palsy,
sensory and motor deficits, infections,
chronic respiratory and cardiovascular
diseases or diabetes compared to their full
term counterparts.

Despite this high number and the
risks involved, public is only hardly aware
of the prevention of preterm birth and the
problems and risks involved in the
development of a preterm infant.  On
17th November 2008, the idea was born
to have a day to work on this aspect of
problem of Prematurity all over the globe.

European Foundation for the Care of
Newborn Infants (EFCNI) initiated the
first meeting of the European Parents’
Organizations in Rome, Italy. During this
meeting, the representatives decided to
create an awareness day for preterm
infants and their families. 17th November
was spontaneously chosen because this
day has a very special and emotional
meaning for one of EFCNI’s founders:
After the decease of his preterm triplets in
December 2006 he became father of a
healthy born daughter on 17th November

2008. At the same time March of
Dimes, an American charity organization
for preterm and newborn infants, had a
similar idea and launched a Prematurity
Awareness Day on 17th  November in the
USA likewise.17th November 2009
became the  first International
Prematurity Awareness Day  and was
celebrated with a multitude of events by
EFCNI and its European partner
organizations. 

On 17th November 2010, the
second International Prematurity
Awareness Day was celebrated by EFCNI
, March of Dimes, the African
organization “LittleBig-Souls” and the
Australian “National Premmie
Foundation”. 17th November 2011
became the first World Prematurity Day.
On this day, all those involved in
pregnancy and childbirth want to draw
attention to the concerns of preterm
babies and their families.

For the first time; the Global Alliance,
initiated a Facebook website in order to
jointly draw attention to the World
Prematurity Day. Interested and
concerned people found and will
continue to find further information on
prematurity and have the opportunity to
actively state their interest.

World Prematurity Day gains a wide
exposure and many countries pledge to
take further steps in order to reduce
preterm mortality. EFCNI revived its
“Socks Line” campaign. The campaign

poster featured a socks line
and slogan: “One baby in ten
is born premature.
Worldwide.” and was available
in 26 European languages.

‘Premature Birth’ is a
birth that is at least three
weeks before a baby's due
date. It is also known as
preterm birth (or less than 37
weeks - full term is 40 weeks).
Important growth and
development occur
throughout pregnancy -
especially in the final months
and weeks.

The earlier a baby is born,
the more severe his or her
health problems are likely to
be. Although babies born very
preterm are a small percentage
of all births, these very
preterm infants account for a
large proportion of infant
deaths. More infants die from
preterm-related problems
than from any other single
cause. Some premature babies
require special care and spend

weeks or months hospitalized in a
neonatal intensive care unit. Those who
survive may face lifelong problems such
as:

1.  Intellectual disabilities .

2. Cerebral palsy.

3.  Breathing and respiratory
problems.

4. Visual problems including
retinopathy of prematurity.

5. Hearing loss.

6. Feeding and digestive problems. 

Even if a woman does everything
"right" during pregnancy, she still can have
a premature baby. There are some known
risk factors for premature birth. For
example, one risk factor is having a
previous preterm birth. The other known
risk factors are: 

1. Carrying more than one baby
(twins, triplets, or more).

2. Problems with the uterus or cervix.

3. Chronic health problems in the
mother, such as high blood pressure,
diabetes, and clotting disorders.

4. Certain infections during
pregnancy.

5. Cigarette smoking, alcohol use, or
illicit drug use during pregnancy.

EfcNi rights of parents and
newborns:

1. The right to receive equal and
early access to education

All the (expecting) parents have the
right to receive equal and early access to
evidence-based adequate education.

This must include comprehensive
and adequate information and
counseling/advice on pre-conception and
maternal issues, sexual and reproductive
health, healthy lifestyles, healthy
pregnancy, delivery, newborn care and
early parenthood.

2. The right to evidence-based high-
quality treatment and care

All (expecting) parents and newborns
have the right to evidence-based, high-
quality treatment and care as a basis for
active and healthy ageing. This includes
equipment, use of medication, as well as
education and training of healthcare
providers.

3. The right to remain as a family unit

All families have the right to be
considered as a unit. Each member, and
the family as a whole, has to be
approached with dignity, respecting their

social, cultural, developmental, emotional
and clinical needs as well as their rights to
privacy.

4. The right to comprehensive and
accurate information

All parents have the right to be
provided with comprehensive and
accurate information on available
techniquesand procedures of diagnosis
and therapies, including risks in their own
wording and language. Based on this
information, parents have to be included
in the decision-making process to
perform a chosen diagnostic and/or
therapy service.

5. The right to be actively involved in
child care

All parents have the right to receive
appropriate education and be actively
involved in their baby’s care giving in an
effective and sensitive manner.

