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KCR all set for the

hot seat?

It now emerges from
the trends that the April
30th polling in Telan-
gana will in all likeli-
hood catapult TRS
chief Kalvakuntla
Chandrasekhara Rao
aka KCR to the chief
minister's gaddi for the
fledgling state. Indica-
tions are that the TRS
will either get a simple
majority or emerge as
the single largest party
in the 119-member
Telangana assembly.
The trends also point
out to the fact that the
Congress may have to
settle for a stintin the
opposition.
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KCR is reportedly slugging it
out at his Gajwel farm house to
finalize the contours of his cabinet
and to draw up his team of
ministers. Sources close to the TRS
say that there could be a Deputy
Chief Minister and some 20
ministers in Team KCR. Though the
nitty-gritty of who gets what is still
unclear, a fair idea of what the
general composition of KCR's team
would be is already available, much
of it revealed in the form of
announcements during the course
of the campaign by none other than
KCR himself.

There is also little doubt that
KCR will occupy the hot seat once
the results are out. He will go down
as the first ever Chief Minister of
the nascent Telangana state.
Regardless of the final tally, KCR
has already emerged as the hot
favourite. However, it is the final
result that will determine how far
or how close KCR would be to the
top position. By May 16th, things
would become clearer and the
contours of the next government
will definitely emerge.

KCR and the TRS camp is in
oozing confidence that they would
have enough numbers to form a
government on their own. They
believe that they would not be
needing the support of others,
especially the Congress. He had
already held two rounds of review
meetings with his party senior
leaders this weekend. They have
analyzed the inputs coming from
different parts of the state and feel
that the TRS might get 55-70 MLAs
and 8-10 MPs. In the event of the
TRS bagging 70 MLAs, it would not
need anyone's support. KCR would
be forming the first ever
government on his own. TRS
sources say that the reports from
the cadre are extremely
encouraging. The party feels there

is a strong wave in favour of the
TRS across the Telangana region.

KCR is said to be happy with the
performance put up by the party
even in areas that have never been
considered TRS citadels.KCR terms
the four North Telangana districts

Nizamabad, Karimnagar,
Warangal and Medak - as the
“Tiger Districts”. He feels he can
sweep these districts if right
candidates are chosen and right
strategies are put in place. These
are the districts that have formed
the bulwark of the Telangana
movement.

Ever since he formed TRS in
April 2001, KCR mostly depended
on these Tiger Districts to keep the
Telangana momentum. Be it rallies
or by-polls or protests, he drew his
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major strength from these districts.
KCR has always admitted that the
party was not as strong in the
South Telangana region. Nalgonda,

Mahabubnagar, Rangareddy,
Hyderabad and Khammam districts
are considered  traditionally

lukewarm to the TRS calls. But, this
time around, TRS strongly feels that
it has fared well in these districts
too.

The confidential reports from
South Telangana reveal that the
TRS might win around 15 to 25
seats in there. The party hopes to
do well in Nalgonda and
Mahabubnagar. Even in Hyderabad
cityy, where the Seemandhra
migrants have a demographic edge
over the Telanganites, the party is
hoping to do handsomely. The TRS

estimates that it would be bagging
40 - 45 seats in its borough of
North Telangana and thus get the
numbers required to form the
government.

Massive polling, a boon for
the TRS:

Nalgonda, where the TRS did
not have much of a presence except
a couple of seats, has recorded a
staggering 81 per cent polling this
time. KCR feels that this is an
indicative of massive support for
the TRS. If reports from the party
sources at the grassroots are of any
indication, TRS candidate from
Bhongir LS constituency, Dr B
Narsaiah, might post a comfortable
victory over incumbent
Komatireddy Rajagopal Reddy of
the Congress.
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Similarly, KCR 1is sure of
winning by a huge margin from
both Gajwel Assembly seat and
Medak Lok Sabha seat. Ditto with
KCR's son KT Rama Rao, who is
expected to emerge victorious from
Sircilla Assembly seat. KCR’s
nephew and close confidant T
Harish Rao too is likely to retain
Siddipet Assembly seat by a huge
margin. In fact, Harish is one of the
few MLAs in the state, who has
been consistently improving his
victory margin every time he

contests. However, reports suggest
that KCR’s daughter Kavitha could
face a stiff challenge from BJP
candidate Yendala
Lakshminarayana in the fight for
the Nizamabad Lok Sabha seat.
Yendala, the underdog, had put up
a spirited fight. Here, Congress
sitting MP Madhu Yashki Goud may
end up finishing either second or
third. This could very well be a
break from his winning streak. TRS
leadership received reports that
several of its candidates are likely

to win from Nalgonda, Hyderabad,
Mahabubnagar and Ranga Reddy
districts. These are traditionally
Congress strongholds where TRS
has minimum presence.

