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Can Seemandhra leaders
co-operate with the inevitable-T?

Every day some or the
other development
pertaining to the division
of Andhra Pradesh has
been occurring in quick
succession ever since the
union cabinet formally
began its process last
fortnight. After the union
cabinet that met on 3rd
October under the
stewardship of Prime
Minister Manmohan
Singh, it unanimously
approved the cabinet note
on Telangana State
formation, thus enabling
the central government to
set in motion the creation
of new state of Telangana.
The seven member Group
of Ministers (GoM) that
was appointed for the
purpose of carving out
“statehood for Telangana
with Hyderabad as its
capital” is working at
lightning speed much to
the chagrin of the
Seemandhra politicians
who were trying
everything that could

be done.

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The seven member GoM comprising
of senior cabinet ministers headed by
Union Home Minister Sushil Kumar
Shinde having Defence Minister AK
Antony, Finance Minister P
Chidmabaram, Law Minister Veerappa
Moily, Health Minister Ghulam Nabi
Azad, Rural Development Minister
Jairam Ramesh and MoS in charge of
Department of Personnel & Training V
Narayana Swamy met on 11th October
and held their first formal meeting in
New Delhi to expedite the process of
bifurcation of Andhra Pradesh so that a
Bill can be introduced in the coming
winter session of Parliament.

It is revealed that they began their
work of collecting all that information
required for the purpose of preparing a
draft bill to be sent to the President of
India. It is expected that the GoM in all
likelihood would complete their work by
the end of this October and sit for a third
and last formal meeting on 7th
November. The winter session for the
both houses of Parliament is scheduled to
commence in the third week of
November. As such, the procedure of
sending the draft bill intending to
bifurcate the State of Andhra Pradesh
would be undertaken as per Article 3 of
the Indian Constitution. The approved
draft will then be sent by the union
cabinet to the President and thereafter the
same would go to the AP state assembly
for its opinion designated as the
“Presidential Reference” specifying a
stipulated time frame for the state
assembly to express its opinion and make
suggestions if any.

The fast paced developments in New
Delhi were quickly preceded by several
important developments in the state;
starting with the calling of the all
important strike by the Seemandhra
employees working in the State Electricity
Board.  Subsequently, all  other

organizations that were in the forefront of

Seemandhra  movement  opposing
statechood to Telangana since past two
months have all withdrawn their strike
after months of agitation and joined their
duties without securing any assurances.
The Andhra Pradesh Non-Gazetted
Ofticers (APNGOs), who were showing
a confrontational approach all along also
meekly fell in line and called off their 66
days old strike after they held a meeting
with Chief Minister Kiran Kumar Reddy
in Secretariat on October 17th.

Another significant development is
the Lok Sabha Speaker Meira Kumar
rejecting the resignations of 13 MPs from
Seemandhra region. She called up and
explained her decision to each of the MPs
who had submitted their resignations
since first week of August after the
Congress Working Committee passed a
resolution on July 30th to bifurcate AP to
form Telangana State. The Vijayawada
MP Lagadapati Rajagopal had a taste of his
own prescription. All the while a self-
proclaimed “Spokesperson” of the
congress party; he has been at the
receiving end ever since the Congress
decided to bifurcate the state. Unwittingly
he filed a petition in the Delhi High
Court secking a direction to the Lok
Sabha Speaker to accept his resignation.
The Speaker did not take up his
resignation into consideration as the same
is sub-judiced.

Lady Union Ministers stand by Sonia

Just a day after the first meeting of the
Group of Ministers held their talks;
Panabaka Lakshmi, the Minister of State
from Seemandhra region categorically
told the media in front of the protestors
that she will abide by the decision of
Congress party no matter what people in
her constituency think or feel.

If we observe closely, another
significant development is union minister
Killi Kripa Rani’s meeting with Congress
President Sonia Gandhi, on October

17th. After the meeting, Kripa Rani, a
recently inducted junior minister from
Seemandhra told the waiting media
persons that the demand for the
resignation of union ministers from
Seemandhra by the “Samaikyandhra”
protestors would serve no purpose and
there was no point in the demand too.
She confined her meeting with Sonia to
seck a fair justice to Seemandhra region,
in the event of division of Andhra
Pradesh. Kripa Rani only asked for a
reasonable package to north-coastal
districts which suffered loss due to
Phailin cyclone.

Well, another wunion minister
Daggubati Purandeswari, daughter of late
CM NT Rama Rao and wife of Congress
MLA Daggubati Venkateswara Rao too
made a major announcement at Ongole
few days ago “that any threats of
resignations cannot stop the bifurcation of
Andhra Pradesh and that it is too late to
stop the process of division of the State”.
Purandeswari came under severe attack
from Seemandhra activists for reacting in
this manner and those who are
demanding that the State be kept united
criticized her stating “she was acting like
an agent of Sonia Gandhi” hoping to get
a better deal from the bifurcation.

Many Seemandhra activists urged her
to take back her remarks. But,
Purandeswari was unrelenting and
insisted that it would be better for
Seemandhra ministers and leaders to stop
indulging in a useless drama and instead
focus on obtaining a huge package for the
region (Seemandhra State), if they really
cared for their people.

Purandeswari’s comments assume
significance as her husband Venkateswara
Rao is said to be a business partner of
Congress MP  from  Vijayawada
Lagadapati Rajagopal who is seen as a
major opponent of division of Andhra
Pradesh. But, in fact, both Venkateswara
Rao and Rajagopal are said to be

purchasing huge extent of lands near
Vijayawada with the hope that the area
would become the capital of Seemandhra
in the coming months.

