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Jagan completes formalities by holding
Samaikya Sankharavam in Hyderabad

Greedy to grab a

With YSR Congress Party having gone about its grand and ostentatious “Samaikya Sankharavam” amidst incessant
rains all over the state on 26th October, it appears all weapons of Seemandhra leaders to stop formation of
Telangana state are exhausted. Every one knows how the central cabinet headed by the congress party is going all
out to complete the constitutional formalities required to reorganize the Andhra Pradesh into states of Telangana
and residuary State of Andhra Pradesh. The Group of Ministers who are entrusted with the work of collection of data
and compiling the draft bill are systematically engaged in their work. There were a lot of hopes raised by YSRCP
among the Seemandhra lot that they would do some miracle to derail the process of state division. But none in

Telangana doubted the consequences as there were no takers to such gimmicks. Com ,
ontd. on page.
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Expectedly, this meeting of YS Jagan
Mohan Reddy too ended as a damp squib.
Though, the YSR Congress leadership
announced earlier that a large number of
people from Telangana also would turn
up, not even a few hundred persons from
entire Telangana turned up at the meeting
on Saturday. Thousands of vehicles
arranged for ferrying people from nearby
Telangana districts returned empty with
every village shunning the organizers who
were desperate to shell out attractive cash
offers.

The LB Stadium, where the meeting
was held was packed to its full capacity of
50,000, but most of them are from three
Rayala Seema districts — Kadapa, Kurnool
and Anantapur. Thousands of others
came in trains from Vijayawada, Guntur,
Nellore and Godavari districts too.
Hundreds of Lungi clad people ferried
through buses, trucks, and trains were
seen loitering on the streets of the
Hyderabad, when the meeting was in
progress from 2PM to 5PM.

Yes, for most of them it was a
sightseeing visit to Hyderabad. But, they
can always come here even after division
of Andhra Pradesh. These ordinary
people who were transported to this
meeting from faraway places seem to be
disinterested in opposing formation of
Telangana state. For them, the bifurcation
of the State is not going to make any real
impact on them. Most of them showed
more enthusiasm in making the meeting
a grand success politically. Obviously,
many ticket aspirants in the YSRCP spent
a lot of money to impress their leadership.
They were seen taking videos and pictures
to have evidence of their contribution.
The speeches made by many speakers
were sclective in their criticism of
Congress, TDP and State Chief Minister
Kiran Reddy. Of course, Jagan was quite
cautious in his speech all throughout. His
speech was very critical of Chandra Babu
Naidu and the TDP.

Although, Jagan did attack congress
president Sonia Gandhi for taking up the
state bifurcation; something suggested
that he was ‘unusually scared’ to cross the
Lakshmana Rekha. His reference to Sonia
was quite selective while he was all
verbose about Chandrababu Naidu. Jagan
was quite soft on Kiran Reddy. Ironically,
not even once Jagan referred to Kiran
Reddy as Chief Minister. Many observers
commented that Jagan was extremely
careful not criticizing TRS and K
Chandrasekhar Rao. There was no
reference at all to KCR who is seen as the
architect of Telangana movement since
2001, invoking sharp criticism from TDP
groups instantaneously. Jagan made no
reference either to the hundreds of
suicides committed by youth in the past
four years demanding the formation of
separate state of Telangana. Jagan also
failed to justify why people of Telangana
must remain united with the people of
Seemandhra. Many observers are critical
that Jagan exhibited poor sense of
leadership qualities by not attempting to
understand the sentiments of T-people
for demanding restoration of their pre-
merger residuary Hyderabad state. Even
leaders of YSRCP from Telangana who
for various reasons are continuing in the
party are questioning as to why Jagan was
silent about the injustices endured by
people of Telangana ever since it merged
with Andhra state in 1956. But being a
shrewd politician, Jagan did plead with
the crowds that gathered to bless him
with all the seats in the Seemandhra
region which has 25 and five more from
elsewhere  hinting  some  from
neighbouring Bellary, Raichur,
Behrampur etcetera.

