The Parliament in the last few days has heeded to genuine aspirations of four crore people of Telangana
by granting them their long cherished and desired statehood by bifurcating state of Andhra Pradesh. The
constitutional process for formation of Telangana State began with the union government initiating the
process on 3rd October 2013. Every provision that is specified under Articles 3 & 4 of Indian Constitution
enabling formation of a new state has been meticulously adhered to and both the House of The People
and the Council of States approved the Telangana State formation bill with a large majority. Only a formal
signature and putting a stamp of assent by the President of Republic of India to the Andhra Pradesh State
Reorganization Bill-2014 moved and passed by both houses of Parliament is due for formalizing the coming

The birth of Telangana State marks the
emergence of India’s 29th state officially
from the appointed day onwards that is
specified in the notification. This process
will be done within four or five days by
the end of next week. Now is the time to
celebrate and introspect on who really
made this ‘dream come true’ possible,
which was uncertain till the last minute
on 20th February when the Rajya Sabha
took up the voting amidst forces attempt-
ing to stall the T-bill by hook or crook.

Forget about parties or persons; un-
doubtedly, the commitment and determi-
nation of Congress President Sonia
Gandhi was singularly responsible for this
historic legislation fulfilling the six
decades long aspiration of four crore peo-
ple of Telangana. Many are seen praising
the Congress Party and the UPA govern-
ment for this bill, but the actual force that
worked against all odds to ensure forma-
tion of the State of Telangana was none
other than Sonia & Sonia Gandhi alone.
Statchood to Telangana was on top of
Sonia’s mind since 2001 when she chaired
a Congress Working Committee (CWC)
meeting to pass a resolution demanding
the Vajpayee led NDA government to go
for a Second State Reorganisation Com-
mission (SRC) to facilitate formation of
Telangana state. Of course, BJP which led
the NDA then turned down the proposal
and the story ended then and there for the
saftron camp. But not for Sonia. She con-
tinued her commitment by forging an al-
liance with the TRS in 2004 elections and
making a fervent promise to people of this
region that she would fulfill the aspira-
tions at an appropriate time. Sonia Gandhi
after the 2004 general elections emerged
as the Chairperson of the Congress led
UPA and the Left Front coalition did her
best to get the Telangana statchood issue
included in the Common Minimum Pro-
gramme announced by the President dur-
ing the inaugural joint session of the two
houses of the Parliament. Of course, due
to the strong opposition from the then
Chief Minister YS Rajasckhara Reddy as
well as the Left Front that had 60 MPs,
there was no progress on this score and
the demand was put in cold storage.

Sonia got an opportunity to bring back
Telangana onto the agenda of the UPA-II,
only after the death of YSR in September
2009 and also the prior exit of the CPI-M
from the Congress led UPA-II. She
strategically utilized the fast unto death by
TRS chief K Chandrasekahr Rao over Po-
lice Recruitment issue in Hyderabad City
Zone which led to heightened agitation in
a span of few days threatening a huge law
and order issue in the state on account of
suicides by students and youth demand-
ing formation of Telangana state. All par-
ties in the State urged the central
government to act in accordance with the
situation. Except CPI-M and MIM, all
other parties demanded the immediate
announcement of Telangana state forma-
tion. This unusual political situation
prompted the union government and the
Union Home Minister P Chidambaram
issued a statement announcing that the
process for initiating formation of Telan-
gana has begun coinciding with the 63rd
birthday celebrations of Sonia Gandhi on
9th of December, 2009.

However, subsequent political drama
enacted by the Seemandhra public repre-
sentatives had led to political chaos in the

state. The central government had ap-
pointed Justice Srikrishna Committee to
study and compile options with regard to
bifurcation of the state. Not many be-
lieved Sonia as the subsequent develop-
ments have shown as if the Congress has
put Telangana issue in the backburner.
But, that was not the case. It is clearly ev-
ident as to how Sonia was continuously
pursuing the matter in so many ways.

In fact, she always ensured that the issue
always remained on top of the agenda of
UPA-II. Sonia allowed Rosaiah to be re-
placed by Kiran Reddy in November
2010. In the wake of Jagan Mohan Reddy
quitting the party, Sonia cleverly allowed
the decaying PRP to merge with Con-
gress. Sonia systematically went on ac-
commodating MPs from Seemandhra in
the union cabinet. Seven out of eighteen
MPs are taken into union ministry.
Kavuri, Rayapati being senior congress
MPs were denied berths in the ministry
for their controversial business deals.
However, for the sake of ensuring smooth
division, people like Kavuri were taken
into the cabinet. Kiran Reddy, who was
proving to be political liability on account
of his poor governing skills, was also con-
tinued till the end to prevent unnecessary
political instability. Therefore, as a result
of culmination of a series of political de-
velopments and other factors have con-

tributed to initiating the process and pas-
sage of Andhra Pradesh Reorganization
Bill 2014, towards carving out a State of
Telangana with ten districts and Hyder-
abad as a common capital for ten years.

