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One More Chance?

he ongoing agitation for Telangana Statehood has been witnessing many types of

T protests. The recent ‘Sadak Bandh’, blockade of road on National Highway No 7 that

connects Telangana with Rayalaseema on March 21st has ended as a damp squib.

Though, the political joint action committee of Telangana (T-JAC) has organized the

protest, it looked more or less that of the TRS, as most of those who took part in it

belonged to that party alone. Political analysts who recalled ‘how the T-JAC protests were

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a roaring success’ earlier are saddened to
note that there was no spontaneous public
participation in ‘Sadak Bandh’. Compared
to the ‘Sagara Haram’ that was held in
Hyderabad on September 30th, this Sadak
Bandh evoked a lukewarm response from
the people of Telangana region.
“Thousands thronged Hussain Sagar Lake
then braving every possible obstruction
created by the state police, where are the
crowds now?” asked a senior
commentator.

Deccan Post felt compelled to
analyze the reasons for the near failure of

Sadak Bandh; and the inevitable answer
was simply the selfish agenda pursued by
the Telangana political parties. People
have come to understand the real games
of these parties, especially those which are
shouting aloud but doing nothing to
involve people in it. “These parties
including TRS want to use the agitation
only to increase their seats in the state
assembly and Parliament,” — is the
popular public perception. For instance,
the manner in which T-JAC Chairman
Prof M Kodandram meekly got arrested
on Alampur - Jadcherla Highway amidst
hundreds of activists surrounding him

reveals the degree of protest? Only two
out of 18 TRS MLAs who were put as in-
charges of this protest program were
arrested. Another 1,200 activists were
taken into custody while thousands of
others were let off as they were not found
to be obstructing the passage.

Even, Osmania University, the hot
bed of T-stir wore a deserted look on
Thursday, at a time when hundreds were
arrested on the National Highway No 7.
Only a handful of 20-30 activists
belonging to Telangana  Vidyarthi
Parishad, a breakaway group of ABVP, had
created a violent scene near OU Gate near
NCC, for about a couple of hours. Even
these students made their presence felt by
pelting stones at police and they too
shouted slogans from within the confines
of the iron gates of OU. None of them
was ready to get arrested. The police
opened tear gas shells and dispersed them
after a hour-long street battle. That is
what these students wanted too. Unlike
in the past, there was no mass upsurge on
the campus to the “Sadak Bandh” arrests.
Why do the students and youth prefer to
stay away from the current protests?

T-JAC happy being subservient
to TRS:

The major reason for this absence of
public participation is the JAC’s wrong

strategy to lead the agitation. JAC led by
Kodandram always believed that it can
lead the agitation only with the support of
TRS and its chief K Chandrasckar Rao.
Prof Kodandram never invited real
students” organizations and others
committed to the T cause into JAC. He
rather played to the requirements of
KCR. Now, the JAC is nothing but a
bunch of TRS and CPI (ML) New
Democracy leaders. The presence of BJP
is almost symbolic. Many times, the BJP
doesn’t make its presence. Funnily,
sometimes even the TRS leaders give a
miss to the JAC meetings when things go
wrong as if to snub Kodandram and Co.
The only regular attendees at JAC
meetings are the New Democracy guys,
who are known for enormous patience
and stamina.

Whenever TRS leaders absent
themselves from a JAC meeting, then JAC
leaders Kodandram and others go to the
residence of KCR and brief him on what
happened in the meeting. Prof
Kodandram knows well that he cannot
survive in his position, without the
pleasure of KCR. In this situation, it is too
ambitious to expect the JAC to take
independent decisions and include all
pro-Telangana forces in its agitations.
Because the JAC has failed to chalk out a
strategy to involve all pro-Telangana
forces, irrespective of its affiliation, its
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protest programs are invariably dependent
on the support of parties like TRS and
BJP. Only if TRS or others lend their
cadre and resources, the programs

become a success, otherwise, they become
total flops like that of “Sadak Bandh”.

Moreover, there are terrible
constraints on JAC to go ahead with mass
programs. Today JAC is not in a position
to implement a program on its own,
though a large number of people are ready
to support it. As a result, JAC takes a

decision today and postpones it
tomorrow. Announces an agitation today
and modifies it tomorrow. Even the Sadak
Bandh too was supposed to be a day long
activity, as per the original schedule. But,
later it was reduced to a five hour event
and as the people were not showing
interest, the protest finally ended up being
a three hour long tame drama on the
highway. We have only seen some old
hags cating on the roads or being taken
into police jeeps, free publicity to these
outdated chaps. Nowhere the ordinary
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public could be seen.

