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State of Telangana by

month end?

The conclusion of second
phase discussions in the
ongoing special session of
Andhra Pradesh State
legislative bodies on
Friday marked completion
of yet another
constitutional milestone
forming a vital part in the
process of state
reorganization intended
for granting statehood to
Telangana. Inspite of
initial uncertainty and
unruly scenes in the
House, the Assembly
amidst high drama finally
began the debate on the
Andhra Pradesh State
Reorganisation Bill 2013
referred to it by the
President of India. The
scene was more or less
the same in the legislative
council too.

on 12th December, 2013; there was

intense lobbying by several Sce-
mandhra legislators cutting across party
lines to stall the introduction of the bill for
being taken up for a full length debate.
Many technicalities were propounded
questioning the debate being introduced.
The Business Advisory Committee
(BAC) came into focus giving scope for
several interpretations. Only two con-
cerns mattered. The concerns of See-
mandhra legislators were to stall the
process of discussing the T-bill at any cost.
Another was that of the Telangana Legis-
lators who were single minded in their ap-
proach to ensure the T-bill debate is taken
up at any cost and discussions completed
by 23rd January, 2014.

Despite many obstacles, the discussions
over the T-bill couldn’t be scuttled in both the
houses of the state legislature. The opponents
of Telangana state have all along been predict-
ing that there won’t be this kind of progress.
First, they said that the Assembly would pass a
majority resolution seeking to keep the State
of AP remain united. Later, they said that there
would be a unanimous resolution in the form
of an outright rejection of the Bill, on the
grounds that there were many lacunae and de-
ficiencies in the draft bill. But, both the pred-
ications and hard efforts were proved wrong.
The Assembly and the Council despite suffer-
ing wastage of many working days finally
begun the debate and gradually the atmosphere
in the House returned to near normalcy after
both ruling congress and the TDP felt it fit to
snub the overaction of YSRCP. The members
of YSR Congress led by YS Vijayalaxmi tried
to project a larger than life image for them-
selves in opposing the bifurcation of the State
but after realizing the futility of their efforts
tactfully exited from the house by inviting a
suspension for one day. The next day, the

Ever since the T-Bill landed in the state

YSRCP legislators sensing the mood of the rest
of the members bent on isolating them beat a
hasty retreat by staging a walkout only to avoid
further humiliation.

Historic Debate begins

The debate was interesting in the House
as the members from Seemandhra too had ac-
knowledged that the scope and nature of the
debate in the Assembly was limited. Veteran
Congress MLA Gade Venkata Reddy who ve-
hemently opposed formation of Telangana too
admitted that the defeat of the Bill won’t result
in stalling the state bifurcation. The TDP
MLAs Payyavula Keshav and others who took
offensive against the YSR Congress members
for advising the Congress to go for division of’
the State under Article 3 of the Constitution
went about their desire of equal justice for
both the states. YSR Congress leader Vi-
Jjayamma was speechless to this but merely said
that her party always wanted an equal justice
to both Telangana and Seemandhra.
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It was clearly evident from Vijayalaxmi’s
prepared speech that even her party knows
quite well that the stopping of statehood toTe-
langana at this stage (when Congress and BJP
were equally keen) was therefore in nobody’s
hands. Ironically enough, some TDP mem-
bers from Telangana like Errabelli Dayakar
Rao reminded Vijayamma that her late hus-
band YSR only had initiated the process of di-
vision of Andhra Pradesh way back in the year
2000 and said that any attempts to stall the
process now would be betrayal of his legacy.

That may not be entirely correct. But,
one thing is clear — that no party in the state
whatever may be their secret agenda can now
claim that they never supported the bifurca-
tion of state to create Telangana state. Every
political party, including YSR Congress, has
said that they had no objection to Telangana,
if the Centre was willing to give it. The lan-
guage and wording of statements may be dif-
ferent, but the essence is the same.

Some of them, especially YSR Congress,
Seemandhra TDP and Lok Satta, have sud-
denly changed their line, once the Centre
came forward to form Telangana state. Inter-
estingly, only Congress and BJP, the two na-
tional parties, have stood by the demand and
solidly backed the formation of Telangana, on
the ground that it was long overdue.

