he proposed All-party meeting con-
Tvened by the Union Ministry of

Home Affairs (MHA) seems like a
bitter medicine to all those who are op-
posing formation of Telangana state. Par-
ticularly, the two parties, TDP led by
Chandra Babu Naidu and YSR Congress
Party headed by YS Jagan Mohan Reddy
have been changing their stand in view of
their political opportunism have now
began batting against bifurcation by de-
manding that Andhra Pradesh State be
kept united. The central government tired
of their frequent monkey acts appears to
have taken a decision to call their bluff.
The Union Home Minister announced
two days ago that an all party meeting
shall be convened to consult various par-
ties in AP to elicit their opinion over the
state bifurcation. There has been severe
criticism by these parties that they were
not being consulted by the Group of
Ministers constituted by the Union Cab-
inet about the political process involved
in the proposed formation of Telangana
State.

The beleaguered Chief Minister of
AP Kiran Kumar Reddy upon completely
getting isolated within the party has
become desperate and seeking to emerge
as the champion of Seemandhra people
has been employing cheap tactics to
tarnish the UPA government headed by
Congress Party. He has been frequently
making unwarranted complaints to
constitutional heads like the President of
India and others that formation of
Telangana is being done in a high handed
manner. The Prime Minister and his
cabinet colleagues have responded in a
like manner rubbishing the falsehood of
the lame duck Chief Minister. As if not to
lag behind, a light-weight politician like
Kiran Reddy, others like Chandrababu
and Jagan have both began raising the
same bogey about the impending state
division. The (seven Union Council of
Ministers) Group of Ministers (GoM)
who has been specifically constituted for
the purpose of drafting a bill for AP State
Re-organization have been going about
their assignment in a systematic manner.

They already made a big head way by
calling upon respective bureaucrats to
obtain relevant information required to
prepare the state reorganization bill and
as a means to afford every stake holder a
reasonable opportunity; they have given
time till 5th November to all those
wanting to express their opinion. The
GoM is scheduled to meet again on 7th
November to finalize the draft bill only
after taking the opinions of political
parties like TDP and YSRCP who wish to
express their concerns over state division.

Some parties are deliberately
spreading falschood that this all-party
meeting is an indication to the changed
mind of the Centre on going ahead with
the Telangana state. A section of
disgruntled (Seemandhra) Congress
leaders like MP Lagadapati Rajagopal,
Rayapati Sambasiva Rao and others like P
Keshav of the TDP are spreading this
wrong notion among the people for their
narrow political interests. But, the facts
point to a different picture. Union Home
Minister Sushil Kumar Shinde made it
clear that there is absolutely “no change
in the Centre’s firmness” on dividing the
State at the carliest. He further stated
“there is very short time to complete the
whole exercise, so we are going to take the
views of these parties to overcome
hurdles,” and hence the need to
expeditiously pursue.

In view of the increasing publicity
that Seemandhra leaders have pinned
their hopes on the President of India,
Pranab Mukherjee that he would come to
their rescue in scuttling the process of the
Telangana state creation; the Union
Home Minister Shinde also made it a
point to call on the President of India,
Shri Pranab Mukherjee at Rashtrapathi
Bhavan to brief him as well as clarify
doubts if any on the process being
adopted for formation of Telangana state.

Kiran Reddy becoming a laughing
stock

It is an open secret that, Chief
Minister Kiran Kumar Reddy wrote
letters to both the President and the

Prime Minister opposing formation of
Telangana State last week. While, the PM
dumped the letter as a piece of crap, the
President as per the norms promptly
forwarded it to the ministry of home
affairs. As a matter of propriety, the Union
Home Minister called on the President to
explain the conduct of the Andhra Chief
Minister and his lack of knowledge about
tunctioning of the central government. At
his hour long meeting with the President,
Shinde gave a point by point explanation
on how the centre is going about the
bifurcation of Andhra Pradesh.

The MHA has expressed surprise
over the volte face by Kiran who has been
kept in the loop for the last two years. “He
attended several meetings convened by
the Congress core committee as well as
other war room meetings on Telangana.
Every time, he said that he would abide
by whatever decision the congress party
high command and the Centre takes over
granting statchood to Telangana. Now,
how can he suddenly change his stand?”
sources said.

In fact, the manner in which Kiran
Reddy sent those missives to President
and PM has prompted a caustic reaction
from the Congress head quarters. The
AICC spokesman PC Chacko too made
light of Kiran Kumar Reddy’s letters by
saying that “those in the Central
government too know something about
the Constitution’. While some among the
Seemandhra Congress leaders were going
gaga over the letters claiming that the
Chietf Minister had dropped “two
potential letter bombs” in Centre’s court;
many others are dismissing these actions
as a poor reaction from an immature and
frustrated politician. Kiran Reddy and his
fast diminishing supporters are seen
complaining openly that these letter
bombs failed to explode.

