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Is KCR emerging as Sonia’s
choice for T-State CM?

The dynamics of political events in Telangana are undergoing rapid changes week after week. As the process
of bifurcation of Andhra Pradesh is gaining momentum in view of the deadline of 23rd January stipulated
coming very close; there appears to be preparations going on in the congress behind the scenes indicating the
possibility of convening a special session of the Parliament soon after 26th of January to pass the AP State
Re-organization Bill 2013 expeditiously. Obviously, in anticipation of many major political developments, several
political parties and political leaders in both regions of Andhra Pradesh are strategizing various permutations
and combinations in order to adapt to the changes that are taking place.
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Till now, many were of the opinion
that Congress high command was in no
hurry to pressure the Telangana Rashtra
Samith (TRS) into merging with the con-
gress and that the party high command
was 1n no mood to offer the post of chief
minister to any outsider, other than a
Congress leader. But, with the entire
process nearing completion, there is a lot
of uncertainty within the congress party
about identifying a capable leader to lead
the government as well as the party in the
wake of statchood being conferred on
Telangana. With several congress leaders
failing to impress the party leadership
about their capabilities in taking up the
mantle of leadership in Telangana post-bi-
furcation; it is learnt that Congress presi-
dent Sonia Gandhi has decided to offer
the post of Telangana chief minister to
TRS president K Chandrasekhar Rao
(KCR) upon his joining the congress soon
after the T-bill is passed in the Parliament.

Undoubtedly, this could be an unex-
pected development and a jolt to many
Congress leaders from the region who
have all along been dreaming about the
top position without straining a bit. In
fact, close confidants of the Congress high
command have confirmed that the party
president Sonia Gandhi has made up her
mind on this issue. These sources close to
the congress high command told “Deccan
Post” that an indication to this effect has
already been conveyed to KCR last week.
It is reliably learnt that KCR shared this
proposal with other party leaders and also
his close confidants. Though, initially
there was some reluctance to this proposal
from long standing associates of KCR in
the TRS, many among them are slowly
veering round to the view that KCR may
not be reluctant and as such are grudg-
ingly conveying their consent.

Initially, when the congress leadership
was silent on Telangana statehood issue till
June 2013; KCR wanted to go for an al-
liance with the BJP, as BJP led NDA was
expected to come to power at the Centre
after the 2014 general elections. The out-
come of various opinion surveys projected
an edge to BJP led NDA and even more
better prospects to Narendra Modi occu-
pying the post of Prime Minister. It is said
that KCR has a good relation with BJP top
brass Rajnath Singh and a section of

Sangh Parivar too and he was keen on
making use of them. It was politically felt
mutually beneficial to have a TRS tie up
with BJP.

Moreover, KCR was keen on avoid-
ing a split of pro-Telangana votes in the re-
gion between his TRS and the BJP, as
both the parties have been fighting for the
statehood for the last several years. At that
point of time, KCR was also keen on hav-
ing a tic up with BJP in order to deny any
opportunity to TDP to align with the saf-
fron brigade in Telangana. KCR knows
well that if he won’t, TDP will join hands
with BJP

But, the sudden developments that
have taken place since July 30th, 2013,
when the Congress Working Committee
passed a resolution favouring Telangana
state formation and since October 3rd,
2013, when the union cabinet cleared

the Telangana Bill, KCR has begun re-
thinking on this line of approach. Since
these two developments, there has been
groundswell of goodwill for the Congress
in Telangana region.

“Whatever may be the situation else-
where in the country, people of Telangana
are in awe and admiration for Sonia
Gandhi and the Congress, which has ful-
filled their decades’ long desire for a sep-
arate state. At this stage, KCR cannot
afford to ignore the sentiments of the
people of Telangana and bury the party
which brought in the Bill for Telangana,”
said TRS senior leader Guntakandla Ja-
gadeeswar Reddy.

However, Jagadeeswar Reddy has-
tened to add that there was no final deci-
sion on TRS merging with the Congress
at this juncture. “KCR has already made
it clear that the decision on merging our
party with Congress would be taken up
only after the Parliament passes the
Telangana Bill. Till then, we may wait and
watch,” Reddy told Deccan Post. Besides
there are many senior party leaders in the
TRS like Etala Rajender, Nayani
Narasimha Reddy, Kadiyam Srihari,
Pocharam Srinivas Reddy who are very
uncomfortable to go with the congress.

