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TRS - T destiny's favourite child

The Telangana Rashtra Samiti's stupendous wave has on its crest gifted a stable
government to the fledgling Telangana state. The credit for this huge success goes entirely
to its chief K Chandrasekhar Rao aka KCR. His strategy and systematic execution has en-
abled the party to bag 63 of the 119 assembly seats in the to-be-born state of India.

T he principal challenger of the
TRS, the Congress, which was
safely ensconced in the seat of
power till a couple of weeks ago, is
now at best a minor player or at the
worst - an also ran. The ambitious
yet disorganized claimant to power
has got just as many seats as the
TDP-BJP combine, which was widely
thought of as a poor third got. The
TDP has 15 seats in its kitty while
the BJP has five. Among the other
winners are: Majlis Ittehadul
Muslimeen 7, the YSR Congress got
three, two to CPI and CPM and two
to independents, who rebelled
against the party's diktat. The TRS's
reign of supremacy extended to the
Lok Sabha too. It has won 11 seats,
eight up from the two seats in the
last Lok Sabha. Conversely, the
Congress, which had 12 in the last
Lok Sabha, has just two. What a
reversal of fortunes! As for the
others, MIM, TDP, BJP and YSR
Congress Party shared one seat each.
The numbers show that the TRS is

the sole claimant to be the voice of
Telangana.

Chief Minister KCR

There are some who feel that
KCR wants to become the chief
minister of Telangana. In fact, he
richly deserves to become the chief
political executive of the nascent
state. He is amply experienced to

chart out the path of growth and
development for this neglected
region.

KCR had launched his TRS on
April 27th, 2001 after quitting the
post of deputy speaker of the AP
Legislative Assembly. He had done
this to champion the cause of the
Telangana. When he floated the TRS,
he was its sole MLA. He resigned his

MLA post and re-contested to win
from his borough of Siddipet. At that
point, there weren't many people
with him. Later, it fared well in the
North Telangana districts such as
Nizamabad and Karimnagar. Yet, not
many wanted to follow him.

There were doubting Thomases.
There were questions whether
Telangana state was even a remote
possibility, particularly in view of the
bitter experiences of the past when
leaders surrendered themselves to
power and pelf and abandoned the
cause of Telangana. The memories of
the Telangana Praja Samiti (TPS)
were fresh in the minds of the
people. There were sacrifices galore
and unceasing agitations. The TPS
won 10 MP seats in 1971, but
immediately, its leader Marri Chenna
Reddy merged with the Congress
and the Telangana plant was again
dropped.
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Then there were the examples of
leaders like P Indra Reddy, who tried
to fight for Telangana, but couldn't
make much progress due to non-
cooperation from other leaders. The
Andhra lobby ensured that the
Telangana voice was muzzled. Right
from Kasu Brahmananda Reddy of
Congress to Chandrababu Naidu of
TDP, all Andhra CMs were hostile
towards Telangana.

But, a determined KCR decided
to plough a lonely furrow in the
barren political swathe of Telangana

and moulded TRS into a fighting fit
agitational outfit. Thanks to his
sustained efforts, the agitation has
become both deep and wide. His
shrewd lobbying, political acumen
and Machiavellian tactic suited
contemporary politics.

Ups and Downs

Like all great stories of history,
the TRS saga too had its highs and
lows. There were crests and troughs.
The path was pot-holed and the
journey had its own ups and downs.
Success in getting Congress

president  Sonia
Karimnagar in 2004 to assure the
Telangana people that their

sentiments would be respected was
the high-point.

There were also lows like the
ignomious defeat in 2008 Assembly
by-elections as the then Chief
Minister YS Rajasekhara Reddy
planned defeat of a majority of his
20 plus MLAs who quit to press for
the cause of separate state. When
KCR got just 6 MLAs in the by-
elections, many feared that the TRS

would sink into oblivious. Many
Congress and TDP leaders had then
vowed to wipe out the TRS.

