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The Merchant of Hope
arrives..!

The political elevation of
Gujarat state Chief
Minister Narendra
Damodardas Modi as
BJP’s national campaign
committee chief for
2014-Lok Sabha
elections has electrified
the mood in the country
as well as that in
Telangana. The two day
conclave of BJP at
Panaji in Goa last week
may have withessed
tumultuous moments
within the party, thanks
to the protests of its old
veteran, LK Advani, but
commohn man across
the country has hailed
Modi’s elevation.

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Right from the beginning, it was
obvious that the BJP president Rajnath
Singh has taken enormous pains to
push through the decision to elevate
Narendra Modi to the Chairmanship of
the party’s campaign committee, which
is equivalent to projecting him as the
BJP’s Prime Ministerial candidate for
the next Lok Sabha elections. As a
matter of fact, Modi’s projection as PM
candidate has been finalized, the
moment he led his party to power in
December, 2012 for a record third time
in Gujarat under his sole leadership.

But, a strong section within BJP
ostensibly led by Advani was opposed to
Modyi’s elevation as chief campaigner; in
fact, every effort was made to stall the
prospects of the Gujarat CM’s elevation
at the national level. For this, a small
group, including Sushma Swaraj,
Jaswant Singh, Yashwant Sinha etc; used

the so-called secular elements within
the NDA like Bihar CM Nitish Kumar
to raise the objections which are
nothing but portraying Modi as the
merchant of death for his alleged role in
Gujarat violence post Godhra carnage.

As if being guided by a clear
conscience, Rajnath Singh’s job became
easy once the BJP swept the by-polls to
two Lok Sabha seats and four assembly
seats in Gujarat led by Modi, last week.
About 10 days before the Goa meeting,
Rajnath is known to have visited Advani
to inform him of the mood in the party
favouring Modi and the need to project
him as the campaign committee
president; Advani is known to have
strongly protested the move. Knowing
that Modi would be formally coroneted
at the Goa National Executive meeting,
Advani kept himself away from the two
day national executive meeting. On
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Saturday, June 7th, Rajnath told the
media that Advani was ill and would
probably turn up on Sunday But,
Advani skipped the meeting on Sunday
too, making open the rift within the
party over Modi’s elevation. It was a
clever Rajnath who announced that
Advani was ill and that he advised him
to stay home and get well.

What  further  jolted  and
embarrassed the BJP and the RSS
leadership was Advani’s so-called
resignation from the party posts in
protest against “the personal agenda of
most of the BJP leaders these days”. As
if to admonish Rajnath Singh, Advani
set out of his house after announcing
his resignation from party posts on
Monday. Advani has further damaged
the image of the BJP by comparing
himself with Bhishma-pita-maha of the
Mahabharat epic, where the aging
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leader wishes the well-being of his
opponent camp, not his own camp.
Anadamant Advani sought to puncture
all the euphoria that got generated after
Modi’s elevation by resigning from
party posts. However, by not resigning
from the Lok Sabha membership and
Chairmanship of the NDA, Advani’s
conduct was unbecoming of a leader of
his stature. It was sad to see a tall leader
revealing his vulnerabilities in such a
poor fashion.

The BJP and RSS top brass could
manage Advani to rescind his
resignation by agreeing to consult him
on all major decisions in future
including the projecting a leader as
prime ministerial candidate for next
elections. But, the party cannot
recover from the shock administered
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by Advani through his two-day drama.
One interesting thing is neither
Rajnath nor the RSS have given any
sort of commitment to Advani to re-
consider their decision to appoint Modi
as the chietf of election campaign
committee. That apparently is non-
negotiable.

the next PM, the NDA might split. This
way, Advani and Sushma Swaraj have
been stressing on the need to keep
Modi aside for the purpose of keeping
NDA united at any cost. Here the role
of Nitish Kumar is likely to boomerang.

Now, the next strategy of Advani
and his friends in the party is to rope in
clements like JD-U leaders like Nitish
Kumar, the Bihar Chief Minister and
Sharad Yadav just to threaten the BJP
leadership that if Modi is projected as

Maharajgunj Lok Sabha by-election to
the main opposition RJD by a margin of
one lakh thirty seven thousand votes.
Here, RJD’s Prabhunath Singh got
3,81,000 votes as against JD (U)

candidate and Bihar Education Minister
PK Shahi bagged 2,44,000 votes.
Congress got just 22,000 votes.