6. The right to complain

All parents have the right to voice
complaints and recommend changes
without fear of negatively affecting or
influencing a change in the quality of care
of their child.

7. The right to support

All (expecting) parents and children
born at risk have the right to
psychological, social, and financial
support and, if required, individual
culturally-appropriate bereavement
support.

8. The right to pregnancy-,
maternity/paternity- and parental leave

All parents are entitled to pregnancy,
maternity/paternity and parental leave.
Families of preterm infants, with multiple
births and infants with illnesses should be
entitled to extended leave periods.

9. The right to family-centered care

All parents and newborns have the
right to family-centered care and to stay
together while the child receives
healthcare.

10. The right to allow close family
members contact with the newborn

All parents have the right to allow
close family members (i.e. grandparents,
siblings or close friends) to have contact
with the newborn.

11. The right to receive information
about services and help groups

All parents have the right to receive
adequate information about the existence
and services of parents help groups and
national parents and patients
organizations.

12. The right to appropriate transfer
and discharge procedures

All parents and newborns have a
right to appropriate and individual
transfer and discharge procedures.

13. The right to receive specialized
aftercare services

All parents and the newborns at
high-risk have the right to receive
evidence-based and experience-based,
coordinated, specialized and appropriate
follow-up and aftercare services.

14. The right to lifelong inclusion

All newborns with adverse
neurological and motoric outcome have
the right to lifelong integration and/or
inclusion as well as psychological, social
and financial support.

call to action for newborn
health:

The 10 points ‘Call to Action for
Newborn Health’ was initiated by
EFCNI and the European national
parents' organizations.

On 23rd November 2011, it was
launched  in the European Parliament in
collaboration with the European
Parliament’s Interest Group on Maternal
and Neonatal Health, alongside the
EFCNI White Paper ‘Caring for
Tomorrow.’

Today, there are no recognised
European standards. The level of care a
baby and the family experiences often
falls far short of promoting and
protecting the right to a healthy start in
life. Targeted health and social policies on
newborn health are needed as a matter of
urgency.

EFCNI and the European national
parents' organisations therefore call on
European Union (EU) and national
policy makers, payers, patient and
parents’ organisations, healthcare
professionals, academics, industry and
the public to unite and work in
partnership to ensure that each baby born
in the EU has the best possible start in
life. 

There is a need to: Recognise
maternal and newborn care as a top
public health priority and integrate both
into European and national strategies on
public health, chronic conditions, healthy
ageing and research.

• Establish and implement targeted
national strategies for minimising
pregnancy risks on the basis of best
practice and with the advice of
interdisciplinary taskforces.

• Guarantee that all newborns have
equal access to high quality care; that
high risk newborns in particular
receive appropriate specialised
services and aftercare programmes.
This requires early diagnosis,
improved standards of care with
documented medical follow up and
optimal healthcare services
specifically aimed at preterm and
high risk newborns tackling chronic
diseases.

• Ensure appropriate and continuous
education and training for all
healthcare professionals working in
pre-conception, maternity, newborn
care and aftercare fields. The quality
of training should be raised and,
where appropriate, harmonised
across Member States so as to
promote equal standards of care for
all newborns.

• Encourage the uptake of a family-
centred approach and developmental
care by neonatal hospital units to help
alleviate newborn and parental stress
and anxiety and to promote parenting
roles both in the hospital and after
discharge.

• Provide for equal and easy access to
full information, counselling,
education and, if necessary, training
of(expecting) parents on pre-
conception and maternal issues,
preterm and newborn care, early
parenthood and aftercare.

• Promote the right of parents to have
access to adequate psychological and
social care and support systems in
order to provide a stable environment
for the birth and care of newborns

into their childhood.

• Launch wide scale public health
awareness campaigns around healthy
pregnancy, the growing incidence of
prematurity and the associated risks.

• Establish harmonised and
comparable European data sets for
maternal health outcomes and
preterm birth, the collection of which
should be founded on the basis of
common definitions and
measurement criteria to allow for
comprehensive study and
comparative analysis and to monitor
and improve health outcomes.

• Provide funding for research on
maternal and newborn health and
aftercare which aims to prevent
preterm birth and reduce the number
of chronic illnesses suffered by babies
born prematurely.

india and premature babies:

India has the highest number of
deaths due to premature births, and ranks
36th in the list of pre-term births globally.
Of the 27 million babies born in India
annually (2010 figure), 3.6 million are
born prematurely, of which 3,03,600
don't survive due to complications.
Nearly half of all child mortality is due to
pre-term births, a new report by Save the
Children, titled ‘Born Too Soon: The
Global Action Report on Pre-term Birth'

has revealed. In terms of deaths due to
pre-term birth, India is at the top
(indicating it fares the worst), while in
terms of the rate of pre-term births, it is
ranked 36th, after Malawi (ranked first),
Pakistan (ranked eighth), Nepal (20th),
and Bangladesh (24th). 