TRS assessment is that it would
win 10-12 MP seats in the Lok
Sabha. It's list includes Adilabad -
ST (Nagesh), Warangal - SC
(Kadiam Srihari), Mahabubabad -
ST (Sitaram Naik), Nagar Kurnool -
SC (M Jagannath), Malkajgiri
(Mynampalli Hanumanth Rao),
Zaheerabad (BB Patil) and Chevella

(K Visveshwar Reddy). Even in
Chevella, a Sabitha stronghold
might fall this time, the TRS feels.
The TRS feels it has managed to
stave of Sabitha Indrad Reddy's son
P Karthik Reddy's challenge.

KCR sure to become CM:

Encouraged by his own surveys
and the exit polls by non-partisan
groups, KCR has already taken
upon himself the task of forming
the next government. He appears
quite sure of becoming the CM.
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TRS sources say there could be
three possible scenarios.

First possibility is the TRS
bagging simple majority by
crossing half way mark of 60
assembly seats. If this happens,
KCR doesn’t need anyone’s help to
become the CM. There would be no
opposition to him and the party
would elect him even if he stays
away from the legislative party
meet. Thus he will be the
undisputed leader of both the party
and the state.
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Another scenario is TRS
emerging as the single largest party
by getting 45 - 50 seats. In this
case, KCR needs the help of
Congress for a stable government.
He cannot depend on smaller
parties like the CPI or MIM, which
might put forward unreasonable
demands. KCR is afraid of CPI and
will rather prefer Congress to any
other party.

If that happens, KCR will
promise Congress big-wigs that he
would formally join the UPA and sit
by their side in Parliament. In lieu

of that, Congress would join KCR
government in Telangana and hold
some portfolios. This will be
acceptable to Telangana Congress
leaders too.

Third possibility is KCR getting
seats on par with Congress, or even
getting one or two seats less than
the Congress. Even then, he will
push for his claim to the CM post on
the ground that there are no better
candidates in the grand old party to
take up that assignment. For this,
he may even offer to merge his TRS
party into the Congress.

Congress may agree to this. In
fact, according to reliable
information, KCR had secretly met
Digvijay Singh a few days ago and
discussed the possibility of two
parties joining hands after the
elections. Digvijay told KCR that
their strategy of Congress and TRS
contesting separately has worked
well and spoiled the chances of
TDP-BJP emerging stronger in
Telangana. So, KCR will in all
likelihood, be the ultimate
beneficiary in Telangana.¢

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Top Cops look the other way as biggies violate norms

recently-concluded elections

have taken the proverb that
everything is fair in war and love a
wee bit seriously. The polling day on
April 30th witnessed the sordid
show of shameless money power
and muscle power. The candidates,
especially those belonging to the
Congress and their kin have
allegedly violated the norms of the
Election Commission which are
meant to ensure the smooth conduct
of free and fair elections.

Even their family members have
violated the norms at so many
places. It was alleged that crores of
rupees have changed hands for not
fielding candidates in some
constituencies and fielding weak
candidates in a few more and in
some cases, there was blatant
collusion between the contenders.

In LB Nagar Constituency, where
the TDP’s Chief Ministerial candidate
and popular BC leader R Krishnaiah
contested the elections against
sitting congress MLA Devireddy
Sudheer Reddy, the former had to
face personal attacks. Sudheer
Reddy, who is experienced in the
youth wing politics of the Congress
Party, was not ashamed to attack the
personal aide of R Krishnaiah and
manhandled him in full public view.
Yet, the concerned police bosses
turned deaf, dumb and blind and
chose not to do anything as the
matter is related to a mighty sitting
legislator.