All this in sharp contrast to others like
Pallam Raju, a cabinet minister in the
union government, who has been
expressing a lot of resentment towards
Sonia  Gandhi’s decision to form
Telangana state. Even Kotla Suryaprakash
Reddy has been complaining and
expressing dissent. But the women
ministers in the union ministry seem to
be more loyal than their gentlemen
colleagues.

Seemandhra Employees call off their
months long Strike

All the above discussed
developments — be they the rejection of
Seemandhra MPs resignations, second
meeting of GoM on 19th October, calling
off political strike by the APNGOs and
the chaotic statements of the union
ministers from Seemandhra - suggest
just one thing — that the Seemandhra
agitation against the bifurcation of Andhra
Pradesh has toned down drastically. There
is a marked change in the language of
these leaders, compared to their stance, a
few weeks ago.

Now, they have realized that no
amount of threats or pressure tactics can
stop the process of Telangana state
formation. These leaders are in fact
surprised over the firmness with which
Sonia Gandhi and all other Congress
seniors are going about granting
Telangana state at the earliest, if possible
by the end of this year, 2013 and that the
new states are appearing to become a

reality by early 2014.
The voluntary calling off strikes by

various Seemandhra employee unions
one by one in the last few days suggests
diminished mood of the desperate
integrationists. These employees unions
which announced in the beginning that
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they would continue their strike till the
centre takes back its political decision on
torming T-State have ended their stir
abruptly without any major assurance.
This is a sign of their changed approach
in view of the reality staring at every one.

Even senior politicians and union
ministers who initially had vehemently
opposed division of the state like Kavuri
Sambasiva Rao and Chiranjeevi are now
talking about a fair deal to the people of
Seemandhra. From demanding that the
state be kept united, now they are just
asking for a better deal to their people
living in Hyderabad. On the other hand,
another ~ Union  Minister  from
Seemandhra Kishore Chandra Deo has
cautiously avoided any statements for or
against the Seemandhra movement. He
has been very categorical about his
support to bifurcation of state as the
agitation in Telangana is more than 50 odd
years old.

Seema ‘Ja-Ki-Chans’ continue their
Monkey stunts

The three leaders from Rayalaseema
region Ja-ganmohan Reddy, Ki-ran Reddy
and Chan-dra Babu Naidu (now the

three are nick named as -- Ja-Ki-Chans
for their monkey acts) have been vying
amongst themselves to outsmart others in
their triangular struggle for emerging as
the champions of Seemandhra people in
the 13 districts outside Telangana region
which are going to form the residuary
state of Andhra Pradesh after state
bifurcation.

The case of Jagan, Kiran and
Chandrababu is weird to say the least.
Kiran Reddy being a congress Chief
Minister doesn’t know what is happening
in his cabinet. He neither knows what his
party high command has in store for him.
His administration is in a virtual mess
with no civil servant willing to trust him
and implement his decisions. The cabinet
is divided on regional lines. Even among
the Seemandhra ministers, not many are
inclined to trust Kiran Reddy and his
future course of political journey. With
each passing day, his aura seems to be
diminishing in all aspects. His
continuation beyond 25th November is
highly suspected. Since the proposed draft
bill on Telangana state formation in all
likelihoods is expected to come by then.
Whatever role he might perform on that
day, it could be his last day in office as the

Chief Minister of AP. Well, by then he
would achieve some personal satisfaction
of having served (or suffered) as state CM
for full three years. A distinction which
many like Damodaram Sanjeevaiah, PV
Narasimha Rao, T Anjaiah, Bhawanam

Venkatram  Reddy, Nedurumalli,
Nadendla Bhaskar Rao, Rosaiah and
including Kotla Vijayabhaskar Reddy
could not achieve. That is because they
were all loyal to the Gandhi family.

Of  course, TDP  president
Chandrababu Naidu is getting spoilt each
day unable to compete with Jagan’s
monkey tricks. YSR Congress President
YS Jagan Mohan Reddy is young and
naughty enough to indulge in uncouth
politics. He has nothing to lose in
Telangana that is going to be a state in the
coming weeks. But, Chandra Babu Naidu
unmindful of his Pan India political
stature unwittingly drew himself into the
monkey race with Jagan. Publicly both
Jagan and Chandra Babu have changed
their line on Telangana State formation.
They are competing with Kiran for
emerging as the whole and sole champion
of people in Seemandhra.

This strategy only suits Jagan as his
YSRCP has no takers in entire Telangana

but same is not the case with TDP
Although, Chandra Babu cannot really
hope to emerge on top in Telangana in
any situation; it’s a test of his credibility as
a man who can stand by his word - no
matter what the consequences are.
Though, for the sake of public
consumption both of them are talking
about keeping the State united. However,
they both understood that it was too late
to make any such efforts and
subsequently limited their strategies to
seck a better deal for Seemandhra.

Chandrababu Naidu went on fast
unto death for five days in AP Guest
House in Delhi last week. But, he failed
to demand that the State be kept united.
What he demanded was that all the
genuine demands of Seemandhra people
must be solved by the Centre before it
goes ahead with the process of dividing
the State. After returning to Hyderabad,
he also demanded a better deal to
Seemandhra people.