Out on Bail, Jagan joins race
with Kiran and Chandrababu

As a matter of fact, Jagan too knows
that it is impossible for him to stop
Telangana state with both Congress and
BJP committed to it. It is surprising that

Jagan is still talking about stopping T-state
formation  despite  knowing  the
determination of Sonia Gandhi who is
eager to honour her promise made to the
people of Telangana in 2004. All these
“Samaikya Andhra” dramas of the “Ja-Ki-
Chans” ( Jagan- Kiran-Chandrababu) is
only to consolidate their base in the
residuary Andhra Pradesh state that is
going to have 13 districts in the Seema
and Coastal Andhra regions. In fact,
Kadapa MP is trying to improve his
position in Seemandhra and beat up both
TDP President Chandrababu Naidu and
the beleaguered Chief Minister Kiran
Kumar Reddy who are both struggling for
political supremacy in Seemandhra
districts in the post-division era.

Since Jagan was in jail all these
months, he showed desperateness in
proving his capacity as a crowd puller by
organizing this meeting. That’s why he
took this meeting so seriously. Jagan held
this Samaikya Sankharavam in Hyderabad
as the same was not done by anyone else
among the Seemandhra politicians. In this
meeting, Jagan took great pains to prove
that he is not in league with Congress
party or its chief Sonia Gandhi, as has
been alleged by Chandrababu Naidu and
his entire band of TDP besides a section
of Congress leaders like Vijayawada MP
Lagadapati Rajagopal, Rayapati Sambasiva
Rao, JC Diwakar Reddy and a host of
journalists from Seemandhra. Rajagopal
said that Jagan is an ‘adopted son’ (Datta
Putrudu) of Sonia Gandhi to divide
Andhra Pradesh.

Both Chandra Babu Naidu and
Lagadapati Rajagopal accused Jagan of
being hand in glove with Sonia for getting
bail from the CBI court only after
agreeing to the division of the State as if
Jagan can be an obstacle to Sonia Gandhi
if she is intending to bifurcate the state.
Ironically, including Chandra Babu,
several others are saying that Jagan was let
out on bail only because of Sonia’s
intervention. This is nothing short of

ridiculing our judiciary. These sorts of
double standards must be avoided. Even
Chandrababu Naidu has been repeatedly
saying that Jagan was not criticizing Sonia
Gandhi in his meetings. One wonders
how that is relevant.

Surprisingly, as if to erase that charge,
Jagan on Saturday went aggressive against
Sonia Gandhi. He went on top question
“How does Sonia Gandhi feel, if we bring
in a Bill in the Parliament to send back all
foreigners who had taken Indian
citizenship since 30 years? Then, he
blurted “how a foreigner who took Indian
citizenship three decades ago is trying to
divide Telugu people who are living
together for the last 60 years”? Asked
Jagan. It reminds as to how Jagan like his
father has forgotten that it is Seemandhra
people who had occupied Telangana for
the last 60 years and they should know the
real feelings of Telangana people who had
been fighting for a separate state since
1956 just to get rid of these exploiters.
Jagan, like his late father YS Rajasckhara
Reddy who equated Telangana like a
foreign land is now making a speech for
those very same exploiters whose exit is
being demanded. While, his father talked
about taking a VISA to Hyderabad if
Telangana State is formed; his sister
Sharmila even equated it with Pakistan.
What does all this show? Doesn’t that
reflect an imperialistic mindset?

Chandrababu bares his true
colours

Here we should also not forget the
true colours of Chandrababu Naidu who
shed all pretensions and came out in the
open; opposing Telangana state formation
even after agreeing several times for the
state bifurcation. On Friday, he attacked
the Centre for going ahead with
Telangana state formation by ignoring all
legal and Constitutional procedures.
Naidu even compared Telangana with
Kashmir.
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How can his party leaders in
Telangana like Errabelli Dayakar Rao and
Revanth Reddy explain Chandra Babu
Naidu’s comparing Telangana issue with
Kashmir? TDP leaders from Telangana
who are trying to project Naidu as a great
leader who is committed to Telangana
state formation are now in an
embarrassing situation; thanks to their
leader’s expression of bitterness towards
the division of the State.

In fact, there is no change in the tone
and tenor of Jagan, Kiran and
Chandrababu Naidu when they talk
against Telangana. All of them are
vehemently opposed to the division of the
state. Even when Telangana TDP leaders
complained to Chandrababu Naidu
against Payyavula Keshav (TDP MLA
from Anantapur District) for filing a
petition in Supreme Court against state
division, Naidu didn’t reprimand the
MLA, moreover he justified it.