How Sonia won BJP’s support:

It’s amazing to observe the manner in
which the Congress has won the support
of the BJP which happens to be the main
opposition party in both houses of the
Parliament for passing the Telangana bill
at a time when the congress MPs num-
bering about 18 belonging to Seemandhra
region in the state of AP openly defying
the party diktats and opposing the T-bill.
The Congress which doesn’t have com-
fortable numbers in either House of the
Parliament has mustered courage to push
through the T-bill. Another extreme step
was the expulsion of six of its MPs from
Lok Sabha who turned completely hostile
and went about bringing No-confidence
Motion against their own party heading
the government.

Unless the Congress was sure of BJP’s
support, it wouldn’t have been possible
for it to expel its six MPs. But, Sonia in a
clever strategy made BJP committed to
extend its full support to the ruling party
in passing the T-bill days before the last
session of the Parliament was concluded.
For this, Sonia used a combination of
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techniques. Firstly, Sonia overcame the
opposition from within her party towards
formation of Telangana. All the major
leaders including Prime Minister Man-
mohan Singh, Vice-president Rahul
Gandhi, Digvijay Singh, Ghulam Nabi
Azad and Veerappa Moily were said to be
not interested in pushing Telangana at this
stage. They were apprehensive of the stiff
opposition from the cash rich See-
mandhra Congress lobby, which was
threatening the party leadership of dire
consequences.

Every one accused Sonia Gandhi of de-
laying a decision on Telangana and being
indecisive on granting statehood to the re-
gion since December 9th, 2009. But, the
same delay and indecisiveness had helped
Sonia in forging a common opinion
among the political parties in favour of
Telangana state. Finally, her delay tactics
yielded results. Sonia ensured that the
convening of meetings of all parties by the
union home ministry was periodically
held to elicit the opinion of these parties.

But, when the Congress kept mum on
stating its stand and delaying in spelling
out its decision, every other party thought
that Congress was not sincere about con-
ceding the State of Telangana. That’s why
they started announcing their support to
division of Andhra Pradesh, only with the
hope that Congress anyway won’t grant
Telangana. Firstly, the BJP took an out-
right stand in 2006 by announcing its full
support to the Telangana and its national
president Rajnath Singh even promised to
form the new state within 100 days after
it comes to power at the Centre. BJP sen-
ior leader LK Advani said that it was
Chandrababu Naidu who prevented the
creation of Telangana when Vajpayee was
heading the central government and
NDA was helpless as it was dependent on
his party (TDP’s) support.

Later, TDP president Chandrababu
Naidu said he had no objection if Telan-
gana was formed and told the same to the
Centre in his letter to Pranab Committee.
Later, other parties like CPI, MIM too
came out in support of Telangana, al-
though with some riders. Finally, YSR
Congress floated by Jagan too came out in
support of Telangana as its president Vi-
jayamma told in a Parakala assembly by-
poll meeting that it was her late husband
YSR who first moved the demand for
Telangana through the region’s 41 Con-
gress MLAs in 1999.
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Both TDP and YSR Congress openly
told the public that “We cannot bring or
stop Telangana”. Jagan’s representatives
suggested the Centre that it should form
the Telangana state under Article 3 of the
Constitution. So, both Naidu and Jagan
have lost any ground to oppose Telangana
subsequently. Of course, later they
changed their stands, but public noticed
their double standards.

BJP in a bind:
BJP, solely guided by its mentor RSS’s

major line in favour of smaller states was
in a bind on statehood to Telangana. On
the one hand, its policy favours Telangana
creation, while some of its leaders like
Venkaiah Naidu who participated in Jai
Andhra movement in 1971-72 were vehe-
mently opposed to the division of AP. But,
Sonia’s personal intervention and appeal
to the BJP top brass subtly questioning
the credibility of the BJP in going back on
its commitment has melted the resistance
of saffron party. The BJP leadership off-
course failed to rally their allies like the
Akali Dal and the Shiv Sena over their
support to Telangana state formation. It is
understood that Shiv Sena has a concern
regarding Vidarbha’s statchood demand
but what made the Akalis oppose the T-
bill? Especially, after acknowledging the
genuine struggle of Telangana? It was no
surprise to see the two Dravidian parties
stand on the same side opposing the for-
mation of Telangana state but it was sad
that parties like JD-U, BJD have chosen
to oppose without proper reasoning.
They failed to rise when the situation de-
manded.