Time is ripe and Not seeking bail
would precipitate:

The subsequent events after Sadak
Bandh too are depressing. After courting
arrests, Kodandaram and others have
moved bail petitions and the courts have
rejected them. Why Kodandram and
other JAC leaders should seek bail, when
their struggle is far from over? They
getting bail is not important before the

sacrifices made by hundreds of youth of
this region, who ended their lives. Why
cannot Kodandram and other leaders
refuse bail, even if it is offered to them
and prefer to remain in jails, so that their
confinement would inspire masses and
rekindle the agitation? Why not the JAC
leaders emulate the example of some
freedom fighters who refused to seck bail,
from the police when their demands were
not met?

This is the time when T-JAC leaders
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should intensify the agitation by setting a
right example. If they were given bail,
they will come out and organize another
Sadak Bandh in the month of May, on the
national highway of Hyderabad and
Vijayawada. That also may not be
different from the present one; as there
are no takers among the T-sections for

—

such superficial protests.

Contrarily, had the T-JAC leaders
remained in jail for sometime, the people
would have appreciated the commitment
and would themselves poured onto the
streets and organize agitations to further
the Telangana demand. The arrests of
these JAC leaders would have led to

people themselves organizing a massive
agitation, but ultimately, the struggle will
lead to achieving Telangana state. Instead
of just limiting the agitation to some
leaders eating on the roads, the mass
struggles will mobilize larger public for
the cause. But, TRS chief KCR or JAC
leader Kodandram do not seem to be

ready for this kind of real struggle. They
are afraid of a large number of people
coming onto the streets and fighting for
Telangana. In the name of avoiding
violence, they want to control the
movement and keep the “political
remote” of controlling the agitation in
their hands. For that, they need to be free
and stay outside, not in jails.

However, this is the right time to
strike hard at the UPA government in the
Centre. The Congress led UPA-2
government is facing the worst crisis in
this term. With pre-poll allies like TMC
already gone; it was surviving only with
the support of BSP and Samajwadi Party.
But after the DMK pull out, the UPA 1s
in a hopeless minority in Lok Sabha.
Now, the UPA led by Congress is entirely
dependent on the outside support of
undependable parties like the SP and BSP.
This is the time for Congress MPs from
Telangana to submit their resignations
and demand the Telangana state. Sonia
cannot afford to remain silent to their just
demands now. But, Congress MPs from
Telangana will come out openly if only
the JAC comes out of the clutches of TRS
and acts independently. Again this will
depend on the public mood. If only the
JAC leaders prefer to stay in jails, the
public would possibly come out on to the
streets. When that happens, Congress
MPs too cannot remain silent, at least to
save their seats in next elections. So, will
our JAC leaders show some sense of
purpose in staying in jails by not secking
bails? ¢

N marines, Missimiliano

Girone and  Salvatore
Latorre, have returned to India
from Italy, the entire country
heaved a sigh of relief. Only a few
days ago, it looked just impossible
that these two marines who are
facing trial in Kerala for killing
two of Indian fishermen would
actually come back to India, in
view of the toughened stand of
Italian government, which made
it clear that they will not. Their
refusal to come back to India was
against to the sworn affidavit
made before the Supreme Court
of India by the Italian Envoy
Daniel Mancini. It meant taking
Indian Sovereignty for granted.
So, the apex court was all the
more angered by the flat defiance by Italy to
go back on its word. The apex court ordered
that the Italian Envoy should not leave India
without its permission and directed the
government to ensure that he does not leave
the country. This extra-ordinary ruling
surprised even the top political establishment
in the country. The Supreme Court which is
the guardian of the Indian Constitution has
impacted the union government and its
foreign affairs department to take cognizance
of the situation and act tough with a foreign
western country that was trying to manipulate
and resort to breach of trust.

The entire Opposition in the Parliament
has rightly made an issue out of the Italian
government’s malfeasance and demanded that
the marines be brought back at any cost to
assert the sovereignty of India as it must be

conveyed. But, due credit would also go to
our Prime Minister Manmohan Singh who
minced no words in condemning the Italian
stand and told the Parliament that severe
consequences would be there for Italy if it fails
to fall in line. Understandably, Congress
President Sonia Gandhi has bore the brunt of
the entire episode. Because of her Italian
origins, she was unnecessarily suspected for
India becoming a soft target for Italy’s
bullishness. Media naturally focused on earlier
instances when Italy failed to honor India’s
needs like extradition of suspects like Ottavio
Quattrocchi.