Despite unending streetplays being enacted by
some Seemandhra parties about keeping the
state united; the top leadership of both congress
and BJP mindful of the consequences are firm
about sticking to their decision to form state of
Telangana.

What next between
17% and 23" Jan?

Both houses of the state legislature that are
adjourned for Pongal holidays are going to com-
mence their last leg of T-bill debate between

17th and 23rd January. It is said that from the
day the special session reconvenes from 17th,
the debate will move with utmost speed as well
as velocity to continue with regard to the
process of formation of Telangana. Some ex-
perts from Seemandhra have been suggesting
that the bifurcation will not happen before the
next general elections due in April /May. Their
argument was that the window period available
for the due process in the Parliament was not
sufficient.

It is clear that these analysts have pinned
their hopes on the statements made by Parlia-
mentary Affairs Minister Kamalnath in Delhi
on Thursday that the next session of Parliament
will be held from February 10th, for passing the
Vote on Account budget. Kamalnath also evaded
areply to a question on the possibility of Telan-
gana bill being passed in the Vote on Account
session.

This has caused some confusion among
Telangana leaders, who were in a hurry to wind
up the special session of Assembly on Friday and
air-dash to Delhi. However, sources close to
congress high command told Deccan Post that
this disappointment is baseless. The Centre is
likely to convene a special session of Parliament
for five days — from January 27th to 31st. Even
if the first day is gone for taking up condolence
motions if any, there will still be four days avail-
able for tabling the T-bill, debate the Bill in both
the houses and pass the bill smoothly with the
support of the BJP and other parties like NCR,
RLD, NC, PDE BSE, RJD, CPI, Akali Dal, JD-
U etcetera who have all along pledged their sup-
port to the formation of Telangana.

This kind of plan that is in the offing was
indeed supported by the statement of Union
Home Minister Sushil Kumar Shinde who
made it clear on Friday that the Centre would
bring the Telangana Bill before the Parliament
immediately after it comes back by January
23rd, the deadline fixed by the President.
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After taking two days for formalities, the
Centre will call for the special session by the
month end. This is the reason why the Centre
has not prorogued the Parliament’s winter ses-
sion. This was also stated by senior BJP leader
LK Advani too. So, if the Centre finishes off the
business of Telangana formation in the special
session by this month end itself, where is the
need for bringing the same during the Vote on
Account session?

Even BJP president Rajnath Singh too told
the same to senior legislator Nagam Janardhan
Reddy when he called on him in Hyderabad on
Thursday. Veteran leader Rajnath Singh, a strong
supporter of Telangana from 2006 onwards
hinted to Nagam that the BJP was keen to back
the Bill, at the earliest. If BJP and Congress join
hands together, nothing can stop the formation
of T state by January end itself. It is further learnt
that both congress and BJP are keen on a huge

package to Seemandhra state. This could be sur-
prise gift for people of Seemandhra from two
national parties.

The indirect suggestion of Rajnath Singh
to the State BJP leaders that they should con-
centrate on the Lok Sabha polls, instead of the
Assembly elections which are in anyway likely
to be postponed also confirms the possibility of
Telangana state before the poll schedule for Lok
Sabha is announced by the Election Commis-
sion of India.

The information available with Deccan
Post too suggests that the Centre might dis-
solve the Andhra Pradesh Assembly once the
T bill debate is completed by January 23rd.
This move it seems is to thwart any plans of
the Seemandhra lobby to embarrass the Pres-

ident by seeking more time after the stipulated
time provided by the President come to an end
on 23rd January.

As per the constitutional scheme, the in-
cumbent Speaker of the assembly will hold of-
fice even after the dissolution of the Assembly
till a new assembly is formed. Therefore, the
Speaker would have no problems in compiling
the views of the state legislature and sending it
back to the President. The nitty-gritty of the
splitting of the State is the job of the Parlia-
ment while holding of elections to two newly
notified assemblies will be taken care by the
election commission. Once the Telangana Bill
is considered by January 23rd, the AP Assem-
bly will not have any relevance or purpose.
But, the only constitutional heads who will

still keep functioning are the Assembly
Speaker and Chairman of the Council.