By now, it is clear that Kiran Kumar
Reddy is acting smart for his means. His
interest seems to be solely aimed at
damaging the congress party just because
he has nothing else to do. All his
ambitions of emerging as the sole
champion of Seemandhra got shattered
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the day Jagan Mohan Reddy walked out
of jail on bail. Just because Jagan was
inside jail and not accessible, many felt the
need to associate with someone
howsoever incapable he is; once Jagan
came out, it prompted some ministers in
Kiran’s cabinet and many MLAs to quit
and join YSRCP to protect and promote
their political interests in Seemandhra
region. Only because many among the
YSR loyalists’ in the congress party had
no opportunity to join YSRCP they went
along with Kiran Reddy under the
impression that he is Jagan’s loyalist; but
once they realized that Kiran was
becoming politically greedy; all these
people found little benefit in sailing with
Kiran. Despite this, Kiran and his kin are
working hard to try and gain some footing
on their own, but Jagan and Chandra
Babu Naidu are easily able to tackle Kiran
and are doing everything to ensure he is a
nobody even in his Pileru Assembly

segment.

Kiran Kumar Reddy’s misery came to
the fore on Friday, November 1st, during
the Andhra Pradesh formation day
celebrations in the city. Addressing a
poorly attended gathering at Parade
Grounds, the CM said: “Perhaps this may
be the last AP formation day, given the
uncertain conditions prevailing in the
state, but I can only wish that we will
celebrate many such events in future too”.
This is nothing but deceiving and
misleading people of Seemandhra.
Because, Kiran knows pretty well that the
UPA government has already made up its
mind and has decided to introduce a Bill
for formation of Telangana state during
the winter session of Parliament. When by
all means, there will be two Chief
Ministers by the end of this year 2013; the
talk of keeping the state united is a joke.

But, still Kiran wants to fool around
all those who either do not know the
process that is going on about bifurcation
of State or they wish to live in a fool’s
paradise. APNGOs leader P Ashok Babu
and a gang of Congress leaders including
MPs Rajagopal and Rayapati Sambasiva
Rao, and Ministers TG Venkatesh, S
Shailajanath and Pithani Satyanarayana
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are misleading people saying that the CM
was trying to prevent the division of the
State.

Jagan’s somersaults

After the failure of his Samaikya
Sankharavam rally in the city on October
26th, YSR Congress leader YS Jagan
Mohan Reddy is now trying to bluft
people of Seemandhra by going to Delhi
to lobby against formation of Telangana
state. Jagan knows too well that, any effort
to halt the process of state bifurcation was
waste of time and energies. But it appears
his purpose is to meet senior ministers
and senior leaders of Congress in Delhi at
this stage. YSRCP leadership thought that
they can derive some political mileage out
of a natural calamity like the “cyclone and
its damage to crops”. The party tried to
make inroads into Telangana in the name
of consoling the flood affected people.

boycotted her visit and demanded that she
support formation of Telangana state.

Chandra Babu, acting like cat on the

TDP chief Chandrababu Naidu is
acting like a cat on the wall. Though, he
hasn’t uttered a word of opposition
against formation of Telangana State till
now, all his actions and deeds point to
something else. Like Venkaiah Naidu of
the BJP, who outwardly supports
formation of T-state; but does all the
mischief behind the four walls; even
Chandrababu Naidu’s criticism against
the UPA government for going ahead
with the process of Telangana in a hasty
manner is nothing but expression of his
frustration  against the imminent
bifurcation of the State.

Centre’s call for ‘All-Party Meeting’
makes ‘Ja-Ki-Chans’ jittery

The all party meeting that would be
held in Delhi in the first week of
November, in all likelihood has made all

the three Seemandhra Ja-Ki-Chans --
Jagan, Kiran and Chandra Babu Naidu
equally jittery. Leave out Kiran Reddy,
who anyhow is being ignored; for other
two — Jagan and Chandra Babu, it is a
clear trap. Both of them will be obliged to
turnish their specific responses to the
eleven items that are related to the
bifurcation of Andhra Pradesh. These two
leaders now cannot go back on their
previous statements at the all-party
meetings where they supported Telangana
by sending two delegates each. The
meeting is a clever strategy on the part of
Centre to put these parties in a fix. Either
they boycott or attend. If they boycott
they will be faulted. If they attend, they
are obliged to convey their suggestions on
the 11 issues like irrigation, security, law
and order, finance, borders, employment,
education, agriculture, revenue sharing,
commercial taxes, central public sectors,
universities and other research based
stations.

The GoM is carefully going about the
whole process, as it is aware of the

criticism from different quarters. Already,
a team of (10) ten principal secretary level
IAS officers are put on the job of
finalizing details of each of the 11 items
on the agenda. A special cell with senior
officials has been opened in the GoM.
The Centre is taking all precautions and
necessary measures to protect the
interests of Seemandhra people. In
normal course, there is a scope for better
bargaining and securing a better deal from
the Centre, after the State division. But,
unfortunately, Seemandhra people don’t
have an ethical and efficient leadership to
take up this gigantic responsibility.