Lack of Leadership in T-Congress:

Sources close to KCR have con-
firmed that he is ready to join Congress
and take up the post of chief minister, im-
mediately after the formation of Telan-
gana state. This according to political
analysts will suit him in more than many
ways. One, he can control the internal
war for the post of CM within Congress

and TRS. As he is the tallest leader in
Telangana, no one will object to him tak-
ing up the post; especially when he is
going to join the congress by disbanding
his TRS party.

Moreover, Congress high command
will be relieved by KCR becoming the
CM of Telangana, as there are not enough
leaders in Congress who can be consid-
ered as potential leaders from the region
capable of leading the congress to victory.
Almost all the senior Congress leaders
from Telangana, suffer one or the other
handicap, when it comes to the question
of leading the government and the party
in the region. Top contender union min-
ister S Jaipal Reddy is castigated for never
being in the forefront of T movement all
these years and he is coming out only
now for the last couple of months, so his
chances of being accepted by a majority
of Telangana forces is considered very
minimal. State minister K Jana Reddy is
another contender, but his limitations like
lack of base in his home district Nalgonda
is a liability to him.

Deputy CM Damodar Rajanarsimha,
another aspirant, who is a Dalit leader, is
considered too grumpy and the charges of
corruption leveled by Kiran Kumar Reddy
are minus points to him. Another senior
Dalit minister ] Geeta Reddy is consid-
ered quite old for her seventy years and
also being charge-sheeted in Jagan’s dis-
proportionate assets case stand as her dis-
advantages. Similar is the case with other
three ministers Ponnala Laxmiah, Uttam
Kumar Reddy and D Sridhar Babu, who
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are very close to CM Kiran, a strong oppo-
nent of Telangana. These three are per-

ceived to be anti-Telangana by many
hardcore Telangana protagonists.

Komatireddy brothers — MLA Venkat
Reddy and MP Rajagopal Reddy — too are
suffering from the same dark spots — that
they were loyalists of YSR and Jagan. There
are other aspirants like D Srinivas and
Marri Shasidhar Reddy when it comes to
the post of CM. But they too suffer from
being too unpopular with T-people. Al-
though, there are other senior Congress
leaders like DK Aruna and KR Suresh
Reddy or Shabbir Ali, none of them can
match the popularity or general acceptance
of KCR, if they were to be appointed as the
CM of Telangna. Congress high command

wants someone efficient, popular and a
leader of masses to become the first CM of
Telangana.

Moreover, if made CM, KCR can suc-
cessfully lead the Congress to victory in
Telangana. He can win 15 to 16 out of 17
MPs from the region. Another biggest ad-
vantage favouring KCR is not having the
burden of anti-incumbency that may aftect
any other Congress leader. As KCR is fresh
and out of power till now, people will pun-
ish him for the misdeeds of Congress rule,
like power cuts, price hike etc;

The only problem KCR may face, if he
were to accept the post of CM is betrayal of
his promise long ago that he would make a
Dalit as the first chief minister of Telangana.
Certainly, he will be accused by rivals for

being a power monger and Dalit Drohi.

There may be some initial criticism
against him that he was a power-monger
and greedy for the CM post. But, in the
long run that would be beneficial to the
pride of Dalit leadership.

Instead of someone appointing them
to the post of CM, the Dalit MLAs and
MPs can work hard and emerge as efticient
leaders to get the post on their merit. This
may take some time, but the Dalit leader-
ship can go on building their base. Mean-
while, KCR will be tested for his
competence and sincerity in implementing
several of his promises made by him for the
development of Telangana. Any way, let’s
watch out for Sonia’s choice.

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Long live Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose

ith the starting of January month,
Wall Indians remember at least three

important dates -12th January
(Swami Vivekananda’s birth day), 23rd
January (Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose’s
birth day) and 26th January (Republic
Day). The great patriot and a selfless
leader of the country Subhash Chandra
Bose, popularly known as Netaji Subhash
Chandra Bose was born on January 23rd,
1897 in Cuttack, Odisha. His patriotic
feeling is observed from his childhood
when he thrashed a British Professor EF
Otten in Presidency College of Calcutta
in 1916 for his (Prof Otten’s) racist re-
marks against Indians and for this, Sub-
hash Chandra had to suffer a lot, however
with the intervention of Indian scholars
and other Indian stalwarts; the matter was
resolved later on as he was a brilliant stu-
dent and a true patriotic. Subhash Chan-
dra was undoubtedly a brilliant student as
in all spheres of academics, he excelled. As
desired by his parents, he went to Eng-
land in 1919 to appear for Indian Civil
Service and subsequently in 1920 came
out fourth in order of merit which may
be taken as an indicator for his brilliance.
But he was deeply disturbed by the Jalian-
wala Bagh massacre, and left his Civil
Service apprenticeship midway to return
to India (in 1921).