Even a day before the current
election results, former minister
Danam Nagender predicted that KCR
would have to read “Panchangam”
(almanac), as Congress was poised
to win the polls and form the maiden
Telaganna government. But,
ironically, while KCR won hands
down, Nagender lost his election
from Khairatabad in the hands of a
less-known BJP candidate Chintala
Ramachandra Reddy, by a whopping
majority of 20,346 votes. But, Modi
plodded on. Hence, KCR fully
deserves to become the first ever
chief minister of Telangana state, as
there are no equals to him in either
Congress or TDP or any other party.

Sadly, most of the leaders of
other parties have never come
forward to sacrifice their posts for
the cause of Telangana. Even some
Congress MPs, who fought for the
Telangana cause, too played safe by
retaining their seats all through.
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There are some critics who point out to his
promise of making a person from Dalit
background as the first chief minister of
Telangana. But, as Deccan Post has already
defended KCR that a Dalit can be made CM even
in future, but there is an urgency for someone as
strong as KCR to become the first chief minister
of Telangana now. There is a dire need to give a

positive direction to the nascent state.

Challenges galore

As KCR is set to be sworn in as the first chief
minister of Telangana on or after June 2nd, he has
multiple challenges to cope with. KCR is not just
addressing the demands of people of this region,
but also will be fulfilling the aspirations of this
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region that remained unfulfilled for over six
decades. A heavy responsibility lies on his
shoulders that he cannot falter in tackling his
tasks, at a time the new state faces newer
difficulties.

Unemployment, shortage of power, drinking
water, housing, bad roads, poor healthcare system
in rural areas and tribal areas like Adilabad and
Mahabubnagar are crying for his attention.
Industrialization of Telangana has hit a rock
bottom during the last few decades. Now, he will
have to restore it. Agriculture and farmers’ issues
are other major concerns before him.

More than anything else, he will have to be
careful with agents of Andhra officers who are
masquerading as his well-wishers currently. KCR
should not forget the questionable role played by
some Andhra [AS officers - ike K
Lakshminarayana - when he was the transport
minister in the TDP Government. This officer tried
to humiliate KCR on every occasion and stall the
development of RTC in Telangana.

KCR should marshal all his skills and
resources to keep power brokers at bay and
ensure that the same wheeler dealers, who played
a notorious role during previous regimes, are not
there again in his CMO. KCR also should ensure
that Chandrababu Naidu moved out of Hyderabad
as early as possible and build his own capital for
Seemandhra. We wish KCR can do all this at the
earliest. ¢

At a time when India was reconciled itself to
an era of three Cs - compulsions, compromises
and coalitions, a determined and high-octane
Modi has caused a paradigm shift.

Even there, the party
fared dismally in the last Assembly elections. But, this
time, Modi tsunami crested all across the country and
the BJP could win seats in far corners of Tamil Nadu
and West Bengal, something that was unthinkable till
now.

This victory should better be deemed more as the
victory of Modi, than that of BJP or even the NDA. This
is not without strong reason. When Modi was made
the election campaign committee chief, the party was
low on morale. There was desperation and dejection
all around. The conditions were not conducive to the
saffron brigade. Veteran leader LK Advani, whose ca-
reer and charisma were fading and ability to lead was
falling, was still nursing hopes of becoming the PM.
There were too many claimants for donning Advani's
mantle. But, not one of them was strong enough to in-

spire the cadre and electrify the campaign. They
weren't fighting fit to dislodge the 10-year-long
UPA rule. It was then that the RSS, the ideological
parent of the BJP, had pushed the case of Modi and
executed a succession plan systematically.

Enter Modj, there was tremendous transfor-
mation. Modi was no pushover. He couldn't be
brow-beaten. There were some, who wanted
Modi to fail and there were inside his own party.
Modi moved step by step to become the party’s
PM candidate in September 2013. Hard work and
meticulous planning to win over new allies and
admirers was put in place.

He was not a stranger to the nuances of both
political leadership and administrative skills, unlike
his counterpart and Congress vice-president Rahul
Gandhi, the reluctant Rajkumar. Modi is a three-
time CM of Gujarat and demonstrated to the world
in no uncertain terms what one can do to develop
amodel state. The Gujarat model, with 24 /7 power
supply, good roads, infrastructure and drinking
water came to be seen as Modi’s hallmark and this
made him a natural choice for the prime minister's
post.