Nitish and Sharad Yadav are
probably thinking that their party lost
this seat as Muslims have deserted JD-
U in view of Modi’s possible elevation

as BJP’s PM candidate. But, the fact is
RJD’s recover path coupled with
Prabhunath’s candidacy, a former JD
(U) man, helped Lalu’s victory here. In
fact, many local factors including caste
politics have influenced the voting over

there. It is apparent that Nitish is
ignoring the eclement of anti-
incumbency against him in Bihar.

Modi emerging as latest Hope for
T-people

Apart from the national scenario,

Modi’s elevation is likely to help the BJP
in a big way in Telangana which has 17
MPs in Lok Sabha. With Modi, who is
known for no non-sense approach on
major issues, is expected to take a
positivedecision on forming Telangana
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state, once the BJP led NDA comes to
power after 2014. Although, Rajnath
Singh and the entire national
leadership of the BJP has been
showing  commitment  towards
formation of Telangana State; it is
Modi, who is emerging as the
favourite and all that because of just
one reason and that is the Sonia
Gandhi factor. The youth of Telangana
are more upset with Sonia Gandhi
than Congress party for betraying
their aspirations. People in general are
bitter about Sonia’s mysterious silence
when hundreds of youth have
committed suicides seeking statehood
for Telangana. Since Modi is
perceived to be the enemy no.1 of the
congress; the people of Telangana see
a great hope in Modi to teach Sonia
led congress a bitter lesson.

Unlike Advani, who is susceptible
to pressures by allies, Modi is expected
to disregard the pressure tactics played
by smaller elements who oppose
Telangana formation. It is a well

known fact that Advani maintains a
good rapport with many
Samaikyandhra elements. Moreover,
Advani is in the grip of Samaikhyandra
leaders like M Venkaiah Naidu. There
is no guarantee that Advani with the
advice of Venkaiah Naidu will not fall
back on Chandrababu Naidu again for
support in case BJP needs the
numbers of TDP after 2014. It is also
an open secret that Venkaiah Naidu
has close nexus with Chandrababu
Naidu. This may work against
Telangana formation.

But, with Modi, the tactics of
people like Venkaiah Naidu or
Chandra Babu Naidu may not work.
Compared to Advani, Modi enjoys
greater credibility among people of
this region. The opportunistic politics
played by Nitish Kumar is all the more
likely to favor Modi not only in Bihar
but all over the country. The way,
Modi is targeted by Nitish and Advani
will only enhance sympathy and
support to the Gujarat Chief Minister.

The talk of secular front is only a
ruse by Advani camp to stall Modi on
his tracks. But, there will also be a
rethinking among people as to why
they should oblige some sections like
fundamentalist Muslims who oppose
Modi for no reason? It is a known fact
that so far there has been no concrete
evidence to link 2002 Gujarat riots to
Modi directly.

The dastardly manner in which
Congress high command has been
playing with the sentiments of
Telangana people is also a factor for
Modi’s popularity in this region. The
repressive tactics used by Chief
Minister N Kiran Kumar Reddy and
his police machinery on the Chalo
Assembly on Friday is a grim reminder
to the attitude of Sonia Gandhi
towards Telangana movement.

There may be some people in the
Congress who still are hopeful that
Sonia Gandhi would give Telangana
state. Their hopes are kept alive by a
recent letter by her to AICC members

on how to tackle Telangana issue.
These leaders are optimistic that Sonia
Gandhi might grant Telangana state in
next two months. But, there is no
specific indication to believe that she
will give T state.

AP state Chief Minister Kiran
Kumar Reddy would not have dared to
suppress the Telangana agitation in such
a ruthless way without tactical support
from the congress high command. This
crooked line of Congress too will help
Modi gain immense support of
Telangana people as and when he tours
the T-region. Now that people of
Telangana have understood the games
played by Sonia Gandhi till now, their
hope is on the new merchant of hope.
The latest mood that is slowly setting
in is “if BJP comes to power by 7th
June, 2014 in the general elections then
Telangana state may be a reality by
September 17th, 2014” - that is the
hope of people in T-region. Will BJP
come to power?