The countries with the greatest
numbers of preterm births are India –
35,19,100; China – 11,72,300; Nigeria –
773,600; Pakistan – 7,48,100; Indonesia –
6,75,700; United States – 5,17,400;
Bangladesh – 4,24,100; Philippines –
3,48,900; Democratic Republic of the
Congo – 3,41,400; and Brazil – 2,79,300.
In India many factors, such as early
marriage and pregnancy, inadequate
nutritional intake by pregnant women,
and want of adequate health
interventions are reasons for high rate of
pre-term pregnancy, exposing both the
mother and the baby to risk. 

A key way to reduce pre-term
numbers is to find ways to help all
pregnancies continue to full term. A
number of risk factors for pre-term birth
have been identified, including a prior
history of pre-term birth, being
underweight/ overweight, diabetes,
hypertension, smoking, infection,
maternal age (either under 17 or more
than 40), genetics, multi-foetal
pregnancy, and pregnancies spaced too
closely together.

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Fifty Thousand Acres of Precious Lands
in Telangana to be taken for ITIR !! 

A
t a time when people of both regions
in the state of Andhra Pradesh are
witnessing bifurcation of present AP

state into new states of Telangana and
Seemandhra; already a murky war of sorts
is going on over the economic potential of
Hyderabad City that is all set to go to State
of Telangana as per the decision announced
by the Congress led UPA government.
People from both the regions are involved
in a tussle for safeguarding their respective
interests with respect to the growth
prospects of Hyderabad’s IT Industry and
other revenue yielding sources. 

Ending speculative discussions over
status of Hyderabad in view of statehood to
Telangana; biased ‘Seemandhra’ media
houses  have been airing   many misleading
stories on a regular basis to keep the
interests (vested or otherwise) alive. Amidst
this, the Union Govt. dropped another
bombshell as if to give a jolt to belligerent
forces in the state those are trying to bully
the congress high command over its
decision to form Telangana State. 

The Union Cabinet Committee on
economic affairs (CCEA) - New Delhi on
Friday-20/9/2013 cleared a two year old
pending proposal for setting up ITIR in
Hyderabad and Ranga Reddy districts of
proposed State of Telangana. The project is
designed to encompass the already
developed areas in RR district like
Cyberabad, Shamshabad, Uppal while
seeing to extend upto Maheshwaram and
Pocharam enveloping Hyderabad and RR
districts to make a judicious IT
development zone within the ORR (outer
ring road) of Hyderabad. 

As forethought…! ORR (RR, Medak)
has literally uprooted small and marginal
farmers mostly belonging to weaker
sections of T region displacing them
eternally with yet to reach meager
compensation (as compared to those in
Seemandhra). 

Even as on today, many such a gullible
are doing rounds of infamous, insensitive
HMDA while some are pursuing a costly
yet time consuming legal option…?! Even
CBI as last reportedly is engaged to unearth
such a scam involving IAS to satiate the
politico-business lobbies that have high
stakes in promotion of ORR.

In this context, the fact that such a
project-ITIR would consume a record
50,000 acres of precious land in and around
Hyderabad and RR districts has become
debatable and the bone of contention as
witnessed with ORR, Golf courses, Emaar
real estate, IT Hub allotments, SEZs, GMR
- Shamshabad Airport agonizing the
gullible, innocent small and marginal
farmers while displacing the rural, semi-
urban middle classes from their ancestral
holdings in and around Hyderabad, RR,
Medak, Mahaboobnagar and Nalgonda

districts in Telangana region..!?

Ironically, while all such dubiously
acquired areas improved with so called
cosmetic development (crying for basic
amenities as GHMC is just bothered to
extend boundaries for revenues and to
forestall claim of Telanganites..!), the
aborigines inhabitating and holding fort for
decades till the displacement were left
cursed as they were never made part of
such growth story..? UPA’s latest land
acquisition bill-2013 (LA-2013) would
have certainly assuaged feelings of all those
exploited with better compensation
alongside participation in real development
to enjoy the eternal benefits as due had it
been enacted earlier (2004-2009)..!