Former minister M Mukesh who
has contested from Goshamahal
Assembly constituency and allegedly
distributed huge amounts to lure
voters, has brazenly used wine
shops, petrol pumps and even police
officials to help him win the
elections.

The attacks took place in Gowliguda.
Durga Das voted for the BJP and
asked his wife to vote for the BJP
party. That was the reason enough to
thrash him inhumanly. In the attack,
the gunman who is allotted to the
former minister was present with M
Vikram Goud and he too used his
gun’s butt to attack Durga Das. In
this attack, M Vikram Goud kicked
on the chest of Durga Das’s wife
when she tried to save her husband
from the evil. All this happened in
the very presence of Veerababu, SI of
Afzalgunj police station. Veerababu
has blatantly supported the

Congress party and its MLA
candidate and his son too.

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Assertive voter arrives....

Jubilee Hills Polling Station on April
30th, is indicative of the assertiveness of
the common man. Raju Karthik has
forced Chiranjeevi to stand in the queue
and wait for his turn to cast his vote.
Overnight, this faceless commmoner has
become an icon of sorts and attained
star status for fearlessly taking on a po-
litical biggie.

T he massive round of applause that

Chiranjeevi and his family members,
including his actor-son Ramcharan Teja,
tried to give a go by to the queue and go
over to the polling officer to cast his vote.
This is want of the VIPs in this country.
Most senior leaders, ministers, MPs and
MLAs and even former MPs and former
MLAs too flaunt their VIP status at the
drop of the hat.

For instance, former Union Minister
Bandaru Dattatreya did the same at
polling station No 185 at Ramnagar in
Musheerabad Assembly constituency at
10 AM. Bandaru and his family members
straightaway went up to the polling staff
and cast their votes even as voters
standing in a serpentine queue watched
on helplessly.

But, Chiranjeevi was prevented
from doing so mainly because of two
reasons - first the youth who questioned
him is from the UK where all are equal.
Two, he hails from Jubilee Hills, the
swank upmarket swathe of land that is

home to the richie rich and the VIPs.
When Karthik objected to Chiranjeevi's
barge-in, everyone else in the queue -
most of them from the upper economic
strate - supported him by clapping vig-
orously.

It is the clapping that embarrassed
Chiranjeevi most. The Mega Star tried to
explain later that he just wanted to go in-
side the polling station and find out
whether his name was in the list. But,
there were no takers for his explanation
as all such a resourceful person as Chi-
ranjeevi should have done is to send a
SMS to the election commission and get
the details. Of course, countless
denizens had easily located their polling
booths using this spectacularly simple
and stunningly effective method.

Incidents like these have set these
elections apart from the previous elec-
tions. The overall polling percentage in
Telangana too went from a lowly 61 per
cent in 2009 to 78 per cent. This is be-
cause of a sustained campaign launched
by the pro-active Election Commission
(EC) over the last few months.

Medak district collector Smitha Sab-
harwal had even announced incentives
for the villages that ensured 100 per
cent polling this time. Gone are the days
when the poll authorities were mere
neutral empires overseeing the poll
process! Now they are very active in im-
proving the voters’ participation. So is
the case with seizure of over Rs 150
crore in cash and five lakh liters of liquor
meant to buy gullible voters. This for
sure had a salutary effect on the parties
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and the candidates.

Youth have turned up in large num-
bers to vote. This again is a welcome de-
velopment. Indeed, it augurs well for the
new-born state of Telangana. Many first
time voters have taken pains to cast
their vote and proudly posted their ‘self-
ies’, flaunting inked fingers on the social
media.

There are some gray areas too. A
case in point is the Bhojya Naik Tanda in
Basheerabad Mandal of Rang Reddy Dis-
trict, where the voters have refused to
vote as no party paid them Rs 5 lakh that
they demanded. Similarly, there are
other areas where the voters had de-
manded and got money.