Interestingly, both Jagan and
Chandrababu Naidu are accusing each
other for the division of the State,
conceding that it is inevitable. First
Chandra Babu Naidu talked about a huge
package for Seemandhra State not

stand on T was primarily to subdue an in-
tensified agitation for T by all concerned
alongside the unanimous public mandate
for T parties in the by-polls while their
parties received a severe drubbing losing
security deposits..! These leaders (political
Opportunistic Players from Seemandhra
—POPS) planned meticulously to see that
the intensified agitation for T didn’t go
out of their strategic perspective and

counted heavily on the tacit perceived
support to be extended by congress and
UPA as was evidenced in December 23rd
2009 - a tactical retreat from December
9th 2009 on Telangana.

All these incoherent, selfish acts by
POPS and their respective clouts ably
helped by biased Seemandhra media are
certainly making mockery of our Consti-
tution vis-a-vis Article (3). How many ‘U’
turns and violations of all agreements
from 19562 Aren’t these visible infringe-

ments of constitutional rights of T peo-
ple? How can these famed POPS ques-
tion constitutional obligation like GoM -
constituted for the very purpose of ad-
dressing all concerns arising out of bifur-
cation as mandated by all political parties?
How can POPS, Seemandhra media cast
aspersions on the Union Ministers part of
GoM - when they are duly appointed by
the govt. of India?

realizing the games of congress
politicians like KVP & Kiran. So was YS
Jagan Mohan Reddy who changed his
stand as the reality was sinking.

NGOs before they called off their strike
that: “Now it is too late, nothing is in my
hands.

Well, all these developments tell us
only one thing — that reality of state
division 1is steadily sinking into the
Seemandhra leaders, a welcome feature as
every one can now focus on getting a

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First successful meeting in Bodhan-Nizamabad

Congress to consolidate with Jaitra
Yatra meetings in Telangana

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fter lying dormant for sometime on
nthe advice of Delhi concerns, Telan-

gana Congress leaders had come out
with a strategic plan -Telangana Jaitra Yatra
to thank their leader Madam Sonia for her
resoluteness on Telangana statehood in
spite of various pressures acting. As part
of that, Telangana Congress has evolved a
plan to hold meetings in all districts of
Telangana, specifically to carry the mes-
sage that it is congress under the leader-
ship of Sonia solely responsible for
Telangana state. In the same pursuit, they
have left no one in doubt that the process
on Telangana is final and all should obey
the party’s supreme body - CWC'’s dictate
as loyal congress party workers (Sem-
mandhra) as promised. In all certainties,
Telangana Congress’s effort is aimed to
consolidate its position at the grass root
level to mitigate their sufferings vis-a-vis
TRS - Telangana politricks, while down-
sizing TDP at the same time yielding no
space to BJP.

The timing of the first meeting
(ahead of second GoM on T-19/10/2013)
and the place selected - Bodhan con-
stituency (represented by the minister for
major irrigation - Sudarshan Reddy) in
Nizamabad district (MP-Madhu Yashki)
has significance as per the hosts. They re-
called that it was Sudarshan Reddy as
minister concerned who literally took on
CM-KKR on water allocations between
the regions along with surplus waters and
power. When Seemandhra CM was dis-
torting the facts ahead of bifurcation of
state to create an apprehension that See-
mandhra would forfeit it’s share of waters
and also Telangana region to some extent
- it was Sudarshan Reddy as minister re-
buffed point by point to dispel such fears
to instill confidence in all the regions
along with MP Madhu Yashki suitably re-

warded as Whip -Lok Sabha for toeing
high command’s line on T in difficult
times. But, much to the disappointment
of viewers of the state; it was not widely
telecasted or edited in a biased way by
Seemandhra channels to suit their agenda
of misinformation or no information as
exhorted by the congress leaders from
Bodhan. In that context, they viewed this
meeting as historical in that it would ef-
fectively project their leader along with
those from Telangana Congress as real he-
roes to take the likes of TRS, TDP and
BJP head-on. From this meeting, Telan-
gana Congress also wanted to address
GoM (Group of Union Cabinet Minis-

ters on Telangana) that even their interests
pertaining to the region should be viewed
with the same intensity as those from See-
mandhra.

Many Telangana Congress leaders in-
cluding Ministers, MPs, MLAs, MLCs,
DCC Presidents, Youth Congress, Mi-
nority Leaders, DCM and DCCB Chair-
men along with the second rung
leadership participated in the meeting.
Ministers Sudarshan Reddy, Jana Reddy
spoke of the need to maintain harmony
between the regions while addressing all
concerns arising out of bifurcation on
merits as presented by them on many oc-
casions including those on water alloca-
tions and surplus waters. They have also
pointed to the presence of Seemandhrites
in the region who have made Bodhan as
their home since a long time as an indica-
tion of the nature and spirit of such like-
lihood in the ensuing T state. The same
was echoed by other speakers like Deputy
CM - Raja Narasimha, Ministers-Sridhar
Babu, DK Aruna, Sunitha Reddy, Shabbir
Ali and MPs Madhu Yashki Goud,
Sukhender Reddy, V Hanumanth Rao etc
while echoing the same feelings said that
in Hyderabad too same harmony would
prevail and in fact serve as a true essence
of a cosmopolitan city. Deputy CM made
light of CM-KKR saying that he is acting
as Seemandhra CM by presenting a bi-
ased and totally distorted picture in his
media briefings. VHR, Sridhar Babu,
Madhu Yashki stated that it is the See-
mandhra leaders like YSR who are instru-

mental for the present T crisis along with
support in letter and spirit by TDP’s Babu
and YSRCP’s - Jagan and YS Vijayamma
alongside Seemandhra congress who have
time and again played Telangana card to
garner political benefits. Now, people of
all hues and cries in Telangana region out
of humiliating sufferings at the hands of
Seemandhra rulers have initiated this log-
ical fight for Telangana state and is a reality
in all senses except for tabling of bill
which would be done in the coming De-
cember session as per Telangana Con-
gress. In the same vain they requested
those from Seemandhra to cooperate
while addressing their concerns by ex-
tending their support to GoM.