Kiran proving to be a great
comedian:

Among the many desperate
Seemandhra  leaders  vying  for
recognition, CM Kiran Kumar Reddy is
in a great hurry to grab all the honours.
His latest missives to President Pranab
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Mukherjee  and  Prime  Minister
Manmohan Singh on Friday, thoroughly
exposed Kiran Reddy’s understanding of
constitutional matters. Undoubtedly,
Pranab Da must be wondering how a
politician of Kiran’s calibre was ever made
chief minister of a state in India.
Ironically, observers recall Pranab Da’s
role in anointing Kiran on that fateful day.

Till recently, Kiran was bragging that
he will stop formation of Telangana state
at any cost, but his latest missives to the
President and Prime Minister show how
desperate he is. Kiran in his letter to
Manmohan Singh used the emotional
aspect of India’s Partition and asked the
PM who is a migrant from Lahore to
understand the pain of the Seemandhra
people who are forced to leave Hyderabad
as if state reorganization under Indian
constitution is equivalent to country’s
partition. But, the same Kiran has
forgotten, how he is unwittingly
comparing the same Seemandhra people
with Britishers who were forced to leave
India, after freedom struggle.

Led by Primary Education
Minister S Shailajanath, a delegation of 7
ministers, 8 MPs, 35 MLAs and 4 MLCs
called on the President and the Prime
Minister. Both of them gave them a
patient hearing but refused to give any

assurance that the bifurcation process
would be put on hold. The PM was more
categorical in informing them about the
inevitable formation of State of Telangana
and he requested them to assist the GoM
in working out a viable package for
Seemandhra State.

The Seemandhra leaders lost their
face when they met AICC General
Secretary Digvijay Singh who told them
point blank that the decision to form
Telangana state was not taken in a hurry
but after careful deliberations for over
four years. Singh reminded them that
most of these congress leaders had told
the party high command that they would
abide by whatever decision it takes.

After, the APNGOs and the
Seemandhra Secretariat Employees Union
called oft their two-month long strike,
coupled with the desperate attempts of
Kiran Reddy - Chandrababu Naidu and
Jagan, all failing one by one, now it appears
as if all the weapons in the armoury of
Seemandhra leaders have been exhausted.
Now, the best way to the people of this
region is to secure a better deal for
themselves from the GoM by cooperating
with the union cabinet for the smooth

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Continuous Rainfall expose hollow
development of Hyderabad

hile you need Phailin like storms to
Wdestabilize the coastal areas which are

often subjected to depressions as a
process of nature involving ocean and adjoin-
ing land locked areas (taking the main brunt
affecting collaterally other areas). But one rain
of moderate intensity is enough to witness
such type of devastation in the so called devel-
oped Hyderabad - Greater Hyderabad admin-
istered by GHMC, HMDA..?! Imagine the
trauma of tax paying and peace loving people
residing in GHMC area if it registers rainfall
beyond moderate concerns or incessantly? It
would be utter chaos with the so called her-
itage (as old and can be listed that way because
of architecture) buildings still hosting many a
aborigines - Hyderabadis or Telanganites
which are threatening to give away or have al-
ready given up (like the recent MG Road
Hotel etc) claiming precious lives while in-
flicting a heavy economic loss strategically.
Though, same is the case with the people of
coastal areas in such sufferings, they can take
the solace in that they are accorded with due
compensation in all respects alongside marked
funds for development.

But in a glaring comparison those suffer-

lems are left to the mercy of their own fate on
all counts in-spite of remitting heavy taxes to
the GHMC Exchequer..! What a pity? Many
similar situation like as reported above have
been recorded in Telangana as Mahabubnagar,
Nalgonda, Warangal have reported heavy rains
with collateral damage to living dwellings and
crops while threatening the same in the rest.
Even in Seemandhra region, the fury of inces-
sant rains continued piling upon the recent
Phailin Storms throwing normal life out of
gear while damaging the crops on a large scale.
In the entire state many a bunds have given in
inundating many areas..?!