Sonia achieved BJP’s cooperation
through two ways. One, she got an assur-
ance from the BJP leadership that they
won’t oppose Telangana bill in both Lok
Sabha and Rajya Sabha. On the other

hand, she issued a whip to all Congress
and UPA MPs, so that the efforts of BJP
leader Venkaiah Naidu to move some
amendments to the bill are not approved
in which case once again the Lok Sabha
requires to discuss, debate and vote.

Had these amendments were adopted
in Rajya Sabha, the bill would have to go
to Lok Sabha again which could have in-
variably caused delay in its passage.
Though Venkaiah Naidu tried to move
amendments to the T-bill, its Leader of
Opposition in Rajya Sabha Arun Jaitley
maintained a tactful posture and allowed
smooth passage of the T-bill in Rajya
Sabha. He even dropped his worthy ob-
jections on some apparent defects over
the Constitutional validity of the T-bill,
after Kapil Sibal gave some vague reason-
ing.

15th of August can be the Appointed
Date for Telangana?

Now the remaining things are mere
formalities for the birth of Telangana. Al-
ready, Union Minister Jairam Ramesh an-
nounced on Friday that a gazette
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notification signed by the President
Pranab Mukherjee would be issued in
four or five days, specifying an appointed
date for official establishment of Telan-
gana state. There are three possible dates
for this. One is August 15th, Independ-
ence day, September 17th, Hyderabad
Liberation Day and third one is Dec 9th,
Sonia Gandhi’s birth day. These three
dates are considered good and auspicious
by congress men, but August 15th could
be more appropriate as people of Telan-
gana can celebrate it as their official state
formation day as well as Independence
Day. In 1947, they missed the significance
of the day because of the rule of Nizam at
the time.

The appointed day has lot of implica-
tions too. Firstly, it’s linked to holding of’
the general elections to the AP state as-
sembly that can last only till 2nd June
marking the completion of tenure of five
years. Secondly, till the appointed date,
the expenditure incurred by the See-
mandhra is borne from the finances of the
undivided State. The budget deficit that
is going to impact the Seemandhra state

after the appointed date is envisaged to be
taken over by the central government
after the regular budget is introduced.

In the end, the majority people of
Andhra Pradesh who speak Telugu have
the rare distinction of having two linguis-
tic states. So far, there are ten Hindi
speaking states in the country. The politi-
cians of West Bengal State however must
stop trying to fool people elsewhere.
Everyone had seen how the CPI-M and
the TMC which bitterly fight each other
have ganged up against the T-bill; they
should remember that they people are not
ignorant of what nonsense they are
preaching without practicing. The Ben-
gali speaking people are proud of their lin-
guistic state of West Bengal, that’s all right
- but what about their hegemony in
Tripura and Assam? Beware people are
tolerant not ignorant. The CPI-M cannot
win the trust of people in Telangana for
their duplicity. The people of Telangana
would surely provide a platform for op-
pressed groups across the country and
shall teach the TMC a bitter lesson as and
when time comes. Lastly, the continued
support extended by Mayawati of the BSP,
Sharad Pawar of the NCP and Ajit Singh
of the RLD can never be forgotten and
the people of Telangana would cherish
forever their support and wish them well.
It’s time for everyone in Telangana to re-
call, remember the sacrifices of Martyrs
of 1969 movement and those hundreds of
brave hearts who in the past few years ago
ignited and kept the flame of Telangana
passion burning. What one can offer them
is only our gratitude in the form of eternal
thanks and sincere prayers to their imper-
ishable souls. God bless Telangana. ¢

tus for new Seemandhra State that has

All the facilities and benefits en-
joyed by the people of Telangana state are
going to be equally enjoyed by the people
of Seemandhra in Hyderabad City within
GHMC limits during this period.

Even as a new capital that shall be an-
nounced within a short period gets built in
the heart of Seemandhra region; yet people

Hyderabad. Any new capital city can get
the necessary infrastructure built in about
two to three years whatever may be the de-
sign and architecture. That means the peo-
ple of Seemandhra will have a problem of
plenty.

out that the last two days prior to the pas-
sage of the bill-the same group of the past
did play the same trick to sabotage Telan-
gana process by seeking constitutional
amendments thereby sending the bill
back to Lok Sabha..?!

rightly stayed the release of Tamil Nadu

government’s plans to release three con-
victs in the case of assassination of late Prime
Minister Rajiv Gandhi. This is a welcome
order by the apex court as the sensitive issue
has become a political issue in Tamil Nadu in
the run-up to the general elections due to Lok
Sabha this summer.