However, in the case of Italian Marines,
Sonia too condemned Italy Government’s
stand on accused Marines. We have been
seeing a debate in the country on who should
get credit for the return of Italian Marines to
face trial in India. BJP says it should go to the

Opposition  which forced the Italian
authorities to honour their word, but the UPA
government claimed credit for its diplomacy.
Union Finance Minister P Chidambaram said:
“If the government's diplomacy succeeds and
BJP takes credit, I have no problem”. External
Affairs Minister Salman Khurshid said that
there was no deal with Italy to bring back
marines. Obviously, he is the happiest man, as
any other outcome would have been
interpreted as his personal failure. The PM
has said he was happy that the "integrity and
dignity" of the Indian judicial process has been
upheld. At least his anger has some response
from Italy.

Relieved by Italy's decision, Kerala Chief’
Minister Omen Chandy said it clearly
established the fact that no country can
question or play games with the sovereignty of
India. In Kerala, Chandy is the target of the

Opposition as it never fails to take
a dig at his close contacts with
Sonia Gandhi, whose is a soft target
of jibes against her Italian origins.
But this time, CPM was not so
harsh on Chandy. CPM Rajya
Sabha MP from Kerala KN
Balagopal said that the credit for
the marines return should go the
collective  efforts of Indian
Parliament, judiciary and
government diplomacy. Balagopal
is magnanimous in his response.
But, BJP spokesman Shahnawaz
Hussain ridiculed the UPA saying,
“If your diplomacy is that strong,
why cannot you bring Dawood
Ibrahim?” Shahnawaz may not be
wrong.

But, Deccan Post is of the
view that we should not quarrel on who
should get the credit for the Marines return.
Legitimately, when the SC is monitoring a
case and issued notices to the Italian envoy on
this, any positive developments on this front
should go to the apex court only. After all, the
SC is also a custodian of Indian sovereignty.
Of course, Indian diplomacy too should be
given enough credit for bringing back the two
accused marines to the country. We should
not forget that the whole thing was achieved
at a time when the European Union stood by
Italy saying that any detention of Italian
ambassador was contrary to the international
law adopted at the Vienna convention. On
the whole, the marines return is a victory of
Indian Constitution. One lesson that must
never be forgotten is, never be lenient to any
foreign national when being tried for a
serious crime.

There are
an estimated 10 to 20 million non-fatal
attempted suicides every year. Attempts are
more common in the young and females. In
the 20th and 21st centuries, suicide in the
form of self-immolation has been used as a
medium of protest, and kamikaze and
suicide bombings have been used as a
military or terrorist tactic. A review of 56
countries found that hanging was the most
common method in most of the countries,
accounting for 53% of the male suicides and
39% of the female suicides. World-wide
30% of suicides are from pesticides. The
use of this method however varies markedly
from 4% in Europe to more than 50% in the
Pacific region. It is also common in Latin
America due to easy access within the
farming populations. In many countries,
drug overdoses account for approximately
60% of suicides among women and 30%
among men. Many are unplanned and
occur during an acute period of
ambivalence. The death rate varies by
method: firearms 80-90%, drowning 65-
80%, hanging 60-85%, car exhaust 40-60%,
jumping 35-60%, charcoal burning 40-50%,
pesticides 60-75%, medication overdose

SUICIDE PREVENTION:

Suicide prevention is a term used for
the collective efforts to reduce the incidence
of suicide through preventive measures.
Reducing access to certain methods, such as
firearms or toxins reduces the risk. Other
measures include reducing access to
charcoal and barriers on bridges and subway
platforms. Treatment of drug and alcohol
addiction, depression, and those who have
attempted suicide in the past, may also be
effective. In young adults, who have
recently thought about suicide, cognitive
behavioral therapy appears to improve
outcomes. Economic through its ability to
reduce poverty may be able to decrease
suicide rates. Efforts to increase social
connection especially in elderly males may
be effective.

THE INDIAN SITUATION:

Young Indians are more likely to
commit suicide than previously thought,
especially those living in wealthier and more
educated regions. India's rapid development
is driving many youths to despair.

Opportunities that have come with two

markets have also brought more job anxiety,
higher expectations and more pressure to
achieve.

India has some of the world's highest
suicide rates, with many believing the
biggest risk group to be rural farmers facing
debt after poor harvests. However, a study
published in the Lancet Medical Journal
says suicide rates are highest in the 15-29
age groups, peaking in southern regions that
are considered richer and more developed
with better education, social welfare and
health care. That puts the youth at high risk
as more middle-class youths strive to meet
achievement expectations, and new
technologies like cell phones and social
networking sites help break down
traditional family units once relied on for
support. Overall, the report uses a national
government survey of deaths in 2001-03 to
estimate 1,87,000 suicides took place in
2010, making it the cause of 3 per cent of
deaths that year. The WHO reports about
1 million suicides a year, which would be a
rate of about 14 per 1,00,000 in a global
population of 7 billion. By comparison, the
US had 37,790 suicides in 2010, or a rate of
12.2 per 1,00,000, while India's rate under