As the Congress is keen on forming
Telangana state, the best option for it is to hold
the special session by January end and finish
oft the process. Significantly, both Congress
and BJP want to wash off their hands of Telan-
gana formation at the earliest. It is natural that
both the parties can claim credit for the birth
of Telangana. Especially, when they are all pre-
pared to go all out against each other in the
other session that is scheduled to second week
of February to take on vote on account and
also other bills. Therefore, the end of this
month could usher in a new beginning in the
lives of people of Telangana who are holding
their breath to break into celebrations once the
Parliament passes the T- bill. ¢

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Palem Bus Mishap:
Render proper justice for the bereaved ones!!

of Volvo bus accident at Palem Village on

the Hyderabad — Banglore National High-
way located in Mahabubnagar district on the
fateful day of October 30th, last year. The bus
that caught fire seconds after hitting the road
culvert robbed lives of about forty five inno-
cent passengers.

I t was only a partial success to the victims

The tragedy was more painful as the mortal
remains of those dead could not be identified
except by an elaborate DNA profiling. The
bereaved family members of those dead ever
since have been relentlessly agitating against
the culpability of the private bus mafia that
has been perpetrating several bus mishap
killings by their callous and commercial atti-
tude. The bereaving members of the Palem
Bus Mishap who formed into a grievance re-
dressal forum demanding justice after a long
struggle had a meeting with CMKiran Kumar
Reddy at his Camp Office in Hyderabad on
Friday night. The outcome resulted in the
state government conceding some of their de-
mands — job for one person from each be-
reaved family, promise to hike the ex-gratia to
the kin and penal action against the guilty.

However, the bereaved ones who
formed a forum to fight against the injustice
done to their beloved were not fully happy
over the deal. They have announced that their
agitation would continue till all private buses
are taken over by the State run RTC and all
the guilty are arrested and suitably framed.
The forum of the bereaved said that their
fight against private travel mafia in both the
AP state Lokayukta and the AP State Human
Rights Commission would continue.

The family members of the accident vic-
tims have decided to build a memorial at the
accident site at Palem on February 10, when
the incident marks completion of 100 days of
struggle. It is understandable that the family
members who lost their beloved in the
mishap couldn’t reconcile to the tragedy. As
many as 45 passengers were burnt alive and
nine others were injured in the accident.

The private travels run Volvo bus was
coming from Bangalore to Hyderabad. The
ill-fated bus was operated by Jabbar Travels,
functioning from Bangalore, but its registra-

tion was in the name of Diwakar Travels
which belonged to family members of senior
Congress leader JC Diwakar Reddy and his
brothers. Overspeed was mentioned by the
police as the official reason for the accident
and it also stated that the bus hit a road cul-
vert, after trying to overtake a car.

The CID of the AP State Police regis-
tered cases against the bus operators, drivers
and other technical staff. But, the bus owner
JC Uma Reddy is still not arrested till now.
Even after 70 days after the accident, the kin
of the victims are yet to recover from shock

and grief, the state government has failed to
bring the culprits to the books, leave alone
ensuring justice. Apparently, dirty political
pressure seems to be at work. The top CID
officials who released an action taken report
on Friday only said that efforts are on to find
out the exact cause of the accident. Though
there have been different theories doing
rounds that the bus was not run by a properly
trained driver, the officials of the transport
department have kept mum all these days.

The fact that the JC Travels that runs
hundreds of buses on numerous routes is
owned by politically powerful people having
presence in all leading parties are in fact be-
lieved to be playing a key role in hampering
the investigation. The kin of the deceased al-
lege that these big people who are running
buses without legal permits on national high-
ways were having nexus with several leaders
of all political parties and officials in key po-
sitions.

Deccan Post extends its full solidarity to
the kin of deceased victims of the accident as
they had displayed a remarkable grit in pur-
suing their fight against the powerful travel
mafia as well as the casual attitude of those re-
sponsible men in the government. Thanks to
their relentless efforts, the government has
cracked down on the thousands of illegal
buses operated on the highways. We expect
that the measures initiated since October 30
should continue to bring justice to the be-
reaved ones and also assure security to the
passengers dependent on the private bus op-
erators. &

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Who killed ‘rising star’ Uday Kiran?