The audacity of APNGOs leader
Ashok Babu wanting to enter active
politics to take on YSRCP and TDP
reveals how pathetic the politics of
Seemandhra have become. It is high time
people like Anam, Kavuri, Kanna show
courage in taking people of Seemandhra
into confidence and working for their
development in the new state of

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Private transport mafia must be checked

yderabad-Bangalore National Ex-
H press highway witnessed another

horrendous tragedy on 30/10/2013
near Palem-Kothakota in Mahabubnagar
Dist wherein 45 passengers (as on 31st
evening) were burnt alive in the carly
hours(5.20AM). Jabbar Travels operated
private Volvo A/C service was on it’s way
from Bangalore to Hyderabad when the
tragedy struck in the wee hours of
Wednesday as the driver of the illfated bus
lost control while overtaking a car on the
narrow culvert stretch crashing into the
road divider leading to bursting of diesel
tank with flames engulfing the entire bus.
As most of the passengers were asleep and
also being an A/C bus with closed win-
dows along with lot of fibre interiors
flames spread fast giving no time for the
passengers to escape except for driver
along with cleaner escaped by jumping
out along with four lucky passengers out
of which one continues to be critical.

One of the most horrified scene one
witnessed as the bus was into flames re-
ducing the innocent 45 passengers( a
child too) to ashes within no time much
to the shocking of their near and dear
ones. Deccan Post mourns the deceased
and prays for their souls while empathiz-
ing with the kith and kin who lost their
dearest ones.

Whom to blame, No Compensa-
tion(31/10/2013) still.. The deceased were
to be identified by DNA samples(to be
collected) to correlate them with the list
released by Jabbar Travels except for few
as they were reduced to ashes. Kith and
kin of the deceased were seen protesting
against the lackluster attitude of the offi-
cialdom for the confusion created in iden-
tification of the bodies. Close on the heels
of an accident involving Kalleswar Private
Travels an incident of this magnitude oc-
curing is a major cause for worry as the
Govt and RTA then had promised to put
forth a stringent law to safeguard the pas-
senger travel interests while initiating ac-
tion against erring operators..?!

The illfated bus as per the list released
by Jabbar Travels and as confirmed by
RTA was carrying more passengers-49

plus than the stipulated 43 plus as per
RTA rules and seating capacity of Volvo..?
In the same vain another glaring aspect
came to the fore-that of carrying more
luggage than the allowed along with the
listed baggage..? Instead of two drivers for
such interstate night service only one
driver along with cleaner was managing..?
Also the speed at the time of the accident
along with the credentials of driver is a
fact one has to ponder over? Aftermath
raids-31/10/2013(an  eyewash..!) have
thrown open the officials role as many
buses were either booked or fined for var-
ious oftences including operations as state
carriers on tourist licences with overloads
and also with no passenger amenities..?
The illfated bus belonged to Diwakar
Road Lines belonging to JC Brothers-a
political heavyweight in Anantapur Con-
gress (planning to migrate..) and regis-
tered on the name of Smt ] C Uma W/O
J C Prabhakar Reddy being operated by
Jabbar Travels..?! Preliminary enquiry to
be conducted by Jt Commissioner
Venkateswarlu was announced by Minis-
ter for Transport Botsa Satyanarayana but
couldn’t announce the immediate couse
of action and compensation as he was
awaiting CM’s orders...!?

He categorically stated that the case is

being registered against Diwakar Road-
lines who owns the permit as no transfer
took place in the name of Jabbar Travels-
though they were operating..?

This incident has clearly exposed the
Politico-Administrator nexus as was being
put forward by Deccan Post in it’s pre-
ceeding editions as the major factor for
subverting revenues favouring such pri-
vate travels at the cost of APSRTC in See-
mandhra and interstate services(So,
APSRTC basically is surviving on Telan-
gana region revenues..?!). Many omis-

sions and commissions involving private
travel operators and politico-officialdom
on evasion of taxes or permit money have
come to the fore along with the operation
of many such buses which don’t qualify
for road fitness certification..? A small
penalty for incidents involving loss of
lives and no major criminal cases initiated
in the recent history has certainly em-
boldened this nexus to operate these serv-
ices as per their whims and fancies much
to the chagrin of desperate paying public
as they are left with no alternative..?! The
operators and their mates-ofticialdom
have become neo-rich while the travelling
paying public continue to face life risks..!