After returning to India, Subhash
Chandra came under the influence of
Mahatma Gandhi and joined Indian Na-
tional Congress subsequently as advised
by Gandhiji, he started functioning under
Deshbandhu Chittaranjan Das, whom
Subhash Chandra had great respect and
acknowledged as political mentor. In
1928, the Motilal Nehru Committee ap-
pointed by the Congress leaders declared
in favour of Dominion Status, but Sub-
hash Chandra Bose along with Jawaharlal
Nehru opposed it, and both asserted that
complete independence for India was the
only answer.

The fruit of independence finally
reached to us on 15th August 1947 for
which Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose’s
contribution was immense. While Netaji
Subhash Chandra Bose was Head of In-
dian National Army (INA) or Azad Hind
Fauj, Dr Lakshmi Swaminathan met Ne-
taji in Singapore and she was charmed by
listening his speeches and decided to join
in the freedom movement of the country
and subsequently joined in INA and be-
came Captain Lakshmi. She headed a reg-
iment called Jhansi Rani Laxmi Bai
Regiment of INA. It was the first regi-
ment headed by a lady in Asia. However,
in March 1947 she married to Colonel
Prem Kumar Sahgal (leading personality
of INA) and subsequently known as Dr
Lakshmi Sahgal.

Netaji Subhash Chandra Bose was
endowed with many qualities vis-a-vis a
true human being. He was against caste,
creed, religion and that is why Indian Na-
tional Army (INA) led by him was con-
stituted of Hindu, Muslim, Sikh and

others and fought against the British
without any hitch. He was against illiter-
acy, poverty, communalism when he
mentioned “freedom implies not only
emancipation from political bondage, but
also equal distribution of wealth, abolition
of caste barriers and social inequalities and
destruction of communalism as well as
destruction of religious intolerance”.

Netaji’s other qualities were respect
to women as he himself wrote, “In prac-
tical life, man becomes pure and clean
through the process of contemplating
‘mother’ in all women”. He was also in
opinion that “Devotion and love render
selfless”.

During Second World War, Indian
National Army (INA) entered Andaman
& Nicobar Islands and Subhash Chandra

hoisted Indian National flag on 30th De-
cember 1943 at Gymkhana ground and
rechristened the Andaman as ‘Shaheed’
(Martyr) and Nicobar as ‘Swaraj” (Free-
dom), however after independence, it did
not materialize. While Subhash Chandra
was Congress president, many liked him
for his dynamic role against the British.
And that is why he was elected President
of Indian National Congress for two con-
secutive terms but had to resign in the
mid of second term due to ideological dif-
terences with Mahatma Gandhi as Gand-
hiji was upset with the defeat of Dr
Bhogaraju Pattabhi Sitaramayya who was
Gandhiji’s nominee. After the election in
1939, Mahatma Gandhi openly ventilated
his displeasure by uttering, “Pattabhi
Sitaramaiah’s defeat is my defeat”, albeit
votes pulled by Subhash Chandra Bose

were 1580 against 1375 by Pattabhi Sitara-
maiah. It is believed that persons from
Southern part of India including Telugu
people who voted that time many of them
voted in favour of Subhash Chandra, al-
though Pattabhi Sitaramaiah was from
Andhra Pradesh, Telugu man. This glar-
ingly indicates that people of southern
part of India including Andhra Pradesh
were free from parochial feelings in those
days and only after assessing situation
people took decision which of course is
found true in present days also. After re-
signing from Indian National Congress
on 29th April 1939, Subhash Chandra an-
nounced formation of a new political
party namely Forward Bloc.

While he was Congress President, he
did many important things for the interest
of the country which inter alia were - he
(Subhash Chandra) wrote to Jinnah with
a hope of negotiation for reaching a set-
tlement between Congress and Muslim
League for mutual understanding and co-
operation as he could see confrontation
might lead to division of the country. Sec-
ondly because of Subhash Chandra,
Assam is now with India which many per-
sons still today believe as he played crucial
role in 1938 when people of Assam real-
ized that Sadullah’s Muslim League Gov-
ernment had different game plan. Then
Congress leaders of Assam namely
Gopinath Bardoloi and Bishnu Ram
Medhi made repeated request to address
political issues of Assam as Assam was
passing through an unprecedented polit-
ical turmoil in the second half of 1938 and
Subhash Chandra as President of Indian
National Congress came and by staying
few days in Shillong matter was resolved.
For such noble act he is still widely re-
spected in Assam.