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Modi mauls Congress

It’s TR all the way in Telangana, TDP in AP

ay 16th, 2014 would be
M remembered by Indians world

over and the global community
for the stupendous election results that
made Congress turn turtle and the BJP
catapultitself to power. The people were
glued to the TVs and the web media for
minute-to-minute updates of the
counting of votes in the world’s biggest
democracy.

While the mauling of the Congress
was a foregone conclusion what with a
spirited and incessant onslaught by
Narendra Modi on a beleaguered
Congress, what surprised was that it
was not just a mauling. It was a veritable
blood bath. Except master strategists
like Modi and his Man Friday Amit Shah,
no one could even imagine the BJP
sweep in Bihar and UP that made
leaders like Mulayam and Nitish Kumar
look like nincompoops. It was a real
carpet bombing by the Modi-BJP-NDA
with the Congress scampering for cover.

Most soothsayers were caught on
the wrong foot as their calculations
went awry. The colossal damage
wrought by the BJP-led NDA has
reduced the Congress-led UPA to a mere
60 (Congress 44) while the BJP-led NDA
notched up a whopping 334 (BJP 284).
It was the mauling of the severest kind
and the Congress is on the verge of
losing even the recognized Opposition
party status. It has to poll atleast 10 per
cent of the total strength of the Lok
Sabha to qualify for the Opposition
status. This was Congress Party’s worst
performance till date. And this drubbing
has come after two terms in power. It
speaks volumes about the people’s
anger.

It beats the common man’s
imagination as to how the Congress and
the UPA failed to gauge this public
disenchantment. The cabal of
sycophants and yesmen around Sonia

—~—
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Gandhi and Rahul Gandhi stymied the
local leadership. They lorded over the
elected people’s representatives and the
latter had to beg for permission to meet
Sonia Gandhi..

The saffron surge under Narendra
Modi is so severe that a national party
like Congress’ performance is only a
shade better than that of regional
parties like the Trinamool Congress in
West Bengal, AIADMK secured 36, TMC
got 34 and Odisha got 22 LS seats.

The Left parties had touched a nadir
both in terms of votes and seats. The CPI
has just one MP and is in the danger of
losing its national party status. The CPM
has nine (one in West Bengal, two in
Tripura and six in Kerala)

On the other hand, the BJP
bulldozed its way in UP, decimating both
BSP and SP. While the BJP got 73, the SP
could get five, while the BSP drew a
zilch. This would be the first occasion,
when the Lok Sabha will go without any
BSP MP. Similarly, the JDU of Bihar’s
Nitish Kumar could get just two seats.
This ignominy forced Nitish to put in his
papers.

The BJP also reaped rich dividends
in North East by bagging nine of the 25
seats in the region. In Assam, it is the
biggest party and its success has forced

three-time CM Tarun Gogoi to offer to
resign. In Bengal too, it did well. In the
south, it got a seat in Tamil Nadu, three
in Andhra Pradesh and regains its lost
glory in Karnataka.

This gave BJP the much-needed pan
India presence & a true national party
status when Congress is certainly on the
decline after this drubbing. DP
congratulates and wishes Narendra
Modi led BJP-NDA a successful
administrative future.

As the entire country was engulfed
in the wave of NDA success, Telangana,
West Bengal, Odisha, Tamil Nadu and
Kerala staved it off.

TRS, led by political master
craftsman-KCR took Modi and BJP head
on to reap rich electoral gains at the cost
of a directionless T Congress. It got 63
out of 119 assembly seats & 11 MP seats
out of 17 to become the first party to
rule Telangana after bifurcation. TRS
inflicted telling blows on BJP+TDP
alliance as the combine could secure
only 2 MPs (a favourite like Nagam
Janardhan Reddy had to lose because of
apathy of T electorate against TDP) and
20 Assembly seats while reaping
electoral benefits in all 10 districts
proving critics wrong that it belonged to
only one region in Telangana. KCR

ensured that the senior Congress
leaders were confined to their
respective constituencies.