A staunch protagonist championing
the rights of minorities for the last 15 years
with Warangal as his base he shares his candid
views in an exclusive interview with Dr.T.Siva
Prasad Reddy-Special Correspondent Deccan
Post on his new role as State Working
President-Telangana  Rashtriya Lok Dal
(TRLD) headed at the national level by union
civil aviation minister Ajit Singh.

Why T-RLD, when RLD exists in A.R? Can
you explain?

RLD as a political party at the national
level functions on three slogans-1.Smaller
states 2. Social Justice 3. Welfare of farmers
through out the country. We formed the state
level RLD exclusively in Telangana to reach
the target with the same intention & we don’t
have any branch in Andhra, hence we formed
T-RLD in Telangana & we are the first
recognized political party to have a full-fledged
separate unit for Telangana region which is
secking separate state since decades.

Why is Ajit Singh interested in supporting
Telangana cause or a separate state?

Our party is committed to the ideology of
Ram Manohar Lohia, Choudary Charan
Singh & V.PSingh. We believe that only
smaller states can achieve the welfare goals of
Indian Constitution. Even during 1969
agitation our former leader Chaudhary Charan
Singh came to Hyderabad and delivered
support for the cause of Telangana. He was the
first national leader then who travelled across
from Delhi to support the cause of Telangana.
Now his son and political successor Ajit Singh
wants to continue this policy, hence support
for Telangana state.

In Telangana movement-what is your role?

Actually, some political parties are
working for the cause of Telangana state. At the
national level BJB, CPI are strongly supporting
and at the state or local level TRS is working.
Our party wants to maintain relation with
these parties for the cause of Telangana but at
the same time we have to recognize that we
have to promote downtrodden leadership in
Telangana and the same time we have to
provide opportunity to farmers. Our party is
focusing on these issues.

Ajit Singh is a Union Minister and part of
UPA government - are you going to contest
elections or participate in the movement only?

Being a political party we are going to
contest local as well as Assembly and
Parliament elections. At the same time we are
taking some measures to prevent the split in

the voting pattern favouring Telangana
formation. Our priorities are to promote
youth leadership and we are going to issue
tickets for the families who sacrificed for the
cause of Telangana.

If you want to contest elections RLD being part
and parcel of UPA-then will you have seat
sharing with Congress or go with other
Telangana parties?

In Telangana region our first priority is
the formation of a separate state of Telangana.
We go with the people’s wishes who are
standing for the cause of Telangana and also
with the concept of social justice. We feel that
after 2014 elections any Union Govt formed
with any alliance will be forced to support and
announce the formation of a separate state-
Telangana state.

What made you to join T-RLD-which is not
so popular in Telangana and that too when so
many other parties are there?

Previously we held 27 seats in AP state
Assembly when Chaudhary Charan Singh led
Lok Dal swept the country. So even in
Telangana region there are number of
followers of Lohia as well as Chaudhary
Charan Singh. We strongly believe that we can
motivate these people under T-RLD to further
the cause of Telangana state and also win
elections. In future we are hoping for a secular
and democratic Telangana for which T-RLD
ideology suits. So, I joined T-RLD for the
same cause and also as a true socialist and
Lohia follower.

When do you think Telangana will be a
reality?

According to a great political philosopher
Seely-“Democracy is a form of govt where
everybody has a share”. When the total will of
Telangana people is for a separate state-
Telangana, definitely Telangana is going to be
formed within a few days, months or at least
after 2014 general elections.

What is the role of Muslims in Telangana
movement?

We
shouldn’t generalize MIM party’s opinion as
the true opinion of Telangana muslims. But, I
can say one thing, if you conduct a referendum
or opinion poll amongst the Muslims of
Telangana region, we can get 99% positive vote
for a Telangana state...!!

Will Muslim community’s
welfare/development improve if a separate
Telangana state is formed?

According to respectable personality-
Dr.Babasaheb Ambedkar-only smaller states
can promote Or Improve socio-economic
status of downtrodden sections as it provides
room for their political participation. They can
raise their voice and prevent capitalist
interference and stand for their rights. Not
only Muslims other sections like Dalits,
Tribals and backward communities as well as
those economically backward in forward
communities; all stand to gain development by
utilizing local resources and participating in
politics.