Would such a bill (LA-2013) hopefully
come to the rescue of those who are
expected to get displaced for this ITIR is to
be seen, while what accrues for Telangana
as such would also become a hot topic in
the times to come. People from Telangana
region would not allow parting off with
their treasure-rich natural resources- i.e.
land bank in and around 10 districts of T
for a song as witnessed in the past without
gaining a considerable say in earning
revenues, employment and other allied
activities like infrastructural development
for the project to take off while controlling
the execution lest the infamous rhetoric-
’that politico-business-media lobby from
Seemandhra have shed their sweat and
blood to ground the project’..! All the while
forgetting that precious lands in and around
Hyderabad (no other city in the world can
boast of such a land bank) - a whole and
sole property of Telanganites (as is made
evident in various agreements at the time
of merger in 1956) is made use of as a major
source for all such projects only to benefit
aborigines in the first place..!

ITIR is divided into three categories
firstly to evolve Cyberabad Development
Authority (CDA) involving Gachibowli
and Madhapur. Secondly, Hyderabad

Airport Development Authority (HADA)
involving Mamidipally, Ravirala, Aadibatla
and Maheshwaram. Thirdly, involving
Uppal and Pocharam on Warangal
Highway surrounding areas, for grounding
ITIR project. This project is to spread
within a range of 202 square kilometers
acquiring 50,000 acres of precious lands in
the above said regions. The ITIR project is
to be overseen by National Highways
Roads and Transport, Urban Development
and Railway departments. The above three
departments would explore the possibilities
of grounding the project in the first
instance. If grounded as on the paper and
as per preliminary estimates by CCEA it
would invite Rupees 2.19 lakhs of crores of

investments. In this IT and IT related
activities would cater to Rupees 1.18 lakhs
of crores and 1.01 lakhs of crores from
Electronics Hardware Industry..! Majority
of such investments are expected from
public (govt.) - private partnerships. ITIR
if conceived as per the plans of CCEA
would provide direct employment to 14.8
lakhs and indirectly to 55.9 lakhs - a big
employment bonanza post independence
in India..!? The project is expected to be
completed in two phases - the first phase to
be completed by 2018 and the second phase
in 2038 if everything goes as per the plans
and surely is a big ask…task? Hope all those
conceived would surely survive (in the
same ministries or depts...) to oversee such
a gigantic task in case of any obstacles..! In
the knowledge clusters-IT and IT related
industries would take shape alongside
industrial parks, revenue models
(SEZ),Free Trade Zones, Ware Houses,
special export zones to boost
developmental activities are also part of
such module. The said ITIR project is
cleared on the recommendations of the
state and a similar project is also on the anvil
for Vizag in proposed Seemandhra state as
proposals for such have already been sent
along with those of Hyderabad.

All this while there was a veiled threat
and criticism that because of T agitation, IT
and related sectors have shown no growth
and no major projects were conceived or
allotted. This myth seems to have blown
away with one such announcement-ITIR
by CCEA. This in itself is a reassured
strategy to Telangana region in the event of
bifurcation of state with major sops to
Seemandhra in giving a go ahead with
national status to Polavaram alongside state
cabinet’s (20/9/2013) largesse to grant more
than three hundred (300) crores for
expansion, land acquisition and
modernization of Vijayawada airport
alongside one thousand (1,000) crores for
developing cyclone prone areas in

Seemandhra coastal region. 

Not to forget the major benefit of a
new capital alongside strategic modern
infrastructural development to be accrued
in the event of bifurcation which would
certainly invite huge investments in
Seemandhra in public - private partnerships
in the future. 

While the aborigines of Telangana
region do certainly expect a meaningful
share by all means in the evolution of ITIR
project as they have to part with precious
50,000 acres of land-which is their right.
Whether this project would be completed
as planned or it would become another of
those like - hardware in HADA
Pahadishariff/Maheshwaram catering to
real estate interests of those infamous
lobbies is to be seen..! Many hope and wish
that Land Acquisition (LA-2013) would be
the yardstick for ITIR land acquisitions
which would make all the aborigines part
and parcel of the assured growth alongside
good compensation, likewise Telangana
region after becoming a separate state
would also get it’s due and proper share of
revenue to boost it’s development as it
would loose precious land to the extent of
50,000 acres…!? Equitable justice? DP

t
he Andhra Pradesh High Court’s
ruling on September 19th to reverse
its previous stay to recover

compensation paid to Muslim youth
falsely implicated in the Mecca Masjid
blasts case is a positive development. The
bench led by Chief Justice Kalyan Jyothi
Sengupta and Justice KC Bhanu has
rightly corrected its earlier judgment that
rubbed salt into the wounds of the
Muslim youth of Hyderabad.

The bench was primarily concerned
about the violation of norms with regard
to payment of compensation to victims
whoever was falsely implicated in
criminal cases. The bench
understandably differed with the practice
of the State government while paying the
compensation to 70 Muslim youth who
were subsequently acquitted in the case. 