The EC also failed to sufficiently ed-
ucate voters on the use of EVMs for Lok
Sabha and Assembly polls. Voters could-
n’t differentiate between the EVMs of
two elections. So is the case with a large
number of missing names from voters’
lists. Also, there was this needless con-
troversy over Chandrababu Naidu
telling the voters that he had voted for
the BJP. Chief Electoral Officer Bhanwar-
lal landed himself in soup when he said
that Chandrababu's vote would be
deemed invalid. However, the Central
Election Commission has clarified that
there was nothing wrong in announcing
whom one had voted after he leaves the
polling booth. This unsavory episode
was wholly avoidable. ¢

or the past several months, we have

first time taking on veteran Congressman
and Union Minister S Jaipla Reddy and
former MP AP Jitender Reddy of the TRS.
Initially, it appeared as if Nagam was in
the race almost as an independent
candidate but gradually he picked up
momentum and successfully projected
himself as the NDA candidate. The
elections in Mahabubnagar
parliamentary  constituency  that
comprises of 7 Assembly segments,
witnessed a huge turnout and also alot of
cross voting. Despite the TRS doing better
than expectations in the Assembly
segments, Nagam proved that he is both
amass leader and a crowd puller. Though
there is a possibility of the TRS winning
3-4 Assembly segments in Mahabub-
nagar, it is clear that Nagam has managed
to pip past the two rivals. Moreover,
Nagam is quite popular and a lot of voters
acknowledge the role of Nagam in the
tussle. He also has significant support
base among the youth. The youth are also
swayed by Modi’s mass appeal.

Bandaru likely to come back

The BJP candidate and former Union
Minister Bandaru Dattatreya, who
contested from the Secunderabad Lok
Sabha seat, also seen to be heading for a
comfortable victory. After his loss in
2004 to sitting MP Anjan Kumar Yadav of
Congress party, it was believed that
Bandaru had become politically weak
and may never again win from
Secunderabad.

This time also there was confusion
about Kishan Reddy planning to contest
from Secunderabad. But it appears
Narendra Modi chose experienced
Dattatreya over Kishan Reddy. Many
factors favoured Dattatreya this time.
First, there has been a huge anti-
incumbency against sitting MP Anjan
Kumar Yadav especially amongst the
traditional minority voters.

Secondly, Bandaru has managed to
win over Seemandhra migrants in
Secunderabad. Thirdly, the youth were
opposed to the Congress and fourthly, the
TRS has not been able to build a sizable
vote bank in this particular constituency.

Although, Ch Vidyasagar Rao the
former Union Minister and veteran BJP
leader from Karimnagar and Yendam
Laxminarayana of Nizamabad too have
managed to attract young voters and
women voters. However, it is too
premature to evaluate their chances of
victory. On the whole, these BJP MP
candidates appear to be smug and
satisfied. Their chances of winning have
definitely improved. ¢

the late 1960s, the comics were only enjoyed by the

children of wealthy parents. But from that time until
the early 1990s they established themselves in the
market.

The evolution of Indian comics can be broadly divided
into four phases. Around 1950s saw syndicated strips like
The Phantom, Mandrake, Flash Gordon, Rip Kirby being
translated into Indian languages. The second phase in the late
1960s came in the form of Amar Chitra Katha comics with
hundred percentage Indian content. In the 1970s several indigenous
comics were launched to rival the Western superhero comics. The
superhero comics in the early '80s marked the third wave, with
creators and publishers hoping to benefit from the success of the
superhero genre in the West.

However, one of India’s earliest superheroes was ‘Batul the
Great), and created during the 1960s. In the 1980s, at least 5.5 million
copies of comics such as ‘Heroes of Faith’ series were sold in India.
This changed in the late '90s with the arrival of cable television,
Internet and other modes of entertainment in India. However,
publishers like Raj Comics and Diamond Comics along with comics
like Amar Chitra Katha have been able to sustain their readership.
After alull, new publishing companies such as the Virgin Comics has
appeared on the market in the last few years.

FREE COMIC BOOK WEEKEND (FCBW):
A two-day Free Comic Book Weekend (FCBW), where
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enthusiasts can download a host of comic books from the internet
has been organized by digital content provider ‘readwhere.com’ in
association with ‘Comic Con India’, an Indian comic convention, to
promote Indian comics. Publishers participating in this edition of the
FCBW are Amar Chitra Katha (ACK), Campfire Graphic Novels, Pop
Culture Publishing, Vimanika Comics, Diamond Comics, Chariot
Comics, Orange Radius and Astute Media Vision. Some of the popular
titles that can be downloaded for free are Draupadi: The Fire-Born
Princess (Campfire Graphic Novels), Satya Police (Pop Culture
Publishing), Tinkle (ACK) and Godslayer (Chariot Comics).This
weekend has focus on reaching out to consumers who use tablets
and mobiles for reading. Nearly 15,000 comic book enthusiasts reach
out over a weekend.