While, BJP’s Kishan Reddy, advised
Telangana Congress and Congress to
pacity Seemandhra congressmen and
their own CM. All in all, It was indeed an
effort by Telangana Congress ahead of
crucial GoM meeting and that too com-
ing after the fasts by TDP-Babu, YSRCP-
Jagan (slated Samaikya Shankharavam

lest..), APNGOs calling of their strike,
hope peace returns allowing GoM to

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heaved a sigh of relief as the much feared

devastating cyclone, named ‘Phailin’,
passed oft without causing great loss of life in
the north coastal districts of Andhra Pradesh
few days ago. This killer cyclone that gath-
ered storm in the Bay of Bengal last week was
expected to wreak havoc in coastal areas, as
the winds blew at 200-220 kmph.

But, luckily, the cyclone ended up claim-
ing just two lives, both in Srikakulam district
on last Sunday and Monday. Though, the loss
of two lives was sad and should have been
avoided; even otherwise, it is a big relief as
compared to thousands of deaths that oc-
curred in previous cyclones that struck the
coastal region in 1999 claiming thousands of’
lives.

The People of entire Andhra Pradesh

Thanks to the Met Department, on this
occasion, we could save the huge number of
lives due to the well preparedness on the part
of the central and state government authori-
ties and the public awareness created therein.
As such the loss was restricted to isolated in-
cidents. Of course, cyclone Phailin wreaked
havoc to livelihood of lakhs of people living
on the coastal belt. Thousands of acres of
agricultural crops were destroyed, thousands
of fishermen lost boats and nets and besides
lakhs of poor people rendered homeless.

The damage done to the public proper-
ties like roads, dams, electricity and telecom
systems is immense and it may a long time to
restore them. The minimum loss of life, both
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Phailin Onslaught: Loss of lives was
successfully averted in Seemandhra

in north coastal Andhra and south Odisha
which bore the brunt of cyclone Phailin’s
fury, can be attributed to the timely action
taken by both the Centre and State govern-
ments of AP and Odisha largely because of
the bitter lessons of the recent devastation ex-
perienced in Uttarakhand state in June.

This arrest of human loss became possi-
ble due to the advanced warnings issued by
the Centre and state governments and the
pro-active role played by the National Disas-
ter Management Authority (NDMA) and the
India Meteorological Department (IMD),
which is an agency of the Ministry of Earth
Sciences of the Government of India. It is the
principal agency responsible for meteorolog-
ical observations, weather forecasting and

seismology. IMD that is headquartered in
New Delhi operates hundreds of observation
stations across the country. Upon being
alerted by the IMD, the NDMA's response
force (NDRF) has swung into action two
days before the storm crossed the coast and
with the help of defense forces like our army,
navy and air force all well coordinated and
roped in to tackle any eventuality well on
time, lakhs of people could be evacuated to
safe zones in the three states.

Waking up to the nature’s fury that has
been demonstrated by the Phailin, the super
cyclone, in last few days, AP government has
exhibited sense of wisdom by deciding to set
up a State Disaster Response Force (SDRF)
with 1,000 personnel on the lines of NDRF

(National Disaster Response Force) immedi-
ately to face the natural disasters. The SDRF
would be trained in rescue and relief opera-
tions during any natural disasters, particularly
during cyclone and floods. The Director-
General of Police and the Director-General
of Fire and Emergency Services together will
work out modalities for the formation of
SDREF and the NDRF would train the SDRF
personnel in Mangalagiri town of Guntur
district.

The providential escape of huge loss in
the cyclone can also be attributed to the extra-
cautious alerts sounded by the US satellites,
which predicted a super-cyclone which en-
tails a wind speed over 250 kmph. Of course,
our meteorological scientists were right that
this was not a super cyclone, but this extra
cautiousness woken our people out of stupor.
The relatively less damaging cyclone came at
a time when Seemandhra APNGO’s were on
streets protesting Telangana state formation.
The coastal districts of the state escaped the
force of the cyclone. However, Srikakulam
district experienced heavy rains and gale-
force winds which uprooted tall trees and
electric poles, shutting down power to all
areas. The Seemandhra people were proven
wrong that they were alone in times of dis-
tress as the entire country stood by them, and
even people of Telangana wished them well.
This high alertness of our authorities shall
continue in future too. ¢

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Can Article 371-D be an obstacle
for Statehood for Telangana?

nation and uproar amongst various sec-

tions of people belonging to the Seema and
Andhra regions ever since the Congress Work-
ing Committee announced its decision to grant
statchood to Telangana region. The 30th July de-
cision of the CWC virtually paved way for the
creation of a new state (State of Telangana) in
India as the Congress party is presently heading
the UPA government at the centre. The decision
of the Congress party marks the culmination of
a long drawn consultation process initiated by
the Congress led UPA government since past
nine years or so.