Two days of incessant rain left all the
roads in Hyderabad under GHMC, HMDA
(reporting from Old city, Hayathnagar, LB
Nagar, Sagar Ring Road, Attapur, Secunder-
abad, Jeedimetla, Kukatpally, BHEL, Seri
Lingampally, Banjara Hills, MP-25/10/2013)
water logged resembling lakes. Is it a boon or
bane in-spite of boasting of the best under-
ground drainage with well connected storm
water drains as reflected in erstwhile Hyder-
abad before and after merger too.. It was in-
deed supported with potable drinking water
resources - Osman Sagar, Himayath Sagar,
Manjeera etc dotted by the then ultra modern

filtering facilities with a regular supply of tasty,
healthy-famed Gandipet Water. People used to
drink/consume Gandipet Water without any
further customized filtration as being resorted
today.. a bane or boon - the so called develop-
ers of modern Hyderabad should ponder over.
In a similar way, they should recall the erst-
while sewerage/drainage along with the storm
drains in contrast with the present overflowing
state even with a small rainfall threatening the
health of Hyderabadis with communicable
diseases which have become a regular fea-
ture..?

A similar situation is on the anvil even
now as the rains over last two days have left
people of Hyderabad displaced (climbing
rooftops or sharing with others) as rain water
seeped into their houses complicating with the
overflowing drainages alongside storm water
drains. While people mostly pedestrians, two
wheeler riders and to some extent self driven
four wheelers too feared coming on to the
roads as they had no trust on the so called-de-
veloped cosmopolitan Hyderabad city roads
governed by a famed GHMC. It solely be-
lieved in enlarging its boundaries (while the
world over shifted to decentralized adminis-
tration) to net regular taxes with abnormal
hikes citing A1 Status (devoid of assured facil-
ities).

GHMC also resorted to illogical means of
taxes collection through regularization of mul-
tistoried constructions which have come up
violating all norms in small areas and vantage
positions adjoining main roads (against master
plan of HMDA..?!) and also by occupying
Nalas, water bodies etc vis-a-vis BPS, BRS.
This has contributed to the present woes as a
strategic centre like-Dilsukhnagar’s  P&T
Colony is waterlogged while inundating ST
hostel in the area leaving the residents and in-
mates crying for help as they lost everything
while no officials or politicians were seen in
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the area at the time of reporting. Same fate has
befallen on RTC-Depot in Hayathnagar as
water is rising every minyge which has made
the petrol pump non-functional while threat-
ening many buses parked of the same fate as
the buses are in no position to move out while
damaging the important official files.

Same is reflected in other parts of Hyder-
abad like — Attapur where Tejaswini Nagar is
in water, Sagar Ring Road to LB Nagar Road
water logged, Mehdipatnam, Vijayanagar
Colony, Jeedimetla and Serilingampally in-
cluding Banjara Hills faring no better while
the entire old city (Main Hyderabad) is in a
pitiable position as many colonies are in a sim-
ilar situation with threatening communicable
diseases as piled up garbage with overflowing
drains have become a nightmare - a trust for a
better living before the merger in 1956 be-
trayed...?!

Another agonizing phase for Hyderabadis
as they feel totally betrayed while praying for
minimum civic facilities as is their due after
remitting huge taxes as Hyderabad has been
graded to Al status in a dubious way without
providing such facilities. They have very
strongly expressed their displeasure against
GHMC, HMDA and Elected Representatives
(except some who have been in the forefront)
alike as no one turned up to assuage their feel-
ings leave alone providing them with adequate
compensation on par with those affected in
rural and coastal areas. At the same time, they
demanded severe action against encroachers of
Nalas, lakes, roads and parks in turn demol-
ishing illegal multistoried complexes surfaced
vis-a-vis BPS, BRS as they feel these are re-
sponsible for present state of affairs alongside
action against all such officials who have co-
operated....While unfortunately awaiting the
actual figures on loss of life and damage to the
property, hope we are not inflicted with an-
other endemic.€

Isn’t it peculiar that a major cyclone,
Phailin that crossed the Andhra coast early
this month couldn’t cause much loss, but
these rains most of the time drizzling that
lashed the city have left a trail of death and
destruction? It is no exaggeration that the city
witnessed a curfew like situation in the last
few days and normal life becoming paralyzed.

The Greater Hyderabad Municipal Cor-
poration officials who visited the places of the
affected areas had to bear the anger of people;
especially those living in Bastis. People almost

attacked the officials for the utter neglect of
their areas, while the local leaders claimed
that crores of rupees were spent on develop-
ment activities in the last five years. Others
accuse the civic authorities of siphoning of’
crores of rupees in the name of development.