T he Supreme Court of India on Thursday

The SC order underscores the procedural
and legal nuances involved in the issue. There
has been a tremendous emotional upheaval in
Tamil Nadu over the matter for the last few
days and the issue needs to be studied and an-
alyzed beyond narrow parochial and political
considerations. The apex court bench headed
by Chief Justice P Sathasivam directed the
Tamil Nadu government to maintain status
quo in this matter.

Tamil Nadu cabinet chaired by Chief
Minister J Jayalalithaa on Wednesday decided
to release all the seven convicts in the Rajiv as-
sassination case from jail, as they have been
overstaying in confinement. These seven in-
clude three convicts whose death sentence was
commuted to life imprisonment by the SC two
days ago.

THE THREE CONVICTS ARE:
Murugan, Shantan and Perarivalan. The four
others undergoing life imprisonments are:
Nalini, B Robert Payas, S Jayakumar and P
Ravichandran. These seven were about to walk
free from jail after Jayalalithaa threatened to re-
lease them, if there is no response from the
Centre on this issue. The Centre holds the
control over these convicts as the CBI tried the
assassination case of Rajiv Gandhi who was
killed in a self immolation attack on the night
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National parties must come together in curtailing
waywardness amongst the regional parties

of 21st May, 1991. The Tamilnadu CM Jay-
alalithaa told the Tamil Nadu Assembly that the
SC while commuting the death sentence of the
three to life imprisonment observed that the
State had powers to provide them all the remis-
sions as per the laws. Moreover, all of them
have been in jail for over 23 years and that is a
primary ground for the SC to commute the
death sentence of three of them to life impris-
onment.

Based on this, the Tamil Nadu govern-
ment has decided to set free these convicts as
they had spent about 23 years jail. Not surpris-
ingly, all the major political parties in Tamil
Nadu including the principal opposition DMK
have welcomed the decision. DMK leader and
LoP in the Tamil Nadu state assembly
Karunanidhi went a step beyond and congrat-
ulated his arch rival Jayalalithaa for taking this
decision.

Interestingly, when Karunanidhi tried to
release these convicts three years ago, Jay-
alalithaa opposed the move. Then, her objec-
tion was that once a person is awarded life
sentence, he or she should suffer behind bars
for life, but for a specified period, 14 years or
beyond. Even now, some parties are arguing on
these lines and opposing the move.

There were arguments that as death sen-
tence is commuted to life imprisonment, the
convicts can be set free, if they had stayed in
jail, for a period, normally applicable to life
convicts under relevant sections of Indian Penal
Code and Criminal Procedure Code. But,
there are others who diftered with the view and
felt that their release would be dangerous in
terms of the same being misused by political
parties across the nation that have regional con-
siderations.
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Now, that the SC has intervened and is-
sued directions to the State government to stay
the release, all the national parties must sit to-
gether and discuss the issue beyond political
considerations. On the one hand the senti-
ments of people of Tamil Nadu who are sym-
pathetic towards the issue of LT TE and on the
other hand, the sentiments of other across the
nation and the statements issued by PM Man-
mohan Singh and Rahul Gandhi opposing
their release must be thoroughly debated to en-
sure a fair mechanism is evolved in dealing
with emotive matters that have far wider ram-
ifications for the unity and integrity of the na-
tion.

Only the SC can take a final view of this
issue when the matter comes up before it
sometime later. Till then, better Tamil Nadu
government overcomes its temptations of ex-
ploiting people’s sentiments. We have seen how
both DMK and AIADMK, two arch rivals in
the state of Tamilnadu opposed bifurcation of’
state of Andhra Pradesh a few days ago in both
the houses of Parliament. Both argued vehe-
mently that it is a blatant attack on federal spirit
of the nation. But when it comes to the issue
of releasing life convicts in Rajiv Gandhi assas-
sination Case whose death penalty was com-
muted by the SC on considerations beyond the
scope of constitutional scheme of India; the
two Dravidian parties cared two hoots for the
sentiments of the rest of the people of India.
That’s why the role of regional parties in mat-
ters relating to internal and external security of
the nation must be constantly monitored as
there is a tendency amongst them to act unrea-
sonably to suit their narrow interests. ¢

ricket is a funny game. A game of

There is a lot of paraphernalia when the
game of cricket is played in all its serious-
ness.