Farmers suicide: no end to despair
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the Lancet's projected suicide tally of
1,87,000 would be near 16 - far higher than
earlier reports and estimates of around 10.
There has been little scientific examination
of suicide motives in India. The rise in
suicide among young people has come with
new economic opportunity and social
fragmentation. The higher rates may come
from  the  greater likelilhood  of
disappointments when aspirations that define
success and happiness are distorted or unmet
by the reality faced by young people in a
rapidly changing society. Online social
networking was making ‘loneliness’ more
common. Among men, 40 per cent of
suicides were among people aged 15-29. For
women, it was nearly 60 per cent. The
numbers mean young men are nearly as
likely to die from suicide as in traffic
accidents, while rates of suicide among
young women are nearly as high as the rate
of death by complications from pregnancy or
childbirth. The revelation has shocked many

Meanwhile,
Raju's father P Samaiah alleged that his son
had failed thrice only because the faculty of
the department was harassing him. Police
have had another point of view that Raju was
depressed due to a breakup.

A Ph.D student of the English and
Foreign Languages University (EFLU),
Mudassir Kamran from Pulwama district of
Jammu and Kashmir, committed suicide by
hanging himself in his hostel room on
Saturday after his room-mate filed a police
complaint against him alleging harassment.
Kamran, 28, was doing his research in
English Language Education. According to
the Sub Inspector of Police, Satish Kumar,
Investigating Officer of Osmania University
Police Station, his roommate, Wasim
Mohammed Salim, another Ph.D student

Court to get him released on bail but that
failed, leading to his suicide.

A Deputy Superintendent of Police in
CID, Chandi Kumar Maitra, committed
suicide by hanging himself from the ceiling
of his drawing room in AG Colony under
Doranda police station. The officer was
investigating a case of police encounter with
the Maoists in Palamu that took place last
year. The deceased has left no suicide note.
His colleagues in the CID, however, claimed
that Maitra was under extreme pressure.
The issue has raised serious questions on the
kind of pressure police officers face during
investigation and crime control.

All these few of the many cases show
that whatever may be the actual reasons,
where they so big that the concerned had to
take a decision to leave this world?

The youth should not indulge in suicide
which is not the resolve of any problem and
should try to understand what the way is out,
to live life to its fullest? Let’s not forget that
Human life is precious. ¢

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Market declines on selling pressure

tock market failed to sustain after

an earlier minor uptrend and is

witnessing negative sentiment due
to various factors. The Foreign
Institutional Investors, who were major
buyers earlier, have now turned
cautious. Further, market's losses
continued due to heavy selling pressure
by the retail investors due to various
fresh concerns.

There was all-round selling and
the mid-cap and small—cap stocks were
seen worst affected with heavy losses to
the small investors. Firstly, the global
markets have reacted negatively due to
unexpected financial crisis in the
European country - Cyprus, which is
expected to impact other economies
too. The Reserve Bank of India, even-
though it has reduced the bank’s
lending rates, it is now believed that it
would be cautious in further interest
rate cuts as the inflation is still higher
and the deficit too is a major concern
now. The sudden unexpected political
crisis too in the centre has created fresh
tensions for the investors and it has to be seen
how the further developments would take
place in the next few days, which is likely to
provide the next major direction for the
market.

The only sectors that are seen positive are

the defensive segments like the pharma and
the consumer goods industries. The frontline
stocks in these sectors could be the best
investment bets after the market shows signs
of a recovery and these are likely to participate
in the next rally, for the investors to be alert.
Automobile stocks were seen declining due to
decline in car sales, while the software stocks

are seen overheated and are in a technical
reactionary trend. The banking stocks were
seen entering into a downtrend, while the
metals stocks have not indicated any uptrend
hopes.

The precious metals like Gold and the
Silver were seen in a stabilizing trend, as the

equities are  seen in a declining trend.
There is investment buying by the
stockists and also due to firm global
trends. Gold and silver are now seen
exhibiting trend and are now likely to
enter into a short-term uptrend, in the
commodity markets for the traders to
be cautious. The petroleum prices are
seen steady even at higher levels, while
the leading base metals like Copper,
Aluminum, Lead, Zinc etc. are seen
taking support at lower levels, after an
carlier declining trend.

Market, is expected to remain
volatile and could witness further
depressed trend in the near-term for
the investors to be cautious. Sensex, is
now placed nervously at the major
support levels of 19,000 and it has to
consolidate above this level, in the next
few days, to stage an uptrend. But, in-
case of any further failure at this key
support would indicate a further
downtrend. Then the next major
support below is at 18,600 levels and
next at 18,000, where a recovery is possible,
before indicating next direction. But, market
may take at-least few weeks, to stabilize for the
short-term investors to be cautious. ¢