Kiran who committed suicide at a

young age of 34 years is a victim of a
mafia which is ruling the film industry for
the last several years. Before ending his life
by hanging in his Srinagar Colony flat,
Uday Kiran told his wife Vishita whom he
married only two years back that he would
like to move to Chennai for good. The
reason being Uday Kiran was fed up with
an influential group of Telugu film
industry was constantly forcing producers
signing Uday Kiran to sack him from their
projects. A thoroughly dejected Uday
Kiran is known to have expressed his
anguish stating --- “I cannot get projects in
Telugu films at all; even if someone gives
me roles, these people (this powerful
Tollywood mafia) will muzzle the
producers to cancel my role,” the actor
told his wife, according to Punjagutta
police who are investigating his suicide
case.

Uday Kiran had already booked a
double bed room flat in Chennai for a
monthly rent of Rs 25,000 and gave three
months rent as advance. It's still a mystery
why he chose to end his life only a few
days later. His friends and colleagues in the
industry say that he must have been afraid
of the same mafia even in Chennai too.

T ollywood hero and a lover boy Uday

Uday Kiran was an absolutely rising
star of Telugu films when he began his
career as a fascinating new face enthralling
the audiences with a maiden hat rick. All
was hunky-dory for this young hero who
instantaneously got ensconced in a lover
boy image by millions of fans (mostly girls
and ladies) until his fate dragged him into
a fairy tale engagement with Sushmita -
the eldest daughter of the Megastar
Chiranjivi that turned into a disastrous
nightmare haunting him until he quit this
world. In October 2003, the fascinating
face of a boy next door and rising star
Uday and Sushmita got engaged and were
supposed to marry by the turn of the year.
Resembling a well scripted story, a dirty
tamasha got unleashed by some despicable
elements at the engagement function
obviously to tarnish Uday’s reputation at
any cost just to jeopardize his career by
enraging the mega family outfit and it was
suspected that some insiders of Chiranjivi
family household had a role in the whole
episode. God knows who the real culprits
are but everything about Uday being
chosen for Sushmita and then being
blamed for something which no one has a
clue is all an indicator of a deep rooted
conspiracy to ruthless suppress a rising star
who has no background worthy of back
lash.

It was obvious to many at that time
itself that the whole thing was happening
according to a well scripted screen play.

Though it is difficult to
prove who was behind the systematic
cancellation of a series of films which came
Uday’s way after his break-up with
Sushmita, rumours were rife that the big-
shots of the Megastar powerful circle
headed by his famous brother-in-law are
said to be behind it. “It is a fact that Allu
Aravind personally phoned, cajoled,
pleaded and also threatened unrelenting
producers who hired Uday Kiran,” said
Brahmin Seva  Samithi  president
Dronamraju Ravi Kumar.

Ever since the mega star and his
extended mega family encroached into
Uday Kiran’s personal life; things have
never been the same for this ill-fated rising
star. Forget about all this leading to his fall
in film industry; the damage was beyond
anybody’s comprehension. Before Uday’s
engagement, it appeared as if his stardom
far destined to surpass even Chiranjevi’s

The second film was a bigger hit,
raking almost three fold returns to the
producers, while Uday got his first
Filmfare award for the best actor. This was
remade into Hindi, with the title of “Yeh
Dil”, which too raked in good collections.
These back to back hits gave Uday another
movie, “Manasantha Nuvve”, once again
remade into Hindi, as “Jeena Sirf Mere
Liye” in the same year.

Uday acted in three more films —
“Neekunenu, Naaku Nuvvu”, “Love
Today” and “Avunanna Kadanna,” between
2003 and 2005. These films were signed
before 2003, well made but failed at the
box office as there were no theaters
available for them. That was the mega
vengeance exhibited by the mega mafia on
a boy next door. Many among the
Tollywood circles blamed Chiranjivi’s
family, especially his brother-in-law and
top producer Allu Aravind for the denial
of theaters for Uday’s films. The
commercial downfall for the rising star in
Tollywood was complete when Uday’s
two hyped come back films; “Gunde
Jhallumandi” and “Ekalavyudu” released
in 2008 were utter flops, and producers
still willing to hire Uday Kiran for his
immense talent were made to dread the
consequences. Uday married Vishita, a
software engineer in October 2012. After
marriage, he made another attempt and
acted in “Jai Sriram” in 2013, but it too
failed miserably at the box office.