This understanding has severely af-
fected the passenger amenities more so
the security aspects as being witnessed
with unqualified staft plying such high-
tech buses..? This certainly had dented
state’s revenues and assured employ-
ment..? Inspite of such glaring evidences
of mismanagement and superseeding of
established norms on a regular and con-
sistent basis past so many years-why the
Govt and RTA did not act..? Are these
high-tech Volvo buses safe for such travel
and if so what are the measures one had
to take at the time of such incidents? Did
RTA and Govt issue any guidelines retro-
spectively to safeguard passengers in such
situations? Are the staft and management
involved in running such buses are
trained and well informed? If so did they
put them into practice alongside sensitiz-
ing passengers(as done in air travel) to
such safeguards? Did the Govt and RTA
has mechanisms to monitor such viola-
tions or lapses..?!

Now, who will be made accountable
and who will initiate measures for ade-
quate compensation(however cannot
bring back lives..) as many a families lost
their bread earners for no fault of theirs.
No one is against better services for end
users in any sector or by anyone but it
should be properly administered in a
transparent way subjecting to the ac-
countabilities to be monitored by the state
or similar bodies with such powers lest
incidents like this keep happening..!®

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SC gives its verdict on fixed tenures for Civil servants:

Now, political masters must judiciously respond

an end to the interference of politicians

in the transfers, posting and the official
work of the IAS officers in the country has
been widely welcomed. The apex court’s ver-
dict, delivered by a bench comprising of Jus-
tice KS Radhakrishnan and Justice Pinaki
Chandra has ordered for a fixed tenure to the
civil servants so that they can work without
much political interference and fear of being
disturbed unduly while pursuing the public
policies.

T he Supreme Court’s judgment putting

Of course, the apex court, rightly, left it
to the central government and the state gov-
ernments to frame more appropriate rules
and guidelines in this regard to enable the
civil servants to work to their utmost capabil-
ities. The court directed the Centre to set up
a board to advise governments on transfers,
postings, promotions and disciplinary action.
It further directed that these matters should
be handled by a Civil Services Board (CSB).
However, the composition of the board is to
be formulated by the respective executive
governments. In another interesting observa-
tion, the SC said that the bureaucrats must
not function on the basis of verbal instruc-
tions from either of their superiors or the po-
litical executive as it leads to “favouritism and
corruption” and defeats the rights guaranteed
to citizens besides misleading information
seckers under the Right to Information Act.
The officials should insist on written orders
from ministers, if they make any special rec-
ommendations, the court suggested.

The top court gave the Centre, States
and Union Territories three months time to
implement its directions. The promotions-

transfers board would continue to function
till the time Parliament brings in a proper leg-
islation to set up the CSB. However, the po-
litical executive could always overrule the
board’s views by recording reasons therein.

This judgment of the SC is hailed by dif-
ferent sections in the country and by the ac-
tivists who are vigorously working for
ensuring transparency and accountability in
the administration. The Right to Information
Act activists have welcomed the latest verdict
saying that “written orders by the ministers
would fix their role in bypassing the rules”.
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The recent instances of hounding of IAS of-
ficials known for taking on high and mighty
in the political set-up sincerely, like Ashok
Khemka in Haryana and Durga Shakti Nag-
pal in the UP states provoked this response.

On fixing minimum tenure for civil ser-
vants, the Court said it would not only enable
them to achieve their professional targets but

also help them function as effective instru-
ments of public policy. “Repeated shuftling
and transfer of officers is deleterious to good
governance. Minimum assured service tenure
ensures efficient servicedelivery and in-
creased efficiency,” it observed. The verdict
came on a petition filed by a group of former
bureaucrats, including former cabinet secre-
tary TSR Subramanium and former election
commissioner TS Krishna Murthy. “Public
servants are not private servants. Mal-gover-
nance affects people and quality of adminis-
tration,” said Subramanium. Murthy said:
“Good governance is critical to good democ-

racy. Most of us have seen in our careers how
most transfers, promotions, postings and for-
eign assignments are decided on whims of the
political masters.

Though the SC verdict is intended to
cleanse the system of corruption and other
maladies, we cannot ignore the fact that our
country has opted for Parliamentary democ-
racy with elected representatives enacting the

laws as well as paving way for a political ex-
ecutive to function. The Indian Constitution
envisages a clear-cut demarcation among dif-
ferent branches of the government in our sys-
tem — legislature, executive and judiciary. Of
course, media is supposed to be a watchdog
of the democracy and that’s why it is so often
termed “the fourth estate”.

But, by any stretch of imagination, this
equilibrium ought not to be disturbed. The
SC too should not blindly assume that Civil
servants like TAS officials are angels and
would never commit any mistakes. We have
seen how willingly IAS officers have made
themselves partners in the loot. The manner
in which several bureaucrats and ministers
are facing prosecution by the CBI for alleged
corruption in AP state is an example of how
ugly nexus can be detrimental to public in-
terests.