Although, Netaji Subhash Chandra’s
death is a matter of discussion but he will
be in the hearts of all Indians (even many
Pakistanis and Bangladeshis respect him)
for his sacrifice for the country otherwise
as ICS officer he could have enjoyed his
life as those days it was lucrative service.
Before winding up for the interest of
readers, it is pertinent to mention that al-
though Netaji and Gandhiji had differ-
ences in ideologies about achieving
independence of the country but both
were staunch follower of one theory i.c.
to drive out the British from India and
that is why both admired and respected
each other. In 1942, Gandhiji called Sub-
hash Chandra Bose as the ‘Prince among
the Patriots’ and Netaji Subhash Chandra
Bose in a radio broadcast from Rangoon
in 1944 addressed Mahatma Gandhi as
‘The Father of Our Nation’ i.e. Subhash
Chandra first addressed Gandhiji as The
Father of Our Nation which we still fol-
low. ¢

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POIRTS: The hub of business
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along India’s coastline

ndia has a long coastline, spanning 7,516.6 kilo-
I meters, forming one of the biggest peninsulas

in the world. It is serviced by 13 major ports (12
OF government and 1 corporate) and 187 notified
minor and intermediate ports. Major ports handle
a large percentage of business. However, the words
‘major’, ‘intermediate’ and ‘minor’, do not have a
strict association with the traffic volumes served
by these ports. Mundra Port, a newly developed
minor port in the state of Gujarat registered cargo
traftic of around 28.8 million tonnes per annum
during the financial year of 2008, which is higher
than that of many major ports. The classification
of Indian ports into major, minor and intermediate
sections has an administrative significance. Indian
government has a federal structure, and according
to its constitution, maritime falls under the ‘con-
current list’, to be administered by both the Cen-
tral and the State governments.

While, the Central Shipping Ministry adminis-
ter the major ports, the minor and intermediate
ports are administered by the relevant departments
or ministries in the nine coastal states of West Ben-
gal, Odisha, Andhra Pradesh, Tamil Nadu, Kerala,
Karnataka, Goa, Maharashtra and Gujarat. Several
of these 187 minor and intermediate ports are
merely ‘notified’; little or no cargo handling actu-
ally takes place. These ports have been identified
by the respective governments to be developed, in
a phased manner, a good proportion of them in-
volving partnership. Cargo handling is projected
to grow at 7.7% until 2013-14. Some 60% of
India’s container traffic is handled by the Mumbai
Port and Jawaharlal Nehru Port Trust in Mumbai.
There are also 7 shipyards under the control of the
central government of India, 2 shipyards con-

trolled by state governments, and 19 privately
owned shipyards.

The major ports handle cargo of large tonnage
at Visakhapatnam, Kochi, Paradip Port, Chennai
Port and Kandla. Major ports can collectively han-
dle 400 plus million tons of cargo annually, and
port operations have improved since the mid-
1990s. All major ports, except one (Ennore Port),
are government administered, but private sector
participation in ports has increased. Karaikal Port
Private Limited (KPPL), a private port developed
by MARG Limited, became operational in April,
20009.

LAND LIBERALIZATION:

New guidelines provide necessary regulatory
framework for land allotment by major ports.
These guidelines have been drawn to help the
ports to carry out leasing and licensing of port land
in a transparent manner. Discretionary powers
have been reduced and tender-cum-auction has
been prescribed as the most preferred method of
allotment.

Major ports in India have between them 2.64
lakh acres of land, which is a major resource. So
far, the land utilization has not been optimum and
often yielded lesser returns. The thrust of the new
policy has been on linking the value of land with
prevailing market rates. Under the new policy
guidelines, land can be allotted only through li-
censing in custom bond areas by inviting compet-
itive bidding, while land outside custom bond
areas can be leased through tender-cum-auction.
There is also a provision to license land outside
custom bond areas, but it should be only for port
related activities.

The Boards of respective ports can approve
leasing of land for a period up to 30 years. For leas-
ing of land beyond 30 years and up to 99 years, ap-
proval of the government has to be obtained
through the mechanism of Empowered Commit-
tee. All the 12 major ports of the country are re-
quired to draw land use plan covering all land
owned or managed by them. The new guidelines
are applicable to all major ports in India except for
the land relating to township areas in Mumbeai,
Kolkata and Kandla. The new policy guidelines for
land management are part of the on going process
of port reforms and liberalization.

While Major Ports, owned by the Centre op-
erate in a comparatively more regulated environ-
ment, the non-major ports, comprising state ports
and private ports enjoy substantial degree of flex-
ibility. The government has been working towards
creating a level playing field for major and non-
major ports. Earlier, in 2013, as a part of reform
process in the Ports sector tariff setting in major
ports was liberalized and indexed to inflation and
minimum efficiency standards were prescribed for
cargo terminals.