The TRS juggernaut ensured that
stalwarts like Damodar Narasimha,
Sridhar Babu, Sunitha Laxma Reddy,
Saraiah, D Srinivas, bite the dust.
Ministers Mukesh Goud and Danam
Nagender were defeated in Hyderabad.
Only Uttam Kumar Reddy, Jana Reddy;,
Geeta Reddy and DK Aruna managed to
win.

KCR faced barrage of criticism for
being a family party. However, all the
members of KCR family managed to win.
This is proof enough of their being
accepted by the people.

8 STRENGTHENING INDIA

he Indian Cement Industry is the
I 2nd largest market after China ac-
counting for about 8% of the total
global production. It had a total capacity of
about 347 m tonnes (MT) as of financial
year ended 2012-13. The housing sector is
the biggest demand driver of cement, ac-
counting for about 67% of the total con-
sumption. The Government of India is
strongly focused on infrastructure devel-
opment to boost economic growth and
plans to increase investment in infrastruc-
ture to US $ 1 trillion in the 12th Five Year
Plan (2012-17). During the Plan, the in-
dustry is estimated to add a capacity of
150 MT. The other major consumers of ce-
ment include infrastructure (13%), com-
mercial construction (11%) and industrial
construction (9%).

The Indian cement industry grew at a
commendable rate in the last decade, reg-
istering a compounded growth of about
8%. However, the growth has slowed down
in recent years owing to the sluggishness
in the economy. Moreover, the per capita
consumption of cement in India still re-

mains substantially

poor when compared with

the world average. Cement, being a bulk
commodity, is a freight intensive industry
and transporting it over long distances can
prove to be uneconomical. This has re-
sulted in cement being largely a regional
play with the industry divided into five
main regions viz. north, south, west, east
and the central region. The Southern re-
gion of India has the highest installed ca-
pacity, accounting for about one-third of
the country's total installed cement capac-

ity.
Cll GREEN CEMENTECH 2014:

The Green Cementech conference was
established by the CII (Confederation of In-
dian Industry) Sohrabji Godrej Green Busi-
ness Centre (Godrej GBC) and the Cement
Manufacturer's Association in an effort to
promote sustainable development in the
cement sector and demonstrate that green
initiatives make good sense in terms of
business. The CII - Godrej GBC plays an im-
portant role in encouraging world-class
energy efficiency in the cement industry

by promoting the latest technolo-

gies and energy management practices

and organizing various workshops, confer-

ences and national and international mis-
sions.

The 10th edition of CII Green Ce-
mentech 2014 was organized at the Hitex
International Convention Centre (HICC),
Hyderabad. Dr NP Shukla, Chairman, Mad-
hya Pradesh Pollution Control Board
(MPPCB), explained the efforts of reducing
the Gross Domestic Product (GDP) carbon
footprint intensity.Dr Shukla also men-
tioned that the waste heat recovery
processes for power generation needs fur-
ther realization by the cement industry as
it is an innovative way to reduce power
consumption and increase energy effi-
ciency. Mr NA Viswanathan, Secretary Gen-
eral, Cement Manufacturers Association
(CMA), highlighted that the Indian cement
industry has completed hundred years of
its existence in the country and t modern-
ization is the key for it to reach global stan-
dards. Mr G Jayaraman, Chairman, Green
Cementech 2014 Executive President,
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Birla Corporation Limited highlighted
that the youth in India has different aspi-
rations as far as the housing sector is con-
cerned and that the Indian cement
industry should capitalize on this need
and provide better infrastructure.

GREEN RATINGS:

The cement industry poses many en-
vironmental challenges from mining to
waste disposal. Limestone mining has im-
pact on land-use patterns, local water
regimes and ambient air quality. Blasting
causes problems of vibrations, cracks and
fly rocks. After thermal power plants and
the iron and steel sector, the Indian ce-
ment industry is the third largest user of
coal in the country. Dust emissions during
cement manufacturing have long been ac-
cepted as one of the main issues facing
the industry. The industry handles mil-
lions of tonnes of dry material. Even if 0.1
per cent of this is lost to the atmosphere,
it can cause havoc environmentally. Fugi-
tive emissions are therefore a huge prob-
lem, compounded by the fact that there is
neither an economic incentive nor regu-
latory pressure to prevent emissions.