It means, whatever we communicate
through any of these Internet entities is not
safe or can ensure our privacy.

After this remained top secret for 13
years, this heinous practice by the US came
into open after one of the employces of
PRISM, Edward Snowden, 29, spilled the
beans recently. On June 6th, 2013, Snowden
gave separate interviews to the US daily, The
Washington Post and the British daily, The
Guardian, about the PRISM and its methods

of surveillance leaving the users of Internet
across the world in a state of shock and
bewilderment.

Undoubtedly, today, Snowden is hailed
by many in the world over for his role as a
whistleblower against the mighty US

administration that swooped on the rights
and privacy of individuals in the name of
national security. It is ironical that the US
which claims to be patron saint of individual
freedom should resort to this draconian
practice of peeping into the privacy of
innocent people.

Fearing his arrest, Snowden fled to
Hong Kong and is now on an exile. Another
whistleblower, Julian Assange, the founder of
Wiki-leaks, who is now holed up in an
embassy in Europe has commended
Snowden for his boldness and sought

protection to him in any of the democratic
countries which believed in freedom of
individuals. To what extent the United
Kingdom would permit Snowden’s entry into
its territory will have to be watched, as there
is a huge uproar in that country over the
PRISM project.

According to latest reports,
the Indian government is mulling
over calling the US ambassador
to express its anguish and
concern over the infringement of
privacy of its citizens, due to the
PRISM project. India is likely to
tell the US that it must forthwith
stop spying on the
communication of Indians on the
Internet as there is no permission
from the Indian government to
swoop on any Indian without due
process of law.

Deccan Post suggests to the
Indian government that it must
tell the US in no uncertain terms
that it had no business to spy on
Indians. The US is resorting to
this practice as it has monopoly
over Internet and its service
providers like Microsoft, Yahoo,
Google and Skype ctc. This is nothing but
sheer arrogance of having control over
modern technology. India which is zealous
about its sovereign rights must ensure no
such invasions are made and the ongoing
surveillance must be stopped forthwith.

Carbon Dioxide Removal projects:

Carbon dioxide removal projects seck to remove
greenhouse gases from the atmosphere. Proposed methods
include those that directly remove such gases from the
atmosphere, as well as indirect methods that seek to use
natural processes (e.g. tree planting).

Techniques in this category include:

1. Creating biochar and mixing it with soil to create terra
preta.

2. Bio-energy with carbon capture and storage to
sequester carbon and simultancously provide energy.

3. Carbon air capture to remove carbon dioxide from
ambient air

4. Planting trees to offset carbon emissions

5. Ocean nourishment including iron fertilization of the
oceans.

Oxford Geo Engineering Programme:

The Oxford Geo Engineering Programme was founded
in 2010 as an initiative of the Oxford Martin School at the
University of Oxford. The Oxford Geo Engineering
Programme seeks to engage with society about the issues
associated with Geo Engineering and conduct research into
some of the proposed techniques. The programme advocates
conducting research into the social, ethical and technical
aspects of Geo Engineering.

1. The Integrated Assessment of Geo Engineering
Proposals (IAGP):

This is in partnership with The University of Leeds,
Cardift University, Lancaster University, University of
Bristol, University of East Anglia, The Tyndall Centre and
the UK Met Office.

2. Stratospheric  Particle Injection for Climate
Engineering (SPICE): This is in partnership with The
University of Bristol and Cambridge University.

3. Climate Geo Engineering Governance
(CGG): It is a recently announced Oxford-led
project in partnership with The University of
Sussex and University College London which will
examine the governance and ecthics of Geo
Engineering.

become ineffective, unpredictable or unstable as a result of
external events, such as volcanic eruptions, phytoplankton
blooms, solar flares, ectc., leading to profound and
unpredictable disruption to the climate system.

Side Effects

The techniques themselves may cause significant
foreseen or unforeseen harm. For example, the use of
reflective balloons may result in significant litter, which
may be harmful to wildlife. Ozone is a risk of some Geo
Engineering techniques, notably those involving sulfur
delivery into the stratosphere. There may be unintended
climatic consequences, such as changes to the hydrological
cycle including droughts or floods, caused by the Geo
Engineering techniques, but possibly not predicted by the
models used to plan them.