But, as Hyderabad has become a
target of terror strikes for the last two
decades, the local Muslim youth have
become unnecessary suspects and targets
of the local police and other intelligence
agencies of late. As a result, whenever
there was a terror strike in the country,
the investigating agencies quickly began
rounding up local Muslim youth and
framed charges against them without
thorough investigation.

Noted lawyer late KG Kannabiran
once said that whenever there was a
terror attack, the first thing the police in
the country would do is to search for a
link with Muslim youth in the Old city
of Hyderabad. “How this is possible?

How many of the innocent Muslim
youth arrested so far had been convicted
so far?” he asked long ago.

The situation remains the same now.
When Mecca Masjid was jolted by blasts
on May 18th, 2007, police suspected the
Muslim youth in the city. The police
arrested dozens of innocent youth and
tortured them to find the culprits. This
would have continued, had the CBI and

the NIA not found evidence that there
was an involvement of Hindu groups too
in terror attacks in the country.

Only after the arrest of some Hindu
extremists like Swamy Aseemananda
who was found to be the mastermind of
Mecca Masjid blasts, the police realized
their mistake and released the arrested
youth and the courts too acquitted them
from the case. But, the long suffering

and two years confinement had made
their lives miserable. 

The State government took its own
time but finally paid a compensation of
Rs 3 lakh each to about 20 youth who
were tortured and Rs 50,000 each to
another 50 youth who were troubled by
the custodial interrogations. This money
was intended to ensure proper
rehabilitation to the youth who lost their
precious time and reputation in society. 

When compensation was paid two
years ago, the People’s Liberties
Monitoring Committee has questioned
if the government or police can heal the
mental agony caused to the youth
because of the torture and confinement.
Even now, most of these youth are called
to the police stations whenever there is
communal trouble in the city as if they
are on permanent watch list over the
suspected crimes.

The September 16th verdict of the
Hon’ble High Court, which was hearing
a public interest litigation petition filed
by a lawyer S Venkatesh Goud, first
suspended the payment of compensation
to the youth. But the bench quickly
realized that the Muslim youth too
should have been made a party to the
case and heard. This is a good
rectification on the part of the APHC.
This sets a good example which restores
confidence in our judicial system.

rofessional Golfer and Arjuna
Awardee Gaganjeet Bhullar was in
Hyderabad for ‘The Westin Golf

Challenge’ and spoke to Deccan Post.

How did Golf come into your life?

My father was an avid Golfer and
therefore I started from a very young age. I
never had a second thought to do anything.

What is the present situation in India?

There are many practice clinics (junior
programs) for the young in the major Golf
courses in India. The youngsters do not
need membership of any club, but can have
access to get trained at a nominal annual
fee. Today, there are nearly about 35 Golf
courses under development stage in
various cities in India. We still lack in good
infrastructure as compared to international
Golf courses. But still things are developing
positively in India. 

How good are the opportunities for the
youth in India to take up this game?

We do not have many public driving
ranges in India. There are about 30,000
public driving ranges in America. We have
one public driving range at Noida under
the Municipality. There is a need for the
Government to bring in Golf course on
Government land and run it on No Profit

- No Loss basis. Therefore, as these
facilities increase, so will the opportunities
for the youth from all over India. 

What about the equipment needed to play
Golf?

The good thing about the equipment
is that the taxes on them have been
removed by the government of India, so we
have access to good quality equipment at
the right price.

Which major tournaments have seen your
success?

I have won the PGTI Players
Championship at Panchkula Golf Club,
Rambagh Golf Club and the Aamby Valley
Golf Club. Then it was T-11 at the Johnnie
Walker Cambodian Open. In 2009, I won
the Invitational. I also won the Professional
Golf Tour of India at the PGTI Players
Championship presented by Eagleton and
DLF Masters. 

In the year 2010, I set a new course
record at Suwan Golf and Country Club. I
received a special invitation to play in the
Japan PGA Championship due to his
consistent performances in India and Asia.
In January 2011, I won the inaugural
Gujarat Kensville Challenge to become the
first Indian player to win a tournament on

the Challenge Tour, the official
development tour organized by the Tour.
Then I won the Bangladesh Open on the
Professional Golf Tour of India and the
Aircel PGTI Players Championship. The
year 2012 saw me win the Yeangder
Tournament Players Championship and
the Venetian Macau Open.

What is your message to the youth?

There are many opportunities today.
Do not miss out on them. And remember,
there is only one winner who is
remembered. The second position does
not matter. Tiger Woods has totally
changed the way of the game. The way he
played under pressure. So has been Vijay
Singh from India who has made a mark on
the international circuit.  

What are your future plans?

I would be concentrating on getting
onto the PGA tournaments and also set up
a foundation to promote this sport. I am
the brand ambassador of the Ministry of
Thailand and would like to see that the
tourism potential of India will grow by
leaps and bounds because of Golf.