COMICS CONVENTION:

India hosted its first ever comics convention ‘Comic Con India’
in February 2011. The first ever convention was hosted by Twenty
Onwards Medjia at Dilli Haat, New Delhi, India. The ‘Comic Con’ lasted
for 2 days, and included several workshops, interactive sessions,
interviews and speeches by various comic book artists and writers.
Around 15,000 people attended. A few animation and multi-media
productions had set up their stalls as well, and also conducted
seminars about animation design and future of animation industry
in India.

The convention was inaugurated by Chairman of National Book
Trust, Dr Bipin Chandra. On the last day of the event, Uncle Pai, a
renowned educationalist and creator of Indian comics, in particular
the Amar Chitra Katha and Tinkle was presented a Lifetime
Achievement Award by Cartoonist Pran, who is one of the most
successful Indian cartoonists, best known as the creator of Chacha
Chaudhary. ‘Comic Con India’ is dedicated to expanding India's
popular culture by creating high profile events that cater to fans of
not only comics, but also gaming, movies, television, merchandise,
toys, and food.

‘Comic Con India’ is dedicated to creating unique events and
giving fans, exhibitors and partners a platform to celebrate their
undying love and passion for comics. According to estimates, the

Indian comic publishing industry is worth over 100 million dollars.

4. Less of superhero concept works in the present younger
generation in India. For example, the ‘Nagraj (Snake King)’ by Raj
Comics which is a terror-weapon-turned-crime-fighter whose main
power is hosting mystical snakes that can attack his opponents on
command; his bite is filled with deadly venom cannot have a large
following among the present younger generation in India. The youth

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FM flays Swiss

n a strongly worded reply to his Swiss
I counterpart, Finance Minister P Chi-

dambaram accused Switzerland of
protecting tax evaders whose names ap-
peared in the HSBC Bank list.

"Refusal to provide assistance in
cases where evidence has been collected
by the Indian tax authorities, for the rea-
son that the names of the persons con-
cerned existed in the HSBC bank data,
amounts to Switzerland providing protec-
tion to taxpayers found to have evaded In-
dian taxes, and seriously undermines
India’s efforts in tackling offshore tax eva-
sion and stashing of unaccounted income
abroad," he said in a recent letter to Swiss
Finance Minister Eveline Widmer
Schlumpf.

Reiterating India's position that the
data was legally obtained from France
under Indo-French tax treaty, Chi-
dambaram said India's views were shared
by other members of the global forum
and unless the issue was addressed India
would continue to take position at the
global forum that the legal and regulatory
framework for an effective exchange of in-
formation was not in place in Switzerland.

A disgruntled employee of HSBC
Geneva has stolen the data from the bank
branch. The French government got hold
of the data and shared it with India
through the legal channel.

The finance minister said that the in-
terpretation made by Switzerland that it

could not share the stolen information as
per India's request was not in accordance
with international standards.

Chidambaram warned that an effec-
tive exchange of tax-related information
was extremely important for economic
co-operation between the two countries
and Switzerland must honour its rights
and duties agreed to in their bilateral Di-
rect Tax Avoidance Convention (DTAC).

In a meeting with Swiss delegation in
February, India had demonstrated that in
many of the cases mentioned in the HSBC
list tax authorities had gathered incrimi-

nating evidence of tax evasion through
their own investigation and actions. Thus
India wanted Swiss authorities to con-
sider its request for information inde-
pendently of the stolen data.

"However, the Swiss delegation in-
sisted on a pre-condition that India needs
to demonstrate that the investigation car-
ried out in these cases was initiated inde-
pendently of the HSBC data and was
based on information already available
with the India authorities prior to receiv-
ing the HSBC data from France. These are
unusual preconditions and are intended

to refuse assistance," Chidambaram said.

In its last letter to India, Switzerland
informed that its Parliament approved
amendment to a law that seeks to make
exceptions to the requirement of prior no-
tification of account holder and assured
that the legislation would come into effect
from July. The finance minister expressed
satisfaction over this. ¢