Of course, while this decision seems like a
vindication for people of Telangana for their
decades long struggle; the same was unpalatable
to many belonging to the Seema and Andhra re-
gions. Despite this decision being welcomed by
the BJP, which is the main opposition party in
the Parliament and the TDP; the congress politi-
cians belonging to Seema and Andhra regions
led by Chief Minister Kiran Kumar Reddy ex-
pressed their huge resentment and vowed to
fight till the end. These sorts of assertions have
further influenced leaders belonging to other
parties in the Seema and Andhra regions to ex-
plore every kind of an obstacle to prevent the
congress led UPA to table the bill to create state
of Telangana so that; post-general elections
things can be managed by hook or crook.

It is sad story that even after several com-
mittees were formed and the central govern-
ment headed by Prime Minister Dr MM Singh
having resorted to many methods of opinion
gathering; reaching out to several political parties
in the country and after duly consulting eight
recognized political parties in the state of AP, the
Seemandhra intellectuals are unable to appreci-
ate the ground realities. Many can still recall the
manner in which Justice BN Srikrishna Com-
mittee was constituted in February, 2010 with
clear terms of reference and we all also know
how the said committee made extensive tours
across the three regions of the state to elicit pub-
lic opinion. The committee members having
some experts serving as its members claimed to
have received lakhs of representations from the
stakeholders before submitted their elaborate re-
port as sought by the Union Home Ministry.

The central government however has not
shown keenness to act on the recommendations
or suggestions offered by the Srikrishna Com-
mittee for nearly two years or so despite oppo-
sition parties like BJP, BSP, CPI and several
others demanding regularly. This delay caused
considerable frustration among the youth of
Telangana region leading to hundreds of them
committing suicides urging the central govern-
ment and appealing in particular to Congress
president Sonia Gandhi to take a concrete deci-
sion to end the prolonged uncertainty.

Finally, when several political parties began
demanding the central government to spell out
its stand; it responded by inviting all the eight
political parties in AP for a round table confer-
ence on 28th December, 2012 to express their
opinion over supporting or opposing the forma-
tion of Telangana State. Except for the CPI-M
and the MIM, all other parties including the
Congress, TDPE, BJR, CPL, TRS and the YSRCP
have given their opinion favouring bifurcation
of the state to form the State of Telangana.
However, the stand adopted by the ruling con-
gress was not forth right as it allowed two of its
representatives to spell out divergent opinions.

While time was running out, all eyes were
focused on the congress high command to take
a concrete stand; it indeed made a historical de-
cision of going all out in favour of creation of
separate state of Telangana comprising of ten
districts which includes the District of Hyder-
abad by bifurcating the state of Andhra Pradesh
that has 23 districts spread over three regions of
the State. The speculation that Hyderabad Dis-
trict would be made a Union Territory was rub-
bished by the CWC'’s categorical assertion that
Hyderabad would be a capital of only Telangana.
This is one of the primary reasons for the pres-
ent Seemandhra resistance.

At a time, when people of Telangana are
anxiously awaiting the constitutional process to
accomplish the creation of T-state; several lead-
ers, advocates, media personnel across the See-
mandhra region have been talking about several
impediments to the bifurcation of the state. One
such is the reference to Article 371-D in the In-
dian Constitution and the talk that it comes in
the way -- of creation of Telangana State -- fol-
lowing the procedure laid down in Article 3 of
the Constitution. The contention that is mis-
chievously being advanced is that “without
amending Article 371-D, bifurcation of state of
Andhra Pradesh cannot be taken up” as clause
(10) of that article explicitly prohibits any inter-
ference. Therefore, before the state of Andhra
Pradesh is taken up for any manner of Re-orga-
nization by the union government, it is manda-
tory for the Parliament to amend the same
under Article 368. Let us examine the veracity
of this absurd argument:

A study of clause 10 of Art.371-D reads
thus ..... 10) The provisions of this article and
of any order made by the President thereunder
shall have effect notwithstanding anything in
any other provision of this Constitution or in
any other law for the time being in force.

Some of learned friends are arguing that in
the above para ... wherein it refers to “the pro-
visions of this article (371-D) and of any order
made by the President thereunder shall have ef-
fect notwithstanding anything in any other pro-
vision of this Constitution or in any other law
for the time being in force” this according to
them literally amounts to an explicit prohibition
of the same and as such any constitutional meas-
ure to tinker it is impermissible. Therefore, it
cannot be allowed to become either infructous
or ineftective as long as it is duly repealed by way
of an amendment.

This sort of misinterpretation can be coun-
tered by taking a glance at an empirical evidence
in our chequered history of constitutional evo-
lution. Consider how the State of Bombay that
comprised of present day states of Maharashtra
and Guyjarat was reorganized in 1960 without
bothering about the existence of Article 371
which dealt with many similar aspects like our
present day Article 371-D.

A perusal of the original article 371 and its
clause (1) that existed at the time of bifurcation
of Bombay State in 1960 and how only much
later in 1973, it was partially repealed and
amended further. This is enough of empirical
evidence to convey that Article 371-D is by no
means an obstacle for bifurcation of State of
Andhra Pradesh. The bill that is presented be-
fore the Parliament can simply incorporate the
required changes as was done in the case of
Bombay State bifurcation just altering the
Clause (2) of the Article 371 therein.