This only shows one thing — the govern-
ment is ill-prepared to cope with heavy rains
even in the capital city. If the last two-day
rains caused a downpour of 30 centimeters,
next couple of days is expected to bring in
much more rains or rain water flows. Rains
induced floods are not new to Hyderabad city,
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which witnessed one of the worst floods to
River Musi in 1908 that runs through city of
Hyderabad.

The Sixth Nizam, Mir Mahabub Ali
Pasha who handled the floods then swung
into action and came up with both short-term
and long term solutions. He laid foundation
for the modern drainage system in the city
which is still under use. Noted Engineer

Mokshagundam Viswesvaraiah was brought
from Mysore and he is largely credited for
commissioning city drainage system which is
still functioning despite no additional im-
provements made by the so called “See-
mandhra Chief Ministers” in the past 56
years.

But, the present day government is rest
content with the keen-jerk reactions. Partic-
ularly, the role of the Greater Hyderabad Mu-
nicipal Corporation is pathetic. Though, the
city faced a devastating flood due to heavy
rains 12 years ago, still there is no fool-proof

mechanism to prevent such situation. There
has been no expansion of drainage system. All
that these Seemandhra politicians and corrupt
bureaucrats seem to be interested in are the
kickback they can make from contractors and
that’s why there is so much of fuss about
building flyovers or metro rail projects with-
out caring for the basic needs like providing
proper drainage system or striving for pre-

serving hundreds of lakes.

The present day government as well as
numerous bodies like Hyderabad Metropol-
itan Development Authority have just con-
fined to real estate activity around Hyderabad
city and jacking up of prices of lands belong-
ing to those who are closer to those who are
in power. Except in posh areas like Banjara
Hills and Jubilee Hills, the city infrastructure
is in tatters.

If the Nizams developed a proper infra-
structure, the governments that ruled the
State since 1956 have mostly concentrated on
patchy activity and never bothered about
solving people’s problems. Now, all the talk
of Seemandhra leaders that they had devel-
oped the historical city proves to be a blatant
lie that smacks of a bogus claim. These lead-
ers had only built mansions and bought lands
for their real estate activity.

The city’s lost beautiful lakes, tanks and
horticultural gardens that once surrounded
Hyderabad with serenity are all gone because
of the greed to make a fast buck. Now, after
six decades of Independence, Hyderabad peo-
ple fear whenever there is a dark cloud above
the sky. Let us save the real heritage of Hy-
derabad from being ruined into a concrete
jungle. Deccan Post demands the state gov-
ernment to issue a white paper on what all it
did to improve the City's drainage system
from 1956 onwards. ¢

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Jagan chooses to address ‘GoM’
via Samaikya Sankharavam

YSRCP made his first public speech

after his conditional release from
Chanchalguda Jail in the disproportionate
assets case (quid pro quo) and also other
related cases being pursued by CBI and
the Enforcement Directorate upon the di-
rections of AP High Court.

Thousands of party workers made
way to Hyderabad through arranged
transport vis-a-vis buses and special trains
even in the not so friendly travel mode as
the state was literally in the seizure of tor-
rential rains..! Meeting also had the token
presence of Seemandhra Vidyarthi -
Kishore (Vizag), APNGOs Ex-President
- Gopal Reddy, AP Gazetted - Patel dot-
ting the guest speakers list. Till recently in
the foretront as Telangana protagonists on
behalf of YSRCP - Gattu Ramchander
Rao, Janak Prasad, Surya Prakash,
Rehman (all migrants from difterent po-
litical T units) too made their appearance
to drumbeat Samaikya stance while Gattu
and Surya Prakash went an extra mile in
orchestrating an eternal rhetoric that YS
Jagan would be the heir-in-apparent
CM..!

The meeting was presided over by

the Ex-Minister Konatala Ramakrishna
from Coastal Andhra region. The mood
of the meeting and the selected menu for
the speakers is anybody’s guess. It dwelled
upon the oft repeated slogan that they op-
pose the division of the state as it is being
done in the name of votes and seats. All
of them targeted the ruling congress
alongside other lead players.

Each player begins the game with 16
pieces: one king, one queen, two rooks,
two knights, two bishops, and eight
pawns. Each of the six piece types moves
differently. Pieces are used to attack and
capture the opponent's pieces, with the
objective to 'checkmate' the opponent's
king by placing it under an inescapable
threat of capture. In addition to check-
mate, the game can be won by the volun-
tary resignation of the opponent, which
typically occurs when too much material
is lost, or if checkmate appears unavoid-
able. A game may also result in a draw in
several ways, where neither player wins.
The course of the game is divided into
three phases: opening, middle game, and
end game.