N obel laureate Harald zur Hausen was in Hyder-
spoke to Deccan Post.

What is your view on the cause of cervical can-
cer?

Nearly twenty percent of cancers worldwide are
mainly caused due to infections and about sixty
percent are caused by viruses. The rest are caused due
to bacteria and/or parasites.

How was the Human Papilloma Viruses
(HPY’) vaccine developed?

The HPV vaccine induces antibodies against
major structural protein of the HPV virus. Antibodies
neutralize the incoming virus and prevent it from a
successtul infection. Since these viruses are sexually
transmitted, the vaccine should be applied prior to the
onset of sexual activity.

What is your view on the HPV vaccine and its
negative effects?

The side effects due to HPV vaccine are very low.
It is a good vaccine and has prevented precursor
lesions of cervical cancers caused by HPV. The
vaccine is effective for 10 years and more. Prevention
of lesions drastically reduces the need for surgical
interventions. Screening is important, for those who
developed HPV infection, as the lesions that cause
cervical cancer can be removed surgically.

Is vaccination the way out to keep cancer away?

I feel that vaccination for girls and boys should
be recommended to prevent certain cancers, which

have been linked to human papilloma viruses
(HPV).Vaccine should also be recommended for boys
because they were the transmitters of the virus. Boys
in below 30 years age group have more sexual partners
than girls. Apart from cervical cancer, HPV is also
linked to cancers of the pharynx and anus. There are
almost 200 types in HPV, and about 15 of them are
linked to cancers.

What precautions are needed in a country like
India?

There is a need for regular screening to detect
possibilities of cancer. Lack of sufficient screening is
one of the main reasons for the high incidence of
cervical cancer in India and other developing
countries. Pap smear test reduces the rate by
identifying the lesions that can be surgically removed.

What are the other areas of research for you?

This is a continuous process. Now I am looking
into the possible involvement of infectious agents in
colon cancer and early childhood cancers based on
epidemiological observations.

How easy is it for a young research scholar in
his work today?

Research should start with an original idea. It
may be finally proved. Or it may not be proved. One
must be determined to constantly have faith on the
projects and not to be discouraged by criticism by
anyone. Only constant efforts can bring in the desired

results. ¢

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Market recovers on global trends

Asian markets. The recent short-term up-
trend that was seen from the major support of
20,000 levels has extended further and has made
slow but steady gains of about 800 points in the
last few days. The Foreign Institutional In-
vestors who were cautious earlier are now re-
ported to have made purchases. Market is seen
in a major consolidation and sideways trend in
the last few months, and is struck in a long-term
narrow range. Select Frontline and mid-cap
stocks have advanced, while activity was seen
limited. The market has reacted positively to the
Interim Union Budget that was presented on
17th February. The growth rate (GDP) is ex-
pected to higher in this current year and the fis-
cal deficit is expected to be contained at 4.6% of’
the GDP, which is a positive sign for the econ-
omy and the Banks. The Budget is seen positive
for the power sector and the cut in the excise
duties for the automobiles would have a positive
impact on this sector.

s tock market witnessed further recovery on

Market’s uptrend was led by banks, which
have staged a recovery after earlier few weeks of
a correction trend. The strong performers like
the software and the pharma stocks have also
contributed to the positive sentiment. Market
has to extend its uptrend for the other segments
to participate in the rally.

But the crude oil has advanced further and
has breached the recent high of 6,300. The
crude petroleum prices have been on an uptrend
from 5,700 levels in the commodity markets and
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in-case of any further ascending trend, then it
would be a concern for the markets. The pre-
cious commodities Gold and Silver, which have

Similarly, Silver has made strong gains from
43,000 major support levels to current 48,000 in
the MCX commodity market. It has the next
major barrier above at 50,000, where a short-
term pause is possible for the traders to be alert.

Aluminum, Zinc, Lead have
also made a recovery after an earlier sideways
trend and are likely to continue its recovery. The
Dollar has seen a minor decline against the In-
dian Rupee, but has strong support at 61.5 lev-
els, where it is seen holding in the last few
months.

Sensex technically on the price charts has
the next major resistance above at 21,000, where
a short-term consolidation is possible, before in-
dicating next direction. It has to sustain above
this barrier to continue the further uptrend.
Only in-case of any failure to hold the support
of 20,000, then it indicates a short-term reac-
tionary trend for the short-term investors to be
cautious.