Of course, Uday too had numerous
problems with his introvert personality.
Even his own wife told the police that he
never agreed to act in TV serials or side
hero roles. He insisted on acting in big
films with him as the hero. He refused to
adapt to the changing styles of Telugu film
industry. But, those who played foul with
him and those who forced producers to
drop him from their films cannot escape
their moral responsibility for his untimely
death. Millions of people are mourning
the death of Uday. May his soul rest in
peace but the moral of the story is — how
is one’s life worthy if it destroys others?
Today, Uday chose death. Can we allow
other budding stars to perish? Let’s
annihilate the mafia. ¢

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Inter disciplinary education:

Inter disciplinarity involves the combining of two or more academic disciplines into one
activity. It is about creating something new by crossing boundaries, and thinking across
them. It is related to an inter-discipline or an interdisciplinary field, which is an
organizational unit that crosses traditional boundaries between academic disciplines or
schools of thought. Originally, the term interdisciplinary is applied within education
and training pedagogies to describe studies that use methods and insights of several

established disciplines or
traditional fields of
study. Inter-
disciplinarity involves
researchers, students, and
teachers in the goals of
connecting and
integrating several
academic schools of
thought, professions, or
technologies, along with
their specific perspectives
in the pursuit of a
common task.

used in educational circles when researchers

from two or more disciplines pool their ap-
proaches and modify them so that they are better
suited to the problem at hand, including the case
of the team-taught course where students are re-
quired to understand a given subject in terms of
multiple traditional disciplines. For example, the
subject of land use may appear difterently when
examined by different disciplines like biology,
chemistry, economics, geography, and politics.

T he adjective interdisciplinary is most often

Although, interdisciplinary and inter-disci-
plinarity are frequently viewed as twentieth cen-
tury terms, the concept has historical
antecedents, most notably Greek philosophy. In-
terdisciplinary programs sometimes arise from

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a shared conviction that the traditional dis-
ciplines are unable or unwilling to address
an important problem. For example, social
science disciplines such as anthropology
and sociology paid little attention to the
social analysis of technology throughout
most of the twentieth century. As a result,
many social scientists with interests in
technology have joined science and tech-
nology studies programs, which are typi-
cally staffed by scholars drawn from
numerous disciplines. They may also arise
from new research developments, such as
nanotechnology, which cannot be ad-
dressed without combining the ap-
proaches of two or more disciplines.
Examples include quantum information
processing, an amalgamation of quantum
physics and computer science, and bioin-
formatics, combining molecular biology
with computer science. Sustainable Devel-
opment as a research area deals with prob-
lems requiring analysis and synthesis
across economic, social and environmental
spheres; often an integration of multiple social
and natural science disciplines. At another level
interdisciplinarity is seen as a remedy to the
harmful effects of excessive specialization.

On some views, however, interdisciplinarity
is entirely indebted to those who specialize in
one field of study that is, without specialists, in-
terdisciplinarians would have no information
and no leading experts to consult. Others place
the focus of interdisciplinarity on the need to
transcend disciplines, viewing excessive special-
ization as problematic both epistemologically
and politically. When interdisciplinary collabo-
ration or research results in new solutions to

./,

problems, much information is given back to the
various disciplines involved. Therefore, both
disciplinarians and interdisciplinarians may be
seen in complementary relation to one another.
Because most participants in interdisciplinary
ventures were trained in traditional disciplines,
they must learn to appreciate differing of per-
spectives and methods. An interdisciplinary pro-
gram may not succeed if its members remain
stuck in their disciplines (and in disciplinary at-
titudes).Interdisciplinary researchers may expe-
rience difficulty getting funding for their
research. Interdisciplinary programs may fail if
they are not given sufficient autonomy.

For example, interdisciplinary faculty are
usually recruited to a joint appointment, with re-
sponsibilities in both an interdisciplinary pro-
gram (such as women's studies) and a traditional
discipline (such as history). If the traditional dis-
cipline makes the tenure decisions, new inter-
disciplinary faculty will be hesitant to commit
themselves fully to interdisciplinary work.
Other barriers include the generally disciplinary
orientation of most scholarly journals, leading to
the perception, if not the fact, that interdiscipli-
nary rescarch is hard to publish. In addition,
since traditional budgetary practices at most uni-
versities channel resources through the disci-
plines, it becomes difficult to account for a given
scholar or teacher's salary and time.