Nevertheless, constant checks and bal-
ances from the legislature as well as the coun-
cil of ministers is forever essential. It must be
acknowledged that it is the primary and ex-
clusive responsibility of the political leaders
to run the government as elected representa-
tives and administer transparent and efficient
governance. The aforesaid verdict of the
Court must not be confused. At best the apex
court can only interpret the laws and safe-
guard the rights of the people. It is for the
elected representatives to govern properly.
Let’s hope that the Centre would come up
with proper mechanism to implement the SC
verdict without making it a debate of “too
much of judicial interference in the legitimate
functioning of the elected governments.®

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President Rule, a must in A.P.!

‘need and compulsion’ of President Rule in

AP In this matter Article-356 of the con-
stitution confers ‘ample powers’ on the Cen-
tral Government for the imposition of
President’s Rule in a state. The constitution
was enforced in 1950 and since then power to
impose President Rule is vested in the Central
Government. This ‘power’ was utilized on as
many as 118 occasions since 1950.

In this article it is proposed to examine the

2. In the above context it may be nec-
essary to consider the following ‘factors’ which
justify imposition of President Rule in A.P.

(a) Prolonged public agitation in (13)
districts of Seemandhra;

(b) Strike by Andhra N.G.Os for last 2
5 months;

(c) Strike by R.T.C. workers leading to
stoppage of buses in 13 districts;

(d) Complete ‘breakdown of constitu-
tional machinery’ in the state;

(e) Failure of the State Government in
ensuring ‘Rule of Law’ in the state;

(f) The Chief Minister has been unable
to hold cabinet meetings.

() The C.M. and ministers not able to
attend their offices and visit any district in
Andhra region;

(h) Vertical SPLIT in the Cabinet and
Government employees into “Two Warring
Groups’;

(i) Ministers and MLAs from Andhra
region declaring that they will defeat the Res-
olution and Telangana Bill when it is referred
to the A.P. Assembly; and

() Seemandhra M.Ps declaring that
they would defeat the T-Bill in Parliament
against all principles of “Parliamentary democ-
racy’.

(k) N.G.O. leader directing Ministers,
MPs and MLAs to resign and join in the agita-
tion which is unprecedented and constitutes
breach of privileges of the elected public rep-
resentatives.

(3) These factors are too serious to be
ignored by the Central Government. Added
to this the Chief Minister has lent ‘open sup-
port’ to the DEMAND for UNITED
ANDHRA in utter disregard of the decision
taken by the Central Government for ‘bifur-
cation’ of the state. Itisan ‘unprecedented sit-
uation’ in the state resulting in failure of ‘Rule
of Law’ breakdown of constitutional machin-
ery in the state.

(4) In the above context it is relevant to
note that erstwhile Andhra state and as well as
Andhra Pradesh are no strangers to the Presi-
dent Rule as described below:

(2)1953 President Rule in Andhra State:

It is well-known that Andhra State was
formed on 1st October, 1953 with Andhra Ke-
sari Sri. T. Prakasham as the 1st Chief Minis-
ter. It was a coalition government as Congress
Party had no majority in the Assembly. In this
context the ‘exemplary conduct’ of Tamil lead-
ers deserves to be mentioned here.

(b) When Andhra state was formed the
TAMILS were in large majority (64%) both in
the Legislature and the Government. But they

never used their majority power to ‘oppose’
the formation of Andhra state.

“Had Tamil leaders opposed “Bifurca-
tion” of Madras Province there would not
have been any ‘Andhra State’ in 1953 and
much less Andhra Pradesh in 1956.

In the above circumstances the ‘See-
mandhra’ people and their leaders could learn
a lesson or two from the ‘shining example’ set
by Tamilians”.

(¢) It is also significant to note that
newly created Andhra State’ had no ‘smooth
sailing’ from the inception of the State as de-
scribed below:

Firstly, it was a coalition Government
with Sri. T. Prakasham as the Chief Minister;

Secondly, it is strange but true that ‘inter-
nal dissensions’ among the coalition partners
led to ‘No Confidence’ motion against
Prakasham Ministry within 13 months of the
formation of Andhra State.

MILAs. Nevertheless the Congress High
Command found it necessary to change the
Telangana C.M. only to satisfy the unjust and
unethical demand of Andhra leaders. In this
context it may be recalled that Jai Andhra Ag-
itation was launched in 1972 following the
MULKI RULES judgement by the
SUPREME COURT on 3-10-1972 uphold-
ing the Mulki Rules as valid in law from 1956.
The object of the Jai Andhra Agitation was for
the abolition of Mulki Rules and other “Telan-
gana Safeguards” as well as removal of Telan-
gana C.M. or else bifurcation of the state.

In the above circumstances the Congress
High Command instead of conceding a sepa-
rate Andhra state had abolished Mulki Rules
and other Telangana Safeguards and also re-
moved of Telangana Chief Minister as de-
manded by Andhra leaders. For this purpose
the Central Government imposed President
Rule on 18-1-1973 which was continued upto
December, 1973. And it is during President
Rule the Central Government “abolished all

Thirdly, some of the members of the
‘Ruling Alliance” defected to the opposition
Ranks on the ‘day of voting’ and supported the

‘No Confidence Motion’. As a result
Prakasham Ministry was defeated by a ‘single
vote’.