The 12 major ports in India — Kandla, Mum-

bai, NPT, Marmugao, New Mangalore, Cochin,
Chennai, Ennore, V O Chidambarnar, Visakhap-
atnam, Paradip and Kolkata (including Haldia)
handle approximately 61 percent of cargo traffic.
The Government is committed to further aug-
menting the port capacity in the major ports sector.
During 2013-14 it is planned to augment port ca-
pacity by 220 mtpa through 30 port projects. Out
of these 20 port projects, with a capacity of approx-
imately 100 mtpa have already been approved. The
remaining port projects, including the ambitious
Rs 8,000 crore JNPT Terminal-4, are likely to be
approved during the fourth quarter of the current
fiscal.

TARIFF AUTHORITY FOR MAJOR PORTS (TAMP):

Tarift Authority for Major Ports (TAMP) was
constituted in April 1997 to provide for an inde-
pendent Authority to regulate all tariffs, both ves-
sel related and cargo related, and rates for lease of
properties in respect of Major Port Trusts and the
private operators located therein. The Major Ports
Trust Act, 1963 was amended by Port Laws
(Amendment) Act 1997 to constitute the TAMP.
This Authority has jurisdiction only over major
port trusts and private terminals therein. It is re-
sponsible for prescribing the rates for services pro-
vided and facilities extended by them and also rates
for lease of port trust properties. This Authority is

......

empowered not only to notify the rates but also
the conditionality’s governing application of the
rates.

The endeavor of the Authority is to emphasize
user-orientation in its approach to work and
thereby motivate all concerned to give it the ben-
efit of their thinking. In conformity with its com-
mitment to let the participative process
preponderate in its working, special care is taken
to give adequate opportunities for users to repre-
sent their interests. Accordingly, interactive ses-
sions are organized at the port level with users
directly. Besides, joint-hearings are held at the port
level in the interest of natural justice before the
Authority decides individual tariff cases. Every no-
tification, declaration, order and regulation of the
Authority made under the MPT Act is published
in the Gazette of India.

The orders notified by the Authority are final.
There is no provision for appeal against these or-
ders within the system. Aggrieved parties will have
to approach the High Court for Redressal. This
Authority, however, undertakes review of orders,
under exceptional circumstances. The Union
Government has the power to modify the Author-
ity's Order or issue 'policy directions' on matters
relating to port pricing. ¢

The Indian equity market ended the day
with losses on Friday after the rupee hit over
five week low against the US Dollar. The US
dollar faded marginally after a mixed bag of
US economic data.

F inally, BSE Sensex closed at 21,063 down

Today’s decline was led by selling pres-
sure in the IT, telecom, banking and the realty
stocks. Among the other major laggards were
consumer durables, metals, power and capital
goods stocks. Even the mid-cap and the small-
cap stocks were under immense selling pres-
sure. Bucking the negative trend were the oil
and gas, FMCG and auto stocks.

Banking heavyweight HDFC Bank came
out with its quarterly numbers which came in
better than market expectation. The bank
posted a 25% increase in net profit to Rs.
23.26bn from Rs. 18.5%9bn a year ago. Net in-
terest income gained nearly 16% to Rs.
46.35bn. Asset quality at the bank remained
mostly stable during the quarter. Non-per-
forming loans as a percentage of total assets
were at 0.3%.

Shares of TCS slipped as much as 5.5%
on Friday to record worst percentage loss since
October 17, a day after the I'T major beat mar-
ket expectations with a significant 50.3% jump

in third-quarter profit. On the other hand,
Wipro has declined by over 2.5% and closed at
Rs556 ahead of Q3 results today.

Shares telecom companies, mainly Idea
Cellular and Bharti Airtel, ended lower by up
to 5%, on reports that Reliance Jio Infocomm's
participation in the upcoming spectrum auc-
tion will hurt profitability of other telecom
companies. Ranbaxy Laboratories dipped by
2% to Rs 407 extending its past four days fall
after the pharmaceutical company’s manufac-
turing facility in Toansa, Punjab received a

Form 483 warning from the US Food and
Drug Administration (US FDA).

Shares of MindTree was down 5% and
closed at Rs1429 after the company reported
fiscal third-quarter profit which fell 10.4 per
cent, after a foreign exchange loss. Gold rose
on Friday as weakness in US equities, strong
fund buying and Asian physical demand lifted
bullion to its fourth consecutive weekly gain.
The market was surprised by news of
Deustche Bank withdrawing from gold and
silver benchmark setting, or fixing, as German