EFFICIENCY AUDIT:

Modern, dry-process cement plants
with efficient configuration of grinding
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and pyro processing systems typically
consume around 650 kcal/kg clinker and
59 units per ton of cement. Older plants
have inefficient systems, which com-
pounded with operational and mainte-
nance inadequacies, tend to have much
higher energy consumption. Based on the
plant's conditions and specific require-
ments, general benchmarking is done to
set targets. Plant audits evaluate the op-
eration of a cement plant against the ap-
propriate  benchmark. The plant
operational and stoppage data is col-
lected over the past two or more years.
The reasons for the stoppages are ana-
lyzed in  terms of  category
(mechanical/electrical/instrumenta-
tion/refractory/other), duration, and fre-
quency in order to identify causes in
order of severity. The plant performance
is also analyzed by department. Often a
department’s best performance does not
occur at the same time of the best per-
formance of the plant as a whole. If we
choose the best performance times of
each department and make them occur at
the same time, the plant performance
would show a considerably higher level of
efficiency. Attempts are made to make
them happen at the same time, which is
not an unrealistic target as the depart-
ments had indeed performed at that level
in the past. Through a systematic ap-
proach, all departments are made to per-
form at the highest possible level thus
increasing the plant’s overall productivity.
Another significant advantage in most
cases is that the reduction in heat con-
sumption can be utilized to increase pro-
duction. Potential savings can also be
derived from: Cooler optimization, Ar-
resting in-leakages, Optimization of oper-
ational strategy, Electrical Energy, Large
fans and mill drives are major consumers
of electrical energy, Fan power is linked
to specific heat consumption and many
operational parameters. Optimization of

these parameters will help lowering fan
power consumption. Optimization of the
mill charge and upkeep of the mill inter-
nals will minimize power consumption.
As for vertical roller mills, the inspection
of mill internals and separator, and ad-
justments in the operation will bring
about improvements, both in energy con-
sumption and production increase.
Clinker quality related issues are ad-
dressed by evaluating the chemistry and
operational parameters. The inadequacy
of emission management systems gener-
ally found in older plants does not meet
current emission regulations.

ALTERNATIVE FUEL USAGE:

Blast furnace slag, a toxic waste from
steel plants can be deployed into the ce-
ment manufacturing process to convert it
to make Portland Slag Cement (PSC). Fly
ash from thermal power plants can be
used to manufacture Portland Pozzolana
Cement (PPC).This will help to pursue
conservation of the earth’s mineral re-
sources through waste management so-
lutions. Jatropha and Castor Tree
Plantation scheme has to be promoted as
the fruit and seeds of these trees serve as
replacement fuel. The plantations can
supply biomass equivalent to a huge ton-
nage of coal over the future years. Waste
Heat Recovery is also an opportunity to
reduce operating costs of the cement in-
dustry. Collective working of a cluster of
cement industries can also make the pro-
curement of raw material, processing and
usage of alternative fuel very viable.

New types of cement like composite

I positive note, the counting day for

the 16th Lok Sabha elections.

With the benchmark Sensex going up by

4 per cent on the Bombay Stock Ex-

change in early morning trade, and the

Nifty over 3 per cent, the markets are
looking for big bonanza in trade.

The stock markets have been on a
bull run in the past few days following
the exit polls on last Monday pointing to
a clear majority for the BJP-led National
Democratic Alliance (NDA),that looks
poised to form a government at the Cen-
tre. BJP's Prime Ministerial candidate
and Gujarat Chief Minister Narendra
Modi is widely seen as a pro-business
politician, who rolled out the red carpet
to several large business enterprises in
the state.

India has seen the strongest election
mandate in 30 years since the era of sin-
gle party governments. A near perfect
marketing campaign by BJP, a pro-devel-
opment perception about Modi, com-
bined with a potent anti-incumbency
combination of slow GDP growth, soar-
ing price levels and corruption charges
against the UPA, have put the BJP deci-

just before India began voting to elect a
new government, were back no sooner
than polling ended today. The hikes, ef-
fective from midnight tonight, are ex-
cluding state sales tax or VAT and actual
increase will be higher and will vary
from city to city, the oil companies an-
nounced.

With the major event out of the way,
stock specific activity will be seen.