Unreliable Systems

The performance of the interventions may be
inconsistent due to mechanical failure, non-availability of
consumables or funding problems. Cloud making ships
could be switched off or sunk and space mirrors could be
tilted to make them useless. Anyone capable of exerting
such power may seck to abuse it for commercial gains,
military advantage or simple terrorism.

eo Engineering (also climate
ﬁengineering) is the deliberate and

large-scale intervention in the
Earth’s climatic system with the aim of
reducing global warming. The discipline
divides broadly into two categories -
carbon dioxide removal and solar
radiation management. Carbon dioxide
removal addresses a cause of climate
change by removing one of the
greenhouse gases from the atmosphere.
Solar radiation management attempts to
offset effects of greenhouse gases by
causing the Earth to absorb less radiation.
The Inter Governmental Panel on
Climate Change (IPCC) concluded in
2007 that Geo Engineering options
remained largely unproven. Geo
Engineering has been proposed as a
potential third option for tackling global
warming, alongside mitigation and
adaptation. Scientists do not typically
suggest geo-engineering as an alternative
to emissions control, but rather an
accompanying strategy. Reviews of Geo
Engineering techniques have emphasized
that they are not substitutes for emission
controls and have identified potentially

stronger and weaker schemes. There are
no known large-scale geo-engineering
projects except one conducted outside
the scientific mainstream by Russ
George. Almost all research has consisted
of computer modeling or laboratory tests,
and attempts to move to real-world
experimentation have proved
controversial. Some limited tree planting
and cool roof projects are already
underway. Ocean iron fertilization has
been given small-scale research trials.
Field research into sulfur acrosols has
also started. Various criticisms have been
made of Geo Enginecering and some
commentators appear fundamentally
opposed. Some have suggested that the
concept of geo-engineering presents a
moral hazard because it could reduce the
political and popular pressure for
emissions reduction. Groups such as
ETC Group and individuals such as
Raymond Pierrehumbert have called for
a moratorium on deployment and out-
of-doors testing of Geo Engineering
techniques.

Several Geo Engineering strategies

include Solar Radiation management and
Carbon Dioxide removal.

Solar Radiation Management:

Solar radiation management (SRM)
projects seek to reduce sunlight absorbed
(ultra-violet, near infra-red and visible). This
would be achieved by deflecting sunlight
away from the Earth, or by increasing the
reflectivity of the atmosphere or the Earth's
surface. These methods do not reduce
greenhouse gas concentrations in the
atmosphere, and thus do not seek to address
problems such as the ocean acidification
caused by CO2. Solar radiation management
projects often have the advantage of speedy
deployment and effect. While greenhouse gas
remediation offers a more comprehensive
possible solution to climate change, it does
not give instantancous results; for that, solar

radiation management is required.

SRM methods may be:

1. Surface-based (land or ocean albedo
modification); e.g. Cool roof—using pale-
coloured roofing and paving materials.

2. Troposphere-based, for example cloud
whitening — using fine sea water spray to
whiten clouds and thus increase cloud
reflectivity.

3. Upper atmosphere-based (e.g.
stratospheric acrosols). Creating reflective
aerosols, such as stratospheric sulfur aerosols,
aluminum oxide particles, even specifically
designed self acrosols.

4. Space-based: Space sunshade -
obstructing solar radiation with space-based
mirrors, asteroid dust, etc.

Artic geo Engineering:

It has been proposed to actively enhance the polar ice
cap in the Artic region by spraying or pumping water
onto the top of it which would build thicker sea ice. As
ice is an insulator, water on the surface of the ice tends
to freeze more quickly than that below. River water could
be used for this purpose, as salt water tends to resist
freezing, and may end up perforating the resulting ice
sheet. Thickening ice by spraying seawater onto existing
ice has been proposed. Sea ice is an effective thermal
insulator, and thus freezing takes place much more
rapidly on the top surface of the ice sheet than on the
bottom. Thicker sea ice is more structurally stable, and is
more resistant to melting due to its increased mass. An
additional benefit of this method is that the increased salt
content of the melting ice will tend to strengthen
downwelling currents when the ice re-melts.
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Problems Associated With Geo
Engineering:

Ineffectiveness

The effectiveness of the schemes proposed

may fall short of predictions. In ocean iron

fertilization, for example, the amount of carbon dioxide

removed from the atmosphere may be much lower than

predicted, as carbon taken up by plankton may be released

back into the atmosphere from dead plankton, rather than
being carried to the bottom of the sea and sequestered.