The DGP hit the headlines again
by calling on another God man called
Habib Mustafa Idrus Baba in the old city
of Hyderabad. In a secular country, it is
not appropriate for a person holding the
top post in the state police department to
meet the Babas and God men because the
activities of such high placed officials
make the common man believe
superstitions. 

There are allegations that many in the
name and style of ‘Babas and Swamis’ are
getting involved in inappropriate
activities. Moreover, as the decision on
DGP’s (Dinesh Reddy's) survival in office
was pending before the state cabinet, his
meeting with Babas and Swamis are

giving rise to suspicions. The Police
officials are exhibiting dictatorial
tendencies by registering non-bailable
cases against electronic and print media
persons just because they exposed DGP's
questionable activities. 

"How can police officials slap
criminal cases against media persons
without the knowledge and concurrence
of the DGP?  Does it not amount to
misuse of law? Therefore, the man who
has misused the power and law blatantly

has no right to continue in the office in
India that is the world's largest democracy.

Speaking on Geeta Reddy: being
charge-sheeted for her controversial role
in allotting land to Lepakshi Knowledge
Hub - in the quid pro quo deals that are
alleged to have benefitted Jagan during his
father’s tenure as state Chief Minister;
many bureaucrats and ministers are being
investigated for their controversial
conduct in enabling illegal allotments of
land, water, power, mines etcetera. Till

now, Mopidevi Venkatramana, Dharmana
Prasad Rao and Sabitha Reddy have been
charge sheeted by the CBI.  All the three
eventually quit the cabinet after being
named as accused by the CBI. Now, it
looks like another lady minister is all set
to face the same fate as others.  

Major Industries Minister J Geeta
Reddy has no other alternative other than
following the foot steps of her colleagues
who quit their ministerial posts after the
CBI named them in YS Jagan's
disproportionate assets case. The ruling
camp is keeping quite and it is not good
on part of the Congress party. J Geeta
Reddy is quite senior as a minister and as
a politician. Once she was also a strong
contender for the Deputy Chief Minister
post. 

However, no amount of seniority
might be able to help her if she has to
really bite the bullet. One of the factors
going against her is the decision of the
Congress party high-command not to
spare any leader involved in serious
charges of corruption as we saw in the
case of Mr Suresh Kalmadi following the
common wealth games scams. The
Telangana Loksatta Party is demanding
her to quit the ministerial berth on moral
grounds as the CBI has filed a charge-
sheet against her. 
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These Seemandhra leaders are talking
about the loss of future jobs that may
come up in Hyderabad. But, they are
forgetting the fact that people of
Telangana have been struggling for
injustices they have been suffering due to
loss of ‘their quota of jobs’ in the city in
the last 50 years. Whose grievance is
justified, past and perpetual injustice
suffered or imagined false ‘future’
injustices likely to happen?

The answer is simple: The past
injustice is there to be seen. It is on
record. Whereas, the apprehensions of
future injustice or future insecurity as is
being alleged by Seemandhra leaders is
just a figment of their imaginary fears,
which cannot be linked to statehood of
Telangana or its growth model. Moreover,
no one is asking the Seemandhra people,
students, businessmen, employees or
even retired employees to leave
Hyderabad city. They can still live here as
long as they wish just like everyone’s
fundamental right to work and reside in
any place of India.

But, the Seemandhra leaders are not
willing to see this fact. They are just
unreasonably arguing and trying to
confuse people of Seemandhra by
pushing them into a fear psychosis about

being deprived of Hyderabad city to
people of Seemandhra. The outburst of
some Union Ministers belonging to
Andhra is appalling -- “If not me, you too
should not get it type” of childish jealousy,
that is dominating their minds. They are
not seeing the reality that Hyderabad is a
land locked city and surrounded on all
sides by hinter land of Telangana districts
– away by hundreds of kilometers of any
neighbouring state.

Expedite the process of State division

In fact the common people in
Seemandhra districts know this. They are
not opposing formation of Telangana
state. This was proved as the Seemandhra
people voted for Congress which had
entered into an alliance with TRS in 2004.
The then CM and TDP President
Chandrababu Naidu told the people in
Seemandhra that a vote for Congress is
vote for division of AP. But, the people did
not care. They brought back Congress to
power, though the UPA-1 included
formation of Telangana state in its
Common Minimum Program. Had the
UPA displayed wisdom and guts then,
Telangana State would have been a reality
and 10 years old by now. But, the UPA- I,
lost the opportunity and wasted time till
now.

Even now, the UPA-II spent a lot of
time and energies on formalities like
appointing a committee headed by Justice
Sri Krishna, and constituting two or three
committees, and holding several rounds
of all-party meetings and consultations on
the issue. In the meanwhile, around 800
innocent youth of the region had ended
their lives, in disgust and disappointment.