"371. Special provision with respect to the

States of Andhara Pradesh, Punjab and Bom-
bay.- (1) Notwithstanding anything in this Con-
stitution, the President may, by order made with
respect to the State of Andhra Pradesh or Pun-
jab, provide for the constitution and functions
of regional committees of the Legislative Assem-
bly of the State, for the modifications to be made
in the rules of business of the Government and
in the rules of procedure of the Legislative As-
sembly of the State and for any special respon-
sibility of the Governor in order to secure the
proper functioning of the regional committees.

(2) Notwithstanding anything in this Con-
stitution, the President may by order made with
respect to the State of Bombay, provide for any
special responsibility of the Governor for- (a)
the establishment of separate development
boards for Vidarbha, Marathwada. the rest of
Maharashtra, Saurashtra, Kutch and the rest of
Gujarat with the provision that a report on the
working of each of these boards will be placed
each year before the State Legislative Assembly;
(b) the equitable allocation of funds for devel-
opmental expenditure over the said areas, sub-
ject to the requirements of the State as a whole;
and (c) an equitable arrangement providing ad-
equate facilities for technical education and vo-
cational training, and adequate opportunities for
employment in services under the control of the
State Government, in respect of all the said
areas, subject to the requirements of the State as
awhole.".

THE BOMBAY RE-ORGANISATION
ACT, 1960 No 11 OF 1960 (25th April, 1960)

An Act to provide for the reorganization of
the State of Bombay and for matters connected
therewith. BE it enacted by Parliament in the
Eleventh Year of the Republic of India as fol-
lows:-

PART I- PRELIMINARY

1. Short title. - The Act may be called
the Bombay Reorganisation Act, 1960

PART IX- LEGAL AND MISCELLA-
NEOUS PROVISIONS

85.Amendment or article 371 of the Con-
stitution.- As from the appointed day, in article
371 of the Constitution, in clause (2)-

(a) for the words " " the State of Bombay",
the words " “the State of Maharashtra or Gu-
jarat" shall be substituted; and

(b) for the words " " the rest of Maharash-
tra", the words * ~and the rest of Maharashtra or,
as the case may be," shall be substituted.

Now let us consider how the amendment
of Art.371 had taken place. Amendment of arti-
cle 371. - Clause (1) of article 371 of the

Constitution shall be omitted, and in the
marginal heading to that article, the words
"Andhra Pradesh," shall be omitted. It now reads
thus:

371. Special provision with respect to the
States of Maharashtra and Gujarat. (1) omitted
by Constitutional (32 Amendment) Act, 1973.
(2) Notwithstanding anything in this Constitu-
tion, the President may by order made with re-
spect to the State of Maharashtra or Gujarat,
provide for any special responsibility of the Gov-
ernor for (a) the establishment of separate de-
velopment boards for Vidarbha, Marathwada,
and the rest of Maharashtra or, as the case may
be, Saurashtra, Kutch and the rest of these
boards will be placed each year before the State

Legislative Assembly; (b) the equitable allocation
of funds for developmental expenditure over the
said areas, subject to the requirements of the
State as a whole; and (c) an equitable arrange-
ment providing adequate facilities for technical
education and vocational training, and adequate
opportunities for employment in service under
the control of the State Government, in respect
of all the said areas, subject to the requirements
of the State as a whole.

Not only that but the manner in which Ar-
ticle 371-D was inserted itself is an indication of
how injustice was meted out to people of Telan-
gana, just because their Mulki Rules were up-
held by the Supreme Court in its judgment
delivered in 1973. The Andhra agitation was in-
tended to thwart the benefits of the Mulki Rules
which were upheld by the apex court.

As a matter of historical fact, the said Article
371-D was inserted into the Indian Constitution
by way of the Constitution (Thirty-Second
Amendment) Act 1973 on 3rd May, 1974 which
came into effect from 1st July 1974 only to de-
prive people of Telangana of their legitimate
rights and that too by blatant removal of several
safeguards in the name of Six point formula.

From the STATEMENT OF OBJECTS
AND REASONS

When the State of Andhra Pradesh was
formed in 1956, certain safeguards were envis-
aged for the Telangana area in the matter of de-
velopment and also in the matterof employment
opportunities and educational facilities for the
residents of that area. The provisions of clause
(1) of article 371 of the Constitution were in-
tended to give eftect to certain features of these
safeguards. The Public Employment (Require-
ment as to Residence) Act, 1957, was enacted
inter alia to provide for employment opportu-
nities for residents of Telangana area. But in
1969, the Supreme Court held the relevant pro-
vision of the Act to be unconstitutional is so far
as it related to the safeguards

envisaged for the Telangana area. Owing to
a variety of causes, the working of the safeguards
gave rise to a certain amount of dissatisfaction
sometimes in the Telangana area and sometimes
in the other areas of the State. Measures were
devised from tim to time to resolve the prob-
lems. Recently several leaders of Andhra
Pradesh made a concerted eftort to analyze the
factors which have been giving rise to the dis-
satisfaction and find enduring answers to the
problems with a view to achieving fuller emo-
tional integration of the people of Andhra
Pradesh. On the 21st September, 1973, they
suggested certain measures (generally known as
the Six-Point Formula) indicating a uniform ap-
proach for promoting accelerated development
of the backward areas of the State so as to secure
the balanced development of the State as a
whole and for providing equitable opportunities
to difterent areas of the State in this matter of
education, employment and career prospects in
public services. This formula has received wide
support in Andhra Pradesh and has been en-
dorsed by the State Government. As the Six-
Point Formula provides for the discontinuance
of the Regional Committee constituted under
clause (1) of article 371 of the Constitution, the
Bill also provides for the repeal of that clause.