The first official World Chess Cham-
pion, Wilhelm Steinitz, claimed his title
in 1886; India has the World Champion
in Grandmaster Viswanathan Anand. In
addition to the World Championship,
there are the Women's World Champi-
onship, the Junior World Championship,
the World Senior Championship, the
Correspondence Chess World Champi-
onship, the World Computer Chess
Championship, and Blitz and Rapid
World Championships. The Chess
Olympiad is a popular competition
among teams from different nations. On-
line chess has opened amateur and pro-
fessional competition to a wide and varied
group of players. Chess is a recognized

sport of the International Olympic Com-
mittee and international chess competi-
tion is sanctioned by the World Chess
Federation (FIDE), which adopted the
now-standard Staunton chess set in 1924
for use in all official games. There are also
many chess variants, with different rules,
different pieces, and different boards.

Computers and chess:

Since the second half of the 20th cen-
tury, computers have been programmed
to play chess with increasing success, to
the point where home computers can play
chess at a very high level. In the past two
decades, computer analysis has con-
tributed significantly to chess theory, par-
ticularly in the endgame. The computer
Deep Blue was the first machine to over-
come a reigning World Chess Champion
in a match, when it defeated Garry Kas-
parov in 1997.

Chess around the world:

Indian chess is the name given to the
version of the game as played in India in
the 18th and 19th centuries. Chess origi-
nated in India during the Gupta Empire,
where its early form in the 6th century
was known as Chaturanga, which trans-
lates as ‘four divisions of the army’: in-
fantry, cavalry, elephants, and chariots,
represented by the pieces that would
evolve into the modern pawn, knight,
bishop, and rook, respectively. Chatu-
ranga, from Sanskrit means "four limbs".
The name came from a battle formation
mentioned in the Indian epic Mahab-
harata. The game Chaturanga was a battle
simulation game which rendered Indian
military strategy of the time. Besides the
more conventional Tiwwo-Handed Chatu-
ranga which is very like the Persian Cha-
trang, there is in India a Four-handed
game, also called by some authors Chat-

uraji (meaning "four kings"). The Mon-
gols call the game ‘Shatar’, and in Ethiopia
it is called ‘Senterej’, both evidently de-
rived from ‘Shatranj’. The game reached
Western Europe and Russia by at least
three routes, the earliest being in the 9th
century. By the year 1000 it had spread
throughout Europe. Introduced into the
Iberian Peninsula by the Moors in the
10th century, it was described in a famous
13th century manuscript covering Sha-
tranj, backgammon and dice named the
Libro de los juegos.

Chess spread throughout the world

and many variants of the game soon
began taking shape. Buddhist pilgrims,
Silk Road traders and others carried it to
the Far East where it was transformed and
assimilated into a game often played on
the intersection of the lines of the board
rather than within the squares. Chatu-
ranga reached Europe through Persia, the
Byzantine Empire and the expanding Ara-
bian. Chess also went to North Africa,
Sicily, and Iberia by the 10th century.

Modern history saw reliable refer-
ence works, competitive chess tourna-
ments and exciting new variants which

added to the game's popularity, further
bolstered by reliable timing mechanisms
(first introduced in 1861), effective rules
and charismatic players. The original
chess board was mathematically revolu-
tionary, as reported by the infamous
Wheat and chessboard problem.

A common theory is that India’s de-
velopment of the board, and chess, was
likely due to India’s mathematical enlight-
enment involving the creation of the
number zero. Other game pieces (specu-
latively called "chess pieces") uncovered
in archaeological findings are considered

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as coming from other, distantly related
board games, which may have had boards
of 100 squares or more. Findings in the
Mohenjo-Daro and Harappa (26001500
BC) sites of the Indus Valley Civilization,
show the prevalence of a board game that
resembles chess. Chess was designed for
an ‘Aashtapada (Sanskrit for "having eight
feet", i.e. an 8X8 square board), which
may have been used earlier for a
backgammon-type race game (perhaps re-
lated to a dice-driven race game still
played in south India where the track
starts at the middle of a side and spirals
into the center).