Due to these and other barriers, interdisci-
plinary research areas are strongly motivated to
become disciplines themselves. If they succeed,
they can establish their own research funding
programs, and make their own tenure and pro-
motion decisions. In so doing, they lower the
risk of entry. Examples of former interdiscipli-

nary research areas that have become disciplines
include neuroscience, cybernetics, biochemistry
and biomedical engineering. These new fields
are occasionally referred to as ‘interdisciplines’.

On the other hand, even though interdisci-
plinary activities are now a focus of attention for
institutions promoting learning and teaching, as
well as organizational and social entities con-
cerned with education, they are practically facing
complex barriers, serious challenges and criti-
cism. The most important obstacles and chal-
lenges faced by interdisciplinary activities in the
past two decades can be divided into ‘profes-
sional’, ‘organizational’, and ‘cultural’ obstacles.

An initial distinction should be made be-
tween interdisciplinary studies, which can be
found spread across the academy today, and the
study of interdisciplinarity, which involves a
much smaller group of researchers. The former
is instantiated in thousands of research centers
across the US and the world. The latter has one
US organization, the Association for Interdisci-
plinary Studies (founded in 1979), two interna-
tional organizations, the International Network
of Inter- and Transdisciplinarity (founded in
2010) and the Philosophy of/as Interdisciplinar-
ity Network (founded in 2009), and one re-
search institute devoted to the theory and
practice of interdisciplinarity, the Center for the
Study of Interdisciplinarity at the University of
North Texas.

An Interdisciplinary study is an academic
program or process seeking to synthesize broad
perspectives, knowledge, skills, interconnec-
tions, and epistemology in an educational set-
ting. Interdisciplinary programs may be founded
in order to facilitate the study of subjects which
have some coherence, but which cannot be ad-
equately understood from a single disciplinary
perspective (for example, women's studies or
medieval studies).

More rarely, and at a more advanced level,
interdisciplinarity may itself become the focus
of study, in a critique of institutionalized disci-
plines' ways of segmenting knowledge. In con-
trast, Studies of Interdisciplinarity raise to
self-consciousness questions about how inter-
disciplinarity works, the nature and history of
disciplinarity, and the future of knowledge in
post-industrial society.

Researchers at the Center for the Study of
Interdisciplinarity have made the distinction be-
tween philosophy 'of' and 'as' interdisciplinarity,
the former identifying a new, discrete area
within philosophy that raises epistemological
and metaphysical questions about the status of
interdisciplinary thinking, with the latter point-
ing toward a philosophical practice that is some-
times called 'field philosophy'. Perhaps the most
common complaint regarding interdisciplinary
programs, by supporters and detractors alike, is
the lack of synthesis i.e. students are provided
with multiple disciplinary perspectives, but are
not given effective guidance in resolving the
conflicts and achieving a coherent view of the
subject.

Others have argued that the very idea of
synthesis or integration of disciplines presup-
poses questionable politico-epistemic commit-
ments. Critics of interdisciplinary programs feel
that the ambition is simply unrealistic, given the
knowledge and intellectual maturity of all but
the exceptional undergraduate; some defenders
concede the difficulty, but insist that cultivating
interdisciplinarity as a habit of mind, even at that
level, is both possible and essential to the edu-
cation of informed and engaged citizens and
leaders capable of analyzing, evaluating, and syn-
thesizing information from multiple sources in
order to render reasoned decisions. ¢

However, the under-
lying trend is still bullish and the market is
seen in a major consolidation in the last two
months at the current levels. Market indicator
Sensex is seen moving cautiously at the all-
time high levels, and is struck in a narrow and
a volatile range, as the major players seem to
be in an indecisive approach. The American
stock markets are also seen in a reactionary
trend, after an earlier major bullish trend, due
to a normal technical reaction.

The third quarter Indian corporate results
season has just started, which is expected to be
a major trigger for the market’s next direction.