In the above circumstances the President
Rule was imposed on 15-11-1954 followed by
dissolution of the Legislative Assembly. These
‘unhealthy developments’” evoked widespread
criticism in the media deploring the uncere-
monious removal of Prakasham Pantulu who
was regarded as a popular and peerless leader.
So it was an inauspicious start for a New State
which continued to face numerous problems
until its merger with Telangana in 1956.

(d) President Rule in A.P. in 1973:

Another instance of President Rule in A.P.
was in 1973 when PV. Narasimha Rao, the first
Telangana Chief Minister was asked to resign
on 17-1-1973 to pave the way for the imposi-
tion of President Rule. At that time Congress
Party had 217 MLAs in the House of 288

Telangana Safeguards by the amendment of’
the Constitution in September, 1973”. And it
was an underserved victory for Andhra leaders
at the cost of Telangana people. In this case the
President Rule was imposed only to get “Telan-
gana Safeguards’ abolished during the suspen-
sion of the Assembly by eliminating every kind
of resistance by Telangana C.M. and Ministers.
But similar action has not been taken to im-
pose President Rule in A.P, which is facing a
greater crisis due to Andhra Agitation. What
is WORSE is that Mr. Shinde, the Home Min-
ister made ‘absurd statements’ recently that
President Rule will not be imposed in A.P,
This is another ‘act of discrimination’ against
Telangana people by the Central Government.
In the above context Telangana leaders asserted
that the very basis of merger of Telangana with
Andhra in 1956 had become void and invalid
as a result of abolition of “Telangana Safe-
guards’.

(e) President Rule in Punjab in 1966:
In 1966 Punjab was the only bilingual

state in the country. In this context Akalidal
demand for ‘Punjabi Subha’ gained support
from the recommendations of a Parliamentary
Committee headed by Sardar Hukam Singh,
the then Speaker of Lok Sabha. Taking note
of the changed situation persistent demand,
the Central Government announced BIFUR-
CATION of Punjab state in June, 1966. At
that time Sri. Ram Kishan (Congress) was the
Chief Minister who submitted the resignation
of his Ministry on 22-6-1966 to facilitate
smooth reorganization of the state. Conse-
quently President Rule was imposed on 5-7-
1966 by keeping the Assembly suspended.
Later Sri. Dharam Vira, the Governor ap-
pointed an ‘Advisory Committee’ to look after
the division of Assets and Liabilities of the 2
states. This Committee included Sri. Ram
Kishan, the outgoing Chief Minister and some
prominent leaders from both regions. Finally
the two new states of Haryana and Punjab
were inaugurated on 1st November, 1966 in a
cordial and peaceful atmosphere. This is an-
other lesson which can be learnt by See-
mandhra leaders from Punjab example in the
long term interests of the proposed two states.

(f) Reorganization of 13 States since 1956:

Since 1956 as many as 13 States were re-
organized in India, out of them 10 new states
were created during Congress Party Govern-
ment at the centre while 3 states were formed
in 2000 AD by BJP Government at the centre.
In this context it is pertinent to note that all
the 13 states were created without any oppo-
sition from any major political party. In this
connection it may be stated that Madhya
Pradesh was bifurcated in 2000 AD to create
Chhattisgarh state. At that time Congress
leader Sri. Digvijaya Singh was the Chief Min-
ister of ML.P. while BJP Government was at the
centre. When Chbhattisgarh Bill was discussed
in the Assembly. Digvijaya Singh, Chief Min-
ister, not only supported the Bill but also ex-
pressed his sympathy and solidarity to the
people of Chhattisgarh.

In similar circumstances people in Telan-
gana expected that Chief Minister Kiran
Kumar Reddy would emulate the example of
Digvijaya Singh in the formation of Telangana
State, but he has chosen the role of a dissenter
and betrayer. Incidentally the same Digvijaya
Singh is now the “Trouble Shooter’ for Con-
gress High Command in resolving the ‘tangle
of Telangana’.

CONCLUSION: It is thus seen that all 13
states were formed without any opposition
while in case of Telangana state there is stift
opposition from the leaders of all parties in
Seemandhra including Chief Minister and
Ministers.