Incomplete Solution to Co2 Emissions

Techniques that do not remove greenhouse gases from
the atmosphere may control global warming, but do not
reduce other effects from these gases, such as ocean
acidification. While not an argument against Geo
Engineering per se, this is an argument against reliance on
Geo Engineering to the exclusion of greenhouse gas
reduction.

Control and Predictability Problems

The full effects of various Geo Engineering schemes are
not well understood. Performance of the systems may

This would cause a sudden rise in global
temperatures towards levels which would have
existed without the use of the Geo Engineering
technique. The rapid rise in temperature may
lead to more severe consequences than a gradual rise of the
same magnitude.

Weaponisation

In 1976, 85 countries signed the UN Convention on
the Prohibition of Military or Any Other Hostile Use of’
Environmental ~ Modification  Techniques.  The

Environmental Modification Convention generally
prohibits weaponising geo-engineering techniques.
However, this does not eliminate the risk. Geo

Engineering techniques may serve as weapons of mass
destruction, creating droughts or famines designed to
destroy or disable an enemy. They could also be used
simply to make battlefield conditions more favourable to
one side or the other in a war. For example, laser-guided
weapons are confounded by clouds, and thus switching off
cloud machines would favour forces using such weapons,
and switching them on would favour ground forces
defending against them.

continued its declining trend, and lost about 1,200

points in the last few trading sessions. Market’s
downtrend is due to the reports of a weakening trend in
the global markets, which has raised fresh fears among the
Investors.

The stock market performance indicator Sensex

Stocks were hammered in all sectors due to selling
pressure from the foreign funds, resulting in negative
sentiment in the Indian stock market. Foreign funds were
reported to have sold record thousands of crores even in
the debt market. The mid-cap and small-cap stocks have
lost heavily in the last few days, resulting in heavy losses
to the investors.

The strong momentum sectors, the Banking, Real
Estate and the Automobile stocks were seen in a sharp
downtrend and have led the market’s bearish trend. The
growth oriented Pharma stocks were seen in a minor
reaction, while the metal stocks have witnessed massive
losses. However, the software stocks were seen in a steady
trend, as the Dollar appreciation is expected to benefit the
export oriented firms.

The Industrial Production Data (IIP) that was
released on 12th June has disappointed the stock markets.
Market would now keenly watch the next IIP numbers,
which is expected to be a major trigger, for the market.
The Indian Rupee continued its weakness against the
Dollar for the sixth week continuously and is now at
record levels. There are reports that it could touch the
major mark of 60 and then appreciate. All eyes are now
on the Reserve Bank of India’s meet on 17th June, which

is expected to take a decision on the cut in the banking
interest lending rates. On the positive side, the
monsoon is expected to be normal. Further, several
reforms and policy measures were expected to be taken
in this month to boost the growth of the economy.

The commodity market too witnessed subdued
trend, and most of the base metals like Copper, Zinc,
Aluminum, Lead, and Nickel were seen in a minor
corrective trend, after an earlier rally.

The Crude Oil has advanced further and is now at
the yearly highs of 5,600 levels, which is also a major
concern now. The commodity has to decline now, for
a positive effect on the stock market. The precious
metal Gold has witnessed only a minor recovery.
Technically, on the charts, the next major barrier is seen
at 29,000 levels, in the MCX commodity market, for
the traders to be cautious. But another precious
commodity Silver has not exhibited any strength and is
seen struck in a narrow range in-between 46,000 and
42,000 levels. It has to breakout of these levels, to
indicate a new short-term trend.

Technically on the charts, Sensex now has the next
support at 19,000 levels, where a consolidation is
expected. But in-case of any further failure at this crucial
support, then it indicates a further possible weakness for
the short-term investors to be cautious. ¢