Well, things have come to a stage
where there are not many objections to
formation of Telangana. Almost all parties
have given their letters of support to the
new state formation and declared that
they would abide by the decision of the
central government which is empowered
under the Article 3 of the Constitution to
create new states.

When UPA allies and the Congress
Working Committee (CWC) resolved to
form Telangana state on July 30th, almost
all parties openly welcomed it. The BJP
demanded early introduction of the Bill,
while Chandrababu Naidu asked for Rs 2
or 3 lakh crores package to construct a
new capital for Seemandhra region.
Jagan’s YSRCP having lost all the good
will in Telangana on account of its deceit
was just interested in focusing in
Seemandhra region, so that Jagan could
well win a majority and become future

CM of Seemandhra State.

But, only Kiran Kumar Reddy started
the trouble. His open defiance and silent
strategies to provoke Ministers, MPs and
MLAs against the CWC decision sparked
off the agitations. Kiran not only signed a
memorandum against the CWC decision,
but also instigated the employees of
Seemandhra to go on a strike. Besides,
many of his actions are an indication of
his love for lawlessness. This kind of
anarchy was never seen anywhere in a
congress ruled state. It is surprising that
the congress has been tolerating all these
provocations.

This is an open declaration of war
against his party leadership. If Kiran is
continued in the CM’s post, he would
further vitiate the atmosphere. The only
way before Congress president Sonia
Gandhi is to sack him and impose
President’s Rule in Andhra Pradesh so that
normalcy can be restored overnight in the
13 districts of Seema and Andhra regions.
And take forward the process of bifurcation
of the state to give birth to Telangana state
with ten districts as was the case in 1956.
Otherwise, there would be further anarchy
and lawlessness. That is not good for AP, or
country.

suspense. The congress emissaries were
quite pleased with their choice as all those
die hard loyalists of Jagan openly  endorsed
Madam’s choice when it came in the sealed
cover.  Jagan nor his numerous supporters
dared question the manner in which Kiran
Reddy was nominated by the party
president. It was quite amusing then as to
“how the party think tank in Delhi assumed
that Kiran Reddy was acceptable to Jagan
Reddy; when Kiran was selected for the
very purpose of checkmating Jagan?

Kiran dares party high command

Indian History is replete with many
surprises, but probably, no sensible
politician who becomes a Chief Minister
solely at the behest of the party high
command would jeopardize his future a la
Kiran Kumar Reddy. Being a Congress
Chief Minister of Andhra Pradesh, he has
been openly working against the policy line
of his own party’s high command decision
to divide the state and form Telangana state.

The best example of his open defiance

of the Congress high command is his
blatant support to the Andhra Pradesh
Non-Gazzetted Officers (APNGOS) who
are on a strike since August 12th. When the
AP High Court heard a public interest
litigation challenging the strike of
APNGOs, the judges were shocked and
surprised as to how the state government
has irresponsibly not taken any steps to end
it by now.  The government counsel failed
to explain the steps taken by the
government to resolve the matter with

striking employees whose conduct is
causing disruption of normalcy in the 13
districts of the state and thus affecting the
common man who depends on the
government for many services. The
APNGOs went to the extent of asking ‘why
the HC was bothered about the strike’,

when the government was not concerned
about its implications. “It is the duty of the
state government to persuade us to call off
the strike, but the government is
comfortable, they why the court is worried?
asked the APNGOs counsel. The matter is
being heard by the Hon’ble High Court
and an order might come by Monday or so. 

But it is clear that the strike is
sponsored, funded and guided by none
other than Chief Minister Kiran Kumar

Reddy and his coterie of ministers from
Seemandhra region. They are openly
advising and encouraging the striking
employees and sharing the inside
information. On Friday, immediately after
the cabinet meeting was over, Primary
Education Minister Shailajanath was

approached by some striking Seemandhra
staff demanding his resignation.

Instead of criticizing them for
obstructing him or arguing that their strike
was not good for the people of their own
region, the minister complimented them
saying: “You are doing a good job. Please
continue your strike so that our central
party (Congress Party high command)
would understand the heat of anger that is
there in Seemandhra”. Similar are the
reactions of another minister Ganta
Srinivasa Rao and Kondru Murali Mohan
who too encouraged striking employees to
attack public properties and attack ministers
residences so that the heat of the agitation
would be conveyed to the Delhi bosses.
They have been doing this only in view of
the tacit support extended by the CM.