Therefore, people of Telangana must ever
remain vigilant since even the sacredness of the
Constitution can be abused by colourable pres-
entation. ¢

ically; slavery was institutionally recognized
by many societies; in more recent times,
slavery has been outlawed in most societies
but continues through the practices of debt
bondage, indentured servitude, serfdom,
domestic servants kept in captivity, certain
adoptions in which children are forced to
work as slaves, child soldiers, and forced
marriages. Slavery is illegal in every country
in the world.

s lavery is a system under which people

The slavery convention (1926) and
protocol (1953):

The Slavery Convention (1926) and
Protocol (1953) developed by the League of
Nations, sets out the classical definition of
slavery:

Slavery is the status or condition of a
person over whom any or all of the powers
attaching to the right of ownership are ex-
ercised.

The Parties to this Convention undertook:

(a) To prevent and suppress the slave
trade;

(b) To bring about,
progressively and as soon
as possible, the complete
abolition of slavery in all its
forms.

The 1953 Protocol
amended the Convention
to bring it within the then
newly-formed United Na-
tions system. The Interna-
tional Labour
Organization developed
the Forced Labour Con-
vention (1930) outlawing
forced or compulsory

labour, defined as: all work or service which
is exacted from any person under the men-
ace of any penalty and for which the said
person has not offered himself voluntarily.
This was supplemented by the Abolition of
Forced Labour Convention (1957) abol-
ished certain exemptions set out in the ear-
lier convention, including forced labour: as
a means of political coercion or education
or as a punishment for holding or express-
ing political views or views ideologically op-
posed to the established political, social or
economic system and as a punishment for
having participated in strikes. The Supple-
mentary Convention on the Abolition of
Slavery, the Slave Trade, and Institutions
and Practices Similar to Slavery (1956) was
designed to “intensify national as well as in-
ternational efforts towards the abolition of
slavery” and outlaw specific slavery-like
practices, including: Debt Bondage: the sta-
tus or condition arising from a pledge by a
debtor of his personal services or of those
of a person under his control as security for
a debt, if the value of those services as rea-
sonably assessed is not applied towards the
liquidation of the debt or the length and na-
ture of those services are not respectively
limited and defined. Serfdom: the condi-
tion or status of a tenant who is by law; cus-
tom or agreement bound to live and labour
on land belonging to another person and to
render some determinate service to such
other person, whether for reward or not,
and is not free to change his status.

Specific practices related to women and
children (including forced or servile mar-
riage):-when a woman, without the right to
refuse, is promised or given in marriage on
payment of a consideration in money or in
kind to her parents, guardian, family or any
other person or group; or the husband of a
woman, his family; or his clan, has the right
to transfer her to another person for value
received or otherwise; or A woman on the
death of her husband is liable to be inher-
ited by another person; a child or young
person under the age of 18 years, is deliv-
ered by either or both of his natural parents

or by his guardian to another person,
whether for reward or not, with a view to
the exploitation of the child or young per-
son or of his labour.

Protocol to Prevent, Suppress and
Punish Trafficking in Persons especially
Women and Children supplements the
Palermo Convention against Transnational
Organized Crime. The Protocol defines
tratticking as: the recruitment, transporta-
tion, transfer, harbouring or receipt of per-
sons, by means of the threat or use of force
or other forms of coercion, of abduction, of
fraud, of deception, of the abuse of power
or of a position of vulnerability or of the
giving or receiving of payments or benefits
to achieve the consent of a person having
control over another person, for the pur-
pose of exploitation. It defines exploitation
as the exploitation of the prostitution of
others or other forms of sexual exploitation,
forced labour or services, slavery or prac-
tices similar to slavery, servitude or the re-
moval of organs. The Protocol also provides
that the consent of a victim to exploitation
is irrelevant where the victim has been
threatened, coerced, or deceived, or the
trafticker has abused a position of power or
taken advantage of the victim’s position of
vulnerability.

Global slavery index:

According to the Global Slavery Index
2013 by Walk Free, an Australia-based rights
group, the following countries are having
major Slavery problems as denoted:

1. MAURITANIA

a.) Some 1,51,000 people or almost 4
percent of the population are thought to be
slaves, according to the index. Estimates by
other groups put the prevalence rate at up
to 20 percent.

b.) Most common is chattel slavery,
meaning that slave status is passed down
through generations.

c.) Slavery has been outlawed in Mau-
ritania since 1961 and trafticking since 2003.
Forced marriages and debt bondage are not

criminalized.
2. HAITI

a.) Haiti has around 2,09,000 slaves, fu-
eled by high poverty, lack of access to social
services and a system of child labour known
as "restavek", in which poor children from
rural areas are sent to work with families in
cities.

b.) Rights groups say restavek children
are often deprived of food, sleep and
schooling and are physically, mentally and
sexually abused.) A draft law on human
trafficking is now before parliament that
would make child trafficking a criminal of-
fence.

3. PAKISTAN

a.) Some 2.10 million Pakistanis are
thought to be enslaved, especially children
and bonded labourers.

b.) The Asian Development Bank esti-
mates that 1.8 million are in bonded labour.

c.) Many Pakistanis migrate to Gulf
States, Iran, Turkey, South Africa and else-
where in search of work, where they fall
prey to unscrupulous labour agents who
withhold passports and don't pay wages.