Ashtapada, the uncheckered 8X8
board served as the main board for play-
ing Chaturanga. Other Indian boards in-
cluded the 10X 10 Dasapada and the 9x9
Saturankam. Moheshchunder Bannerjee
of Bengal was a strong player whose
games have been described by his partner
John Cochrane. These included the fol-
lowing game, a Grunfeld Defense against
Cochrane in 1855, some 38 years before
Ernst Grunteld was born. Mir of Punjab
transitioned from Indian chess to Western
rules. During a visit to England for five
years, he won the British Championship
in 1929, 1932, and 1933.

World chess championship 2013:

The World Chess Championship
2013 will be a match between the World
Chess Champion Viswanathan Anand
(winner of the World Chess Champi-
onship 2012) and Magnus Carlsen, to de-
termine the 2013 World Chess
Champion. It will be held under the aus-
pices of FIDE, the World Chess Federa-
tion, from 9th to 28th November 2013 in
Chennai, India.

M cher Malik, Master Teacher of Belly Dancing

How did you choose ‘Belly dancing’?

What’s in ‘Belly dancing’ for a woman?

Belly dancing is actually very good for women
as it helps them to deliver a child.

It was a dance to prepare the womb to give birth.

Is this the pure form of ‘Belly dancing’ that
you teach?

The original Arabic Belly dance has not been
popular in India. The Belly dance that I teach has

India. Many Hindi film songs have become the
background score for a popular belly dance show. I
have also been doing a creative fusion of belly dance
and Odissi dance along with Nitisha Nanda.

How is it going in India?

Initially, people thought Belly dancing is some
kind of a Russian dance or a dance with skimpy
clothes. They thought it was also associated to
vulgarity or prostitution. It took some time for the
people to understand the aesthetics of this dance.
Belly dancing has progressed well in India. Today,
the youth is interested in this form of dance as it is
also a good stress buster. I run the Banjara School
of Dance and we also organize and participate in
Belly Dancing festivals in New Delhi and
Bengaluru.

Can dancers take up Belly dance as profession?

I have a professional team of performers. We
have costume designing division. You need to show
the mid part of the body in this form of dance. A
Belly dancer can earn good amount of money on
shows and it is a sunrise profession.

What are the International tie ups in this
area?

We do an International Belly dancing festival
every year in the month of September in New
Delhi. We also have International instructors who
teach students at our academy. ¢

barrier of 21,000, and is seen in a minor
reactionary trend, in the last few days. Market
is seen in a minor correction as the Foreign In-
stitutional Investors (FIIs) have reported to
have slowdown their buying spree while the
traders are in a profit booking mode, of their
short-term purchases. As the month end set-
tlement period is also coming closer, many
speculators are also unwinding their long po-
sitions in the futures market. However the
major trend is positive, and market is seen in a
correction mode after a rally of about 1,500
points in the Sensex in the last few weceks.

The quarterly financial results season is in
underway, and the corporate results that have
been declared so far have seen a positive reac-
tion in the market. The software firms have
announced strong results, but the stocks are
seen in a correction trend, as a strong rally was
already seen in the last few months. Banking
stocks have witnessed an uptrend, as further
liquidity support measures are expected. Many
public sector mid-cap banking stocks are be-
lieved to be at attractive valuations for long-
term perspective.

Crude Oil has further extended its losses
from the high of 7,500 levels and is now closer
to the major support levels of 6,000 in the
MCX commodity market. Precious metal

the levels of 62 and 61 in the last few weeks,
against the American Dollar.

Pharma stocks are seen in a profit booking
mode as the pharma sector is seen in an over-
bought position. Infrastructure segment has
seen smart gains in the last few weeks, but the
Infra Index is seen well below the previous
peaks.

Market is keenly awaiting the next meet-
ing of Reserve Bank of India (RBI), which is
expected a take a decision on the interest rates.
In-case of any hike in the lending rates, then
there can be a correction trend in the stock
market.

Technically, market is near the long-term
resistance levels, to be cautious. Sensex has
earlier made a peak at the current levels of
21,000 in January 2008 and in November
2010. This crucial long-term resistance level is
again being tested for the third time in the last
five years. Sensex is likely to witness a major
consolidation at current barrier levels, before
taking next direction. Market has to sustain
above this crucial long-term resistance to in-
dicate a further rally into new highs. In-case
of a further correction, then market has the
major support below at 20,000. ¢