What is more significant is that Andhra
NGO leader Ashok Babu and his colleagues
are ‘directing’ the State and Central Ministers,
MLAs and MPs from Seemandhra to resign
their posts and join in the agitation. This is in-
deed a very tragic situation in which the status
and privileges of the elected public represen-
tatives are violated and undermined. Besides
it will be a very dangerous precedent for future
not only in A.P. but also other states. So this
is another solid and valid reason for imposition
of President Rule in A.P. to uphold the author-
ity and supremacy of the Central Government
which is fully empowered to create new states
under Article-3 of the constitution. ¢

Do not Blow the Body like a Balloon

eople are considered obese when their Body

Mass Index (BMI), a measurement obtained

by dividing a person's weight in kilograms by
the square of the person's height in metres, ex-
ceeds 30 kg/m?2. Obesity increases the likelihood
of various diseases, particularly heart disease, type
2 diabetes, obstructive sleep apnea, certain types
of cancer, and osteoarthritis. Obesity is most
commonly caused by a combination of excessive
food energy intake, lack of physical activity, and
genetic susceptibility.

Dieting and physical exercise are the main-
stays of treatment for obesity. Diet quality can be
improved by reducing the consumption of en-
ergy-dense foods such as those high in fat and
sugars, and by increasing the intake of dietary
fiber. Anti-obesity drugs may be taken to reduce
appetite or inhibit fat absorption together with a
suitable diet. If diet, exercise and medication are
not effective, a gastric balloon may assist with
weight loss, or surgery may be performed to re-
duce stomach volume and/or bowel length, lead-
ing to earlier satiation and reduced ability to
absorb nutrients from food. Obesity is a leading
preventable cause of death worldwide, with in-
creasing prevalence in adults and children, and
authorities view it as one of the most serious
public health problems of the 21st century. Obe-
sity is stigmatized in much of the modern world
(particularly in the Western world), though it was
widely perceived as a symbol of wealth and fer-
tility at other times in history, and still is in some
parts of the world.

IS OBESITY A DISEASE?

In 2013, the American Medical Association
classified obesity as a disease. Obesity is a medical
condition in which excess body fat has accumu-
lated to the extent that it may have an adverse ef-
fect on health. Obesity in children and
adolescents is defined not as an absolute number
but in relation to a historical normal group, such
that obesity is a BMI greater than the 95th per-
centile. Large-scale American and European
studies have found that mortality risk is lowest at

a BMI of 20-25 kg/m2 in non-smokers and at
24-27 kg/m?2 in current smokers, with risk in-
creasing along with changes in either direction.
A BMI above 32 kg/m2 has been associated with
a doubled mortality rate among women over a
16-year period. In the United States obesity is es-
timated to cause 111,909 to 365,000 deaths per
year, while 1 million (7.7%) of deaths in Europe
are attributed to excess weight. On average, obe-
sity reduces life expectancy by six to seven years,
a BMI of 30-35 kg/m2 reduces life expectancy by
two to four years, while severe obesity (BMI >
40 kg/m2) reduces life expectancy by ten years.

CHILDHOOD OBESITY:

Childhood obesity is already common, espe-
cially in westernized countries. In 2004, accord-
ing to IOTF criteria, it was estimated that ~10%
of children worldwide aged 5-17 years were
overweight and that 2-3% were obese. Preva-
lence rates vary considerably between different
regions and countries, from <5% in Africa and
parts of Asia to >20% in Europe and >30% in
the Americas and some countries in the Middle
East. Becoming obese earlier in life clearly am-
plifies certain health risks, particularly for type 2
diabetes.

OBESE IN ANDHRA PRADESH:

Many people in Hyderabad are turning to
weight loss surgeries to get rid of obesity. Spe-
cialists say highest numbers of weight loss sur-
geries in the country are being done in Andhra
Pradesh, with a major chunk of them happening
in Hyderabad. More than half a dozen surgeons,
specializing in weight loss surgery in the city, are
doing about 70 operations every month. New
Delhi follows AP with around 55 surgeries and
Mabharashtra comes third with about 42 surgeries
most of which are being performed in Mumbai.
Nearly 65% of the patients are women. Nearly
6,000 weight loss surgeries were performed
across India in 2012 in Apollo Hospitals, of
which about 800 surgeries were in Andhra
Pradesh. Estimates suggest that 16% of the urban
population and 2.5% of rural population in AP is
obese.

WEIGHT LOSS PROCEDURE:

There are three major weight loss proce-
dures — gastric band, gastric bypass and sleeve
gastrectomy. While gastric bypass is much more
popular among Americans and is picking up in
Europe, in India sleeve gastrectomy is the ma-
jorly done weight loss procedure.

THE INTERNATIONAL ASSOCIATION FOR THE
STUDY OF OBESITY (IASO):

The International Association for the Study
of Obesity (IASO) has been holding the Inter-
national Congress on Obesity (ICO) since 1974
and next year marks the 12th event. The con-
terence will be jointly hosted by the Malaysian
Association for the Study of Obesity (MASO)
and will be held in Malaysia at the Kuala
Lumpur Convention Centre from 17th - 20th
March 2014. The programme offers eight dif-
ferent tracks and will include over 70 of the
world’s top obesity experts as speakers. The
congress provides the opportunity to hear and
discuss: The latest research on all aspects of
obesity, New innovative preventive and treat-
ment strategies, Global alliances to reduce the
prevalence of obesity and its associated burden
of diseases, Insight from the world’s leading
obesity specialists.IASO is actively engaged with
international policy related projects globally and
is in official relations with the World Health
Organization (WHO).