Friday’s rally named ‘Save Andhra
Pradesh’ held in Vijayawada proved to be a
dampener both literally and figuratively.
The speakers at the rally held under the
heavy drizzle turned rain, failed to explain
what their demands are or how they can
stall Telangana state. Their entire thrust is
on one single point – Hyderabad should
not go to Telangana alone. This is nothing
but an off-shoot of jealousy and bitterness.
These Seemandhra leaders have failed to
explain why there has been a demand for
separate Telangana since 1956, when
Andhra Pradesh was formed and why there
have been bouts of agitations time and
again erupting in Telangana region, if there
was no justification to the cause that has
witnessed suicides from hundreds of well
qualified youth urging the political parties
to carve out separate Telangana state.

t
he strong bullish trend in the Indian
Stock Market in the last few weeks, has
taken a hit on 20th September after the

Reserve Bank of India has increased the Repo
rate and decreased the Marginal standing
facility. Market is now expecting the banking
deposit and lending interest rates to increase
in the short-term. The retail inflation
continues to be high in the recent times, which
is a major concern to the market now. Sensex
after gaining by about a record 3,000 points, in
the last one month, has turned weak on 20th
September raising concerns about the
immediate further bullish trend.  The
American markets continue to be strong, while
the foreign funds are reported to be strong
buyers in the Indian stock market in the last
few weeks. 

The interest rate sensitive sectors like the
Banking stocks, Real Estate and infrastructure
were subject to heavy selling pressure. But
however, in-case of any rollback of liquidity
tightening measures in the near term, then
these segments can witness a positive trend.
The software stocks however were relatively
seen steady due to the minor recovery of the
dollar.

Dollar after a correction trend in the last
few days from 68 levels to near 61, where it is
now seen taking support against the Rupee,
and could appreciate in the short-term.

However, many believe that Dollar could
move in a range bound level of 65 to 60 in the
short-term.  The leading base metals like the
Copper, Aluminum, Zinc, Lead and Nickel
have been in the declining trend in the last few

weeks, and seems to have found technical
support at current levels, as they are seen in a
consolidation mode. These metals can witness
a relief rally, in the MCX commodity for the
traders to be alert. 

Similarly, precious metal Gold after a
reaction from 34,000 levels, it is seen taking
support at 29,500 levels, in the commodity
market and could get into a short-term
uptrend.  Only in-case of any failure to sustain
at 29,000, then it indicates a short-term
weakness. Similarly Silver too, after a
correction from recent high of 59,000 levels,
it is seen taking a minor upward reversal at
49,000, and could possibly test the barrier of
55,000. Only failure at key support 49,000,
then it indicates a further extension of the
short-term downtrend. 

Technically, Sensex is now at the major
psychological level of 20,000, where a short-
term sideways and volatile trend is possible in
the short-term. Market has to remain firm
above this crucial level, to indicate a further
uptrend. But only in-case of any failure to
sustain above this key support, then it can slip
into a short-term correction for the short-term
investors to be cautious. The next major
trigger for the market is the next expected
macro-economic policies that are likely to be
announced. For the market to complete the
current correction trend and to get into further
ascending trend, there need to be further
economic reforms in the near term.

Note - Investors should be aware of risks 
in the stock market.
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It is news that the Congress President
Sonia Gandhi  nominated  Kiran Kumar
Reddy as  the Chief Minister of Andhra
Pradesh while allowing the then Chief
Minister Konijeti Rosaiah  to quit (Rosaiah
expressed his desire to quit citing poor
health.) was a matter of great confusion.
Since at that time, Kiran Reddy was a less
known politician although he was elected
to the state assembly for the fourth time.
Even after faithfully serving YS Rajashekar
Reddy during his stint as state Chief
Minister, Late YSR didn’t deem it necessary
to entrust him with ministerial
responsibilities and instead made him the
Speaker of the state assembly. 

Kiran Reddy came into focus for his
‘stroke of luck’ by not accompanying YSR
on his ill-fated journey on 2nd September,
2009. This streak of luck further enabled
him to emerge as the star player of the
“Seema and Andhra legislators” resignation
drama enacted on 10th December, 2009 to
protest against the decision of the Union
Government to begin the process of
formation of Telangana state.  Whether,
Congress party high command knew it or
was ignorant is another matter. But, when
the then Chief Minister Rosaiah was

preparing to quit; some one like Kiran
Reddy emerged as the dark(est) horse in
the stables. The ruling congress party was
already facing dissidence from YS Jagan
Mohan Reddy and the hard core loyalists
of YSR and KVP --- whose regular
nuisance compelled Rosaiah to plead for
his replacement. 

The search was on for someone who
could fit the bill which can meet the
challenge of the Jagan brigade. It
culminated in Kiran Reddy’s selection as
he fitted the three points criterion designed
by the think tank in Delhi.  A staunch