4. INDIA

a.) With an estimated 13.9 million
slaves, India is home to almost half the
world's slave population.

b.) Almost all forms of slavery are
prevalent, ranging from inter-generational
bonded labour to sex trafficking, child
labour and forced marriage.

c.) Experts say - India has excellent
anti-slavery laws but enforcement is spo-
radic and inconsistent. It remains one of the
few nations not to have ratified the Worst
Forms of Child Labour Convention.

5. NEPAL

a.) An estimated 2,59,000 Nepalis are
enslaved, both inside the country and
abroad.

b.) About 90 percent of the 2.5 million
Nepalis working abroad are undocu-

mented, making them vulnerable
to forced labour.

c.) A crippled economy, en-
demic corruption and institution-
alized  ethnic and  gender
discrimination have created condi-
tions for slavery to thrive since the
end of Nepal's decade-long civil
war in 2006.

6. MOLDOVA

a.) With an estimated 33,000
slaves, Moldova is mainly a source
country for modern slavery.

b.) Moldovans in Ukraine,
Russia, the United States, Ger-
many, Belarus and elsewhere are
exploited in the sex industry, con-
struction, agriculture and domestic
work.

c.)In the past, Moldovans have been
trafticked for purposes of organ removal.

7. BENIN

a.) Benin has some 80,000 slaves,
mainly women and children trafficked into
the sex trade, domestic work or forced
labour.

b.) The International Organization for
Migration says more than 40,000 children
are trafficking victims. Most work on cotton
or cashew plantations or as servants in
houses.

¢.) Vudusi or "shrine slavery" persists,
in which young girls are forced to live in
and care for shrines, where many are habit-
ually sexually abused.

8. IVORY COAST

a.) Around 1,56,000 people are subject
to forced labour and sexual exploitation.

b.) Many children are forced into work
in mining, agriculture, fishing, construc-
tion, domestic work and as street vendors
and shoe-shiners.

c.) A 2010 government report esti-
mated more than 30,000 children were
forced labourers in rural areas, many in the
€OCOa SeCtOT.

9. GAMBIA

a.) 14,000 in Gambia are involved in
slavery, mostly in domestic servitude, forced
begging and prostitution, including child
sex tourism.

b.) Women, girls and boys are trafficked
to Gambia from Senegal, Sierra Leone,
Liberia, Ghana, Nigeria, Guinea-Bissau and
Benin for commercial sexual exploitation.

c.) UNICEF estimates some 60,000
children in Gambia are vulnerable to mod-
ern slavery, including orphans and street
children.

10. GABON

a.) With an estimated 13,000 slaves,
Gabon is both a destination and transit
country for victims of modern slavery.

b.) Girls are mostly trafticked into do-
mestic servitude or sex work while boys are
trafticked for manual work.

c.) Forced and child marriages are com-
mon, and some girls are coerced to work in
restaurants or market stalls.

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Market at major highs

he Indian stock market surged strongly in
T the last few days, and is now closer to the

three year high and it is nearer to the
21,000 mark. Foreign Institutional Investors
(FIIs), are reported to be strong buyers in the
Indian equity market, as many are expecting
that there could be a revival in the Indian
economy growth in one or two quarters. Sen-
sex has crossed the current year peaks, after
several attempts in the last few months.
Global markets are also seen positive due to
temporary solution to the American govern-
ment debt crisis and the Chinese economy
growth rate is reported to be better than the
expected rate.

Sentiment turned strong, and the weak
IIP (Industrial Production) data that was re-
ported on 11th October, had no effect on the
market. Market has also not considered the
negative Inflation Data that was reported on
14th October, which is seen at a seven month
high. Many mid-cap and small-cap stocks,
that have been beaten down in the last few
months to have participated in the rally.

The second quarter financial results of the
Indian companies are being reported and the
performance that was declared so far has been
positive. The recent results of the India’s
leading software firm TCS has been above
market expectations, while the earlier week’s
declared future revenue guidance of Infosys

too have been good, indicating a possible good
growth of the software segment in the coming
quarters. The leading private bank HDFC
Bank too has announced strong growth, and
there are positive expectations from the private
banks.

Precious commodity Gold has seen a
minor recovery in the MCX commodity by
about 1,000 Rupees, but for the recovery to
sustain, it has to break-out of the current bar-
rier of 31,000 to indicate a short-term rally.
Rupee continued its appreciation against the

Dollar, but is closer to the key level of 60. Pre-
cious metal Silver has witnessed a minor re-
covery, but has to sustain above the major
resistance of 50,000 levels, to indicate a short-
term uptrend.

Crude Oil is still weak at current 6,200
levels in the commodity markets, but major
support exists at 6,000 levels, from where a re-
lief rally is possible, for the traders to be alert.

The next major trigger is the forthcoming
Reserve Bank of India’s meeting which is ex-
pected to take a decision on the interest rates.
In-case of any hike in the lending rates, then
there can be a reactionary trend to be cautious.
Technically on the charts, Sensex is positively
placed, but market is closer to the all-time
record high levels, which can be tested.

Market is expected to witness a minor
pause to the current trend in the next few
days and a consolidation trend is also possi-
ble. Market has to sustain above the major
peaks, even after a correction to indicate a
further rally. Only in-case of any failure to
sustain above the psychological support of
20,000 then there can be a short-term correc-
tion trend in the market. &