IASO contributed to the UN High Level
Meeting on NCDs and subsequently helped
ensure that a target for reducing the prevalence
of obesity was included in the WHO Global
Monitoring Framework for NCDs.IASO has
also participated in a number of EU projects
with numerous partner organizations, exploring
issues such as the marketing of food and drink
to children, environmental causes of obesity,
obesity prevention in pre-school children and
the health impacts of obesityIASO is now
working to provide a number of tools to
strengthen the voice of its members and em-
power them to become more active in obesity
policy and advocacy in their countries and re-

gions.

IASO’s think tank — The International
Obesity TaskForce (IOTF) — provides IASO
with a Scientific Council, which is a global net-
work of obesity experts able to advise and de-
velop policy positions and identify new areas for
advocacy and policy support. Most recently
IOTF has launched an international network of
public health experts aiming to make govern-
ments and industry more transparent and ac-
countable for the rising rates ot obesity, titled
the International Network for Food and Obe-
sity/Non-communicable Diseases Research,
Monitoring and Action Support (INFOR-
MAS). This network aims to develop and pro-
mote benchmarks for measuring the progress of
governments and the food industry and develop
tools for monitoring their actions in relation to
unhealthy food environments. IASO responds
to consultation on the post-2015 agenda.

IASO response to the High Level Panel re-
port “A New Global Partnership: Eradicate
Poverty and Transform Economies through
Sustainable Development” and primarily raised
concern about the lack of attention to the rising
epidemic of obesity in less developed
economies and the absence of any specific obe-
sity related health target.IASO co-signs state-
ment to the WHO European Ministerial
Conference on Nutrition and Non-Communi-
cable Discases. The statement calls for Member
States and WHO to consider three key recom-
mendations for tackling diet-related NCDs.

1.Ensure a healthier media environment for
our children.

2.Create a healthy food environment in
schools.

3.Improve the quality of the food supply.
Other signatories of the statement include
World Cancer Research Fund International
(WCRF-Int), European Heart Network
(EHN), International Diabetes Federation
(IDF), The NCD Alliance, The European Con-
sumers' Organization (BEUC), European Pub-
lic Health Alliance (EPHA). ¢

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Market surges all

tock market sentiment indicator contin-
s ued the further uptrend and could scale

the historic high levels of 21,200, the top
which was achieved in January 2008. Market
could extend its rally primarily due to the
strong buying by the Foreign Institutional
Funds, who continued their record purchases
of the Indian equities. Market could advance
further, even though there are concerns about
the weakness in the economy, while there is
not much of retail investor participation.

The market sentiment has turned positive
as the American markets advanced to the his-
toric levels, while it is expected that the Indian
economy could recover in the next half. The
exports are expected to pick up and there are
reports that there could be bumper harvest due
to good monsoon. The second quarterly fi-
nancial results of the Indian companies that
have been declared so far are positive, and
market is awaiting the results of other frontline
companies, which are expected to have an im-
pact on the market movement.

Though, market has made strong gains to
hit all-time highs, there is no strong euphoria
that was seen previously during the peak of
2008. It is also expected that the financial stim-
ulus to the American economy would con-
tinue. However the economic data of the
Indian economy is still weak, which are dis-
counted. The Indian production data (ITP) that

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was reported recently is still disappointing,
while the inflation is still high, with no major
relief.

Market rally was led by banking sector

stocks which made strong gains due to liquid-
ity booster measures by the Reserve Bank of
India. But RBI has increased the banking in-
terest rates by about 25 points in its meet on
28th October for the second time in this quar-

-time high levels

ter. This will make consumer and corporate
loans a little more costly.

Indian Rupee is seen in narrow range and
in a minor range in-between the resistance of
62 and the support at 61 levels, in the last few
days. Crude oil is seen consolidating at 6,000
levels, and could get into a short-term uptrend
in the MCX commodity market, as it is in
technical oversold position. Precious com-
modity Gold is seen reacting from 31,000 re-
sistance levels after an earlier minor uptrend,
while Silver is also seen in a minor correction
from 50,000, while a sideways trend is ex-
pected, in the next few days.

Market is now just at all-time high levels,
where it must show firm consolidation, in the
next few weeks, for the rally to continue into
further new peaks. Market could see a consol-
idation trend in the next few days, till the re-
sults season is complete. But technically on the
charts, in-case of any failure to sustain above
the current major support of 21,000 then mar-
ket is likely to get into a short-term correction,
for the short-term investors to be cautious.
Since market has witnessed a strong run-up, it
is better for the investors to wait for a decline
to enter into the market as it is in the over-
bought position. ¢
